MARITIME COMMANDER APPOINTS BOARD OF INQUIRY INTO LOSS OF LEADING SEAMAN GURR

The Maritime Commander Australia, Rear Admiral Geoff Smith, has announced the appointment of a Board Of Inquiry (BOI) into the circumstances leading up to and surrounding the disappearance of HMAS DARWIN sailor Leading Seaman Cameron Gurr.

Leading Seaman Gurr went missing from HMAS DARWIN on the evening of May 3-4, 2002, while the ship was conducting border protection operations.

Under the terms of reference handed down yesterday, the Board will inquire into occupational health and safety issues, safety procedures, conduct of personnel, the ship's design configuration, and if alcohol was a factor.

The inquiry will also evaluate the conduct of the search operation and the support provided to Leading Seaman Gurr's family since the incident.

To facilitate access to witnesses, the Board will convene in the Council Chambers on Christmas Island this evening and is expected to adjourn on Sunday May 19. The Board will then re-convene on Monday June 3 in either Sydney or at HMAS STIRLING in Western Australia.

The Board is due to present its findings and recommendations to the Maritime Commander on Monday June 17, 2002.
The four-member Board will be headed by Captain Greg Yorke, and comprise Commander Philip Orchard, Lieutenant Commander Sarah Sharkey and Mr James O'Sullivan.

Captain Greg Yorke is currently working with the ANZAC Ship project as the ANZAC Capability Element Manager and has previously served as Commanding Officer of HMA Ships ARUNTA and GLADSTONE.

Commander Philip Orchard is the Commander of Operations (West) in Maritime Headquarters - West at HMAS STIRLING. He has previously served as Executive Officer HMAS STIRLING and as Commanding Officer of HMAS GERALDTON.

Lieutenant Commander Sarah Sharkey is a medical officer, currently manager Submarine and Underwater Medicine at HMAS PENGUIN. She has previously served as medical officer to the Australian Submarine Squadron and HMAS STIRLING.

Mr James O'Sullivan has been invited to join the Board as an independent civilian member. Mr O'Sullivan is a retired Queensland Police Commissioner with 40 years' experience in investigations and police work.
