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Preface

The following is a collection development project that proposes building a legal reference collection for an academic library. 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Introduction

Scope and Selection
In following the guidelines, sources were broken down into Primary and Secondary materials. When considering print and online materials, it was thought that an academic library needs to have primary materials, as well as secondary materials that are considered core for a library’s collection. The project is split into several sections. They are as follows:

1. Primary sources in paper form

2. Secondary sources in paper form that are considered important texts for various fields of law in Canada

3. Secondary sources in paper form that are reference materials for patrons

4. Online sources for library patrons – some comprehensive, some for single sources

5. Print sources for the librarian’s use

6. Online sources for the librarian’s use

Additionally, some limitations can be stated about this collection:

1. It is not comprehensive because 40 sources would not make that possible.

2. Most of the categories of law have 1 title that is considered a core title for a given topic

3. When possible, materials that were specifically written for Nova Scotia were included.

The goal of this project was to collect as many unique materials as possible. In other words, if materials are available on one of the electronic sources, then the paper source was not included in the collection, in order to have as many materials possible under the guidelines provided for this project. In general, the primary sources of law are included in the online materials, and the secondary sources of law are in print form. 

Generally, the following strategy was used in decision-making for materials collected for this project:

2. Primary law materials for Canada

3. Secondary law materials for Nova Scotia

4. Secondary law materials for Canada

5. Legal reference materials from a Canadian perspective

Conclusion

I am thankful that we had this opportunity to use our skills for a project of this type. This project provided a great learning experience for several reasons. First, the project provided a forum to learn about legal materials, which was a new area for me considering I have a background in a medical library. Second, it was interesting to learn about the many materials available for legal research in Canada. While Canada does not have the amount of materials that are available in the U.S., it is important to discern the most important materials here because of the cost of books here. Third, the project provided an opportunity to learn about the types of materials that are used in law. Loose-leaf materials appear to be far more popular in this field than in others, as several of the sources selected are of this type. Fourth, this project was an exercise in collection development, which is a practical exercise that could be done for any type of library, which fulfilled the needs of students pursuing work in law libraries, as well as non-law libraries.
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
