Assigning Color to Individual Noteheads in Lime

Music is generally printed in black and white. But, in the academic analysis of music, it may become necessary to highlight certain notes by assigning optional colors to each note’s head. This allows the Lime user to develop an analysis, accompanied by a textual color key, for many diverse purposes, not to mention the avant-garde applications of applying color to specific notes.

Here is a hot-key tutorial (developed mostly for blind Lime users) that may help you with these kinds of projects.

1. The default color in Lime for all noteheads is black. To revert to this basic color, simply type the sequence: ALT, N, C, SPACE

2. To change to another color, use this sequence: ALT, N, C, RIGHT-ARROW, SPACE. (Remember to tap the SPACE-BAR, not the ENTER key.) Here are the number of times you need to tap the RIGHT-ARROW to get a specific color:

1 red

2 green

3 blue

4 yellow (very hard to read on paper)

5 magenta

6 aquamarine

7 perwinkle (a muted purplish blue)

8 salmon (a muted pink – hard to read on paper)

9 lime green (very hard to read)

10 purple

The rest of the colors in this palette are hard to read on paper and should not be used. Sighted assistance is needed to develop extended color palettes in Lime.
