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*ok listen, I'm no expert in qbasic, but i know enough to get you started, so here it is.





CHAPTER 1 : Using  CLS, PRINT, SLEEP, LOCATE, and COLOR





Ok. PRINT is a command that displays words or numbers on the screen. Use the print command to make words appear on the screen. here is an example:


---


CLS is used to clear the screen. Use this to clear information or data of the screen.


---


The SLEEP command delays something. It can can pause anything on your program for as long as you like.


When using this command, put it directly after your text or data like this:


'''''''


CLS 


PRINT "Hello": SLEEP 5


'''''''


Sleep should always have a ( : ) before it. The number 5 stands for the number of seconds the bit of data is delayed for.  


---


LOCATE is used to place text or data in certain places on the screen.


When using this command, it should look like this:  LOCATE 2, 25


The numbers 2, 25 can be changed. The first number is for the vertical position


and the 25 is for the horizonal position.


---


The COLOR command, makes certain pieces of text a certain color. 


For example, heres how to use color:


''''''''


CLS


COLOR 9


PRINT " This color is blue!!"


'''''''''


The number 6 is blue. Use from 0 to 15 for different colors
