Cartoon films are great fun to watch, but they are very hard to make by hand. First of all, writers write the story and the filming script. An editor then divides the script into sequences and scenes.

Artists draw the main characters and then every movement in a sequence of pictures. They draw the character several times. In each picture, his or her foot is a little further forward. These pictures are called storyboard.

When the storyboard is finished, junior artists called inkers and painters draw the pictures on pieces of plastic.
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Then the cameramen start work. They use special cameras and take a photo of each piece of plastic. When it is complete, the film shows the photos at great speed, one after another; and the characters seem to move. The sound track is added, and the film is ready for us to enjoy.

These days, however, a lot of animators or cartoon-makers work on computers. This makes the process simple and easy. They draw the characters and positions on the computer screen, they add the movements and the computer does the rest. This is one of the wonders of modern ethnology, but these cartoon films aren’t nearly as much fun to watch as the old-fashioned, hand-drawn ones.

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(4) Down the Track

The start is the most important moment in Funny Car racing. There is only one-half second between the amber warning light and the green starting light. The drivers must make their starts between these two lights. They cannot wait for the green light before starting. There is a saying in drag racing that “if you see the green, you’ve lost the race.

At the same time, the drivers cannot start too early. A light beam crosses the starting line. If the nose of the Funny Car touches this light beam before the green light goes on, then the driver “red-lights.” That means that a red light goes on to show that the car has fouled. The driver is out of the race. The other driver becomes the winner, if his car can make it to the end of the strip.

Therefore, the drivers must judge exactly the split second to start on the amber light and still not trigger the red foul light. It is here at the start that a drag race is often won or lost.

In the race, the drivers rev up their engines. The two Funny Cars leap away from the starting line. They are headed for a beam that crosses the track exactly 1,320 feet down the strip — one-quarter mile. The fans leap to their feet as one car pulls slightly ahead of the other. The fans don’t dare blink, for they could miss a vital part of a race that is over before they can count slowly to six. The cars reach speeds of up to 245 miles per hour, but the race is not decided by speed alone. It is possible for the faster car to lose the race. A car’s tires can slip at the start. Or a driver can be slow to start. Then, even if that car has a higher speed, the lost second — or split second —at the beginning will permit the slower car to cross the finish line first.
