Introductions were made. We each filled out a contact sheet to be kept by nyisutter. 

We discussed some of our release techniques and ideas of where to leave books and labeling of books. 

Nyisutter and 4libros shared information about their Official Crossing Zones. That information

This could involve donating books, applying BC labels to the books RIF gives to the children, reading in the schools, providing transportation to RIF volunteers. Sonora will look into the possibility of our participation in RIF.

We discussed what information should be included on the website. Nyisutter was put in charge of designing the site.

We decided to await word from Ron at Bookcrossing before making any formal organizational plans and formally naming the group. We will proceed with the group until that time, but 4libros and nyisutter have contacted Ron in regards to any guidelines he may have for us. 

We discussed design ideas for our logo and possible products such as bookmark/business cards, bumper stickers, etc. 

Management of the Bread Company was approached about the use of the facilities for the meetings and becoming an official crossing zone. Permission was granted for using the facilities for meetings. The shift manager will approach her superiors about the crossing zone. We left a sign and several books with her pending approval of the zone. She was receptive to the idea. 

Books were traded. A picture was taken, which has been included on our email list photo site. 

We decided to continue in the same meeting place for the time being. As more members join, we will assess the convenience of the location. We decided that the 7:30 time was the best time to meet. 

It was decided that we would start an email list on yahoogroups. Nyisutter was put in charge of starting the list. 

The next meeting will be held Tuesday, August 27 at 7:30pm.
