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The Chemistry Portfolio
All science courses will use the portfolio as an assessment tool.  It will correspond to 5% of the mark every quarter. All portfolios must start with a table of contents listing all the sections.
It should include the following sections:
1. Guidelines and Important Papers:  All guidelines received, such as Syllabus and Outlines, Portfolio Guidelines, Classroom Rules, Progress Reports and others.
2. Reflections: Select 2 pieces of work that you consider special, or that have helped you to learn a lesson (either in Chemistry or in life).  Flag those pieces of work and write a thoughtful reflection on why you chose them and what was the most important thing you learned from them.   Include a final paragraph reflecting about the course, including parts of the subject that you find difficult and why.
3. Content Sections by Chapter: One division for each of the chapters covered in the quarter:  Each chapter division should include the following:
· Notes, focus sheets, activities (except for labs), worksheets, diagrams, tables, summaries, assignments, homework, quizzes and tests, etc., in chronological order (per chapter).
4. Laboratory: Lab Safety Rules, Laboratory Guidelines, Lab Reports, Lab Worksheets, Lab Demonstration Papers, etc., all in chronological order. This section must have detailed list of content including: Lab #, Title, Date and Page #. 
5.    Projects/Research: Science Projects, Research Papers, etc., including guidelines and instructions, notes and research with bibliography, reports, etc
6.    Group 4 Project (IB courses only): Notes from preliminary meetings, notes on research with bibliography, raw data, drawings, photographs, sketches, or any other evidence of participation, final written report (I/A), self evaluation, peer evaluation, etc.
Your portfolio will be evaluated on Presentation, Organization, Content and Reflection.
