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Middle Point Sanitary Landfill

General View of the landfill

The middle point sanitary landfill, located at Murfreesboro is a place where are disposed the wastes from residences and businesses. It is in an area of 439 acres in which 140 acres are permitted for landfill.

To prepare 1 acre of land for landfill, it costs from $250 to $300, the landfill must be maintained 30 years after closing. The total volume permitted is 450 million gallons, the landfill receive 400 tons of waste sludge from Nashville a day; in total, there are 5000 tons of trash a day. The landfill can’t accept any hazardous waste, tires, batteries, radioactive waste, and so on… But it can accept municipal waste, commercial waste and industrial waste if approved that it is not hazardous.

The water is collected and stored in two tanks of 250,000 gallons each. This water is then sent to the wastewater treatment plant. Actually, there is an exchange between the middle point sanitary landfill and the wastewater treatment plant because the landfill receives the cakes from the wastewater treatment plant.

There is also a collect of the methane gas to produce energy: by a backup incinerator that burns methane at 1600 degrees, there is 99% of the gas that is destruct and 13,6 kilowatts are produced.
