Long – Distance Romantic Tips
· A fool in love - download the new A.I.M. to save on the bill. Record a video tape of you singing or acting like a fool in love for them.... and send it to them... buy a star for them online and so you can say that as long as the stars are out there in the sky you will be loving them, missing them, and wishing to be with them 

· Birthday with a hint of romance - Select a relevant greeting card (Birthday, get well, sympathy, etc.) from local drug store and write a poem or sweet quote inside, then put some petals of pink roses on the inside lining of envelope, seal delicately so that petals don't get smooshed. · Postcards - Send a postcard every day with one letter from the following written on it: I - L - O - V - E - Y - O - U.

· Time capsule - make a box with all your favorite pictures and memorie items and include a special note in it then send the box to your girlfriend when you miss each other the most.

Romantic Acts
· Dinner under the stars - Treat your partner to a candlelit dinner under the stars, with maybe some music playing off in the background somewhere. It could be near a lake or pond to make it even more romantic. 

· Video Confession - Create a special video-taped confession telling your valentine all the things you love about him or her. 

· A Loving and Fun Scavenger Hunt - Create a scavenger hunt for your love using clues that are inside jokes/knowledge to only the two of you. (Barbra) 

· activities - buy her peach color roses with peach color carnations and an orchid in the middle and tell her you love her 

· Anniversary Celebration - Celebrate the entire week of your anniversary. 

· Ballons of Affection - get about 15 helium ballons. Before filling them with helium put a note in each one telling your partner what you love about them. Put them in their car and tape a safety pin and note that says " to get in you have to pop each one and read the notes". This will make their day!! (Tamara) 

· Be Creative with it! - Build a snowman together. 

· Board Game - Play a board game such as Monopoly, but change the rules to make it a little more fun.

· Bring a Blanket - Lay in grass in each other's arms and look at the stars together. 

· Caring Behaviors - Develop a top ten list of the "caring behaviors" (smile at me, cuddle, hug me, etc)that you value most. Have your partner do the same, share your lists with each other and perform at least two of the actions every day. 

· Child's Play - Play in a treehouse together.

· Knock, knock - Greet your significant other at the door with confetti and a party hat - only. (Anonymous).

· Lawn care - Mow "I LOVE YOU" in the lawn, or draw hearts in your backyard with fertilizer. 

· Leaf it to me to think of this... - Carve your initials into a tree together. 

· Learning something new - Cut several pieces of paper up into squares. Write one question (favorite color...)you would like to know about your partner. Then place them in a jar. Have your partner do the same. Then everyday take one out and share your answer with your partner. (Amy) 

· Let her arise to a rose - In the middle of the night, put a rose outside her window with a little note telling her how much you love here. Then call her in the morning and tell her to look outside her window. She will go crazy. 

· Love for sale - I once posted signs up all over the neighborhood that read "I love sugarplum", which was my pet name for my husband. He said he never felt so special.

Stretch a big blanket over the sand and lay down together as the warm summer night breeze comes in, and the stars come out, all while listening to your favourite love song CD in your car stereo. 

· No tents - Sleep outside under the stars together. 

· Outdoors - Walk with her hand in hand under the moonlight. (Melvin) 

· Paper Hearts - Fold up some paper, cut it into the shape of hearts, so they're all connected, then tape only one end to something you know your sweetie will pick up the next day(their cell phone, bottle of perfume, etc.)

· Prelude to a good time... - Before you move into your new house, designate one room for you and your partner to have a romantic evening in
· Puzzle Pieces - Assemble a puzzle. Write a romanitc letter on the back. Send your love one piece of the puzzle each day until they have the entire puzzle, and your love note. 
· Reading Together - Snuggle up and take turns reading a book out loud together. 
· Reasons Why I love You Jar - I have taken a large jar with a lid and decorated it with "Good Job" "Excellent" "I love You" and various "praising stickers" and a big bow on top. I filled the jar with little notes that contain any special quality about my husband, anything he does to make me feel loved, special or needed.......Just about anything to make him feel special and to draw attention to his special qualities. He is allowed to take one a day from the jar as he is on his way out to work. He said he looks forward to reading one each morning and it makes him feel very special. (Ruth Ann) 
· Remember - Glue all emails or letters from your love into a blank book 
· Romantic moments - Kiss your partner very lightly on the eyelids while you are holding them. Use this technique to wake your partner. 
· Rose petals - cover your lover's car with rose petals (Heather) 
· Saturday Break - Invite your significant other over to watch saturday morning cartoons, eat cereal and stay in your pajamas all morning. (Alyson) 
· Sign Language - Take a sign language course together, learn some non-verbal communication. 
· Sing a solo - It's amazing what a donation to your church choir, youth choir, or ensemble can get you. Arrange a private singing group for your mate's birthday, or your next anniversary. 
· Skating - Rent the local ice skating rink for an hour or two and have just the two of you skate together.
· Something to do together! - Learn a sport your mate enjoys to play without their knowledge, surprise them sometime by playing it with them! 

· Story - Write a love story, novel, or comic about you & your lover with fantasy, like adventure or erotic..... Give it to her as birthday gift. 

· Students - Do homework together. 

· Sunset Activity - Go out to your roof to watch the sunset. (Alex) 

· Suprise photograph - Wait until she comes out of the bathroom when getting ready to go somewhere and say, "wait right there, i want to take a picture of how beautiful you look tonight." 

· Team Players - Take up a team sport together. 

· The sweetest thing... - write "i love you" in rose petals on their bed, office desk, car, or anywhere else, they'll love it! (Dee) 

· Time Capsule - Make a time capsule and agree to open it on a date in a few years. 

· Time Capsule - For newlyweds, create a "time capsule" recording. On the tape, reminisce about your first year together. Record a popular song and read the day’s front-page headlines. Watch the video every year to look back on your first year. 

· Wake up - Even if you don't live together, you can give him/her the effect with coming over early in the morning and waking them up by crawling into their bed...without nothing as if you slept there all night.
· Whisper to her ear - Suprising her from back, then let her suprise and smile when she see you, then you hug her and whisper softly to her ear "I love you..." (fredy) 

· Winter - Write your lover’s name in the snow. 

· Winter time - have an indoor picnic. Put a blanket on floor and eat all the yummy things your partner loves (Amy) 

· Winter tip - write i love you on the snow at a place they can see it easily. It really works! 

· Word - Write "Ti Amo" in lipstick on the bathroom mirror. 

· Writing I Love You - When the two of you aren't able to talk, write I love you with your finger in his hand, arm, or back. For example: church, or when he's driving.

Romantic Gifts
· Get away... - Plan an overnight at a Bed & Breakfast & surprise her with it. 

· Need a gift idea? - Go window shopping with your partner sometime, when he or she sees something they really want, tell them you are just here to window shop. Go back at a later date and purchase the item, they will appreciate that you remembered it! 

· Romantic Basket - Create a romantic basket. Include scented candles, tape of romantic music, bubble bath, body sponge, massage oil, etc. 

· Romantic Gift - Have a picture of you two together, happy. Purchase a romantic picture frame, surprise it to your mate in a gift. 

· Valentine's Day Gift - A formula for gold roses: Go to a craft store (such as Frank's Nursery) and purchase a spray can of "gold plating" spray, in the paint section, it's a little heavier than normal gold paint (about $4). Buy fake roses. Spread the roses out on newspaper and spray all sides until the roses are completely painted gold, including inside the flower petals. Buy a long box, line it with felt, and give them a dozen gold roses. 

· A cassette and CD - "From old to new, you're the song of my life" 

· A Key - "You're the key to my happiness" 

· A Lightswitch/Power Switch - "You turn me onto life!" 

· A map - "I can never be lost with you around" 

· A Nut & Bolt - "You hold me together when I'm down".
· A paper love heart - "You touch my heart" 

· A pill a day - Give her a bottle of vitamins with a note inside that says "Take one dose of love each day." 

· A Pocket Dictionary - Write "You" as the meaning next to the word "Life", mark the page and give it to them "Without you, life would have no meaning." 

· A Puzzle - "It isn't puzzling why I love you!" 

· A Spring/Bungee Cord - "Whenever I get down, you pull me right back up" 

· A Year of Romance - Use a calendar program or go to Kinkos and have a calendar made of all of your romantic and significant dates. Include pictures from your life together if you can. Get a copy for both of you (and remember to have one for the office). 

· Birthday Gift - Save a birthday gift for the day after their birthday so the celebration can continue. 

· Birthday Month - Turn their birthday into a birthday month. 

· Celebration - Celebrate her birthday twice per year, every six months give her a card, a gift, and a romantic dinner. 

· Christmas Gift Idea - Buy a fishbowl and a pad of those note papers. Give it to your significant other as a "memory bowl". Throughout the year, write special memories on the pieces of paper and put them in the fish bowl
· Clothes Hanger - "I'm gonna hang onto you!" 

· Custom CD - Create a CD of you & your mate's favorite romantic songs, there are many places on the web that will do this for about the same price as a regular CD. 

· Fish Bowl - Give her gemstones - in an aquarium! Buy a small aquarium and a Betta (Chinese Fighting Fish) and places gems in the bottom of the fishbowl, when they look at it, tell them to look carefully at the bottom of the bowl. Not recommended for engagement rings, and make sure the fish is alive before you give it. 

· Fishy idea - Give them a fish & fish bowl with a note attached that reads "out of all the fish in the world I pick you!" 

· From the heart - homemade gifts from the heart are the best. Give your lover a homemade piece of artwork, poem, or story. It may take time but will be well worth it. (jax) 

· Gift - Buy her lingerie even if you're not sure what she likes, just be sure to get her sizes right. 

· Gift Advice - Any significant event, i.e. birthdays, valentines day, anniversaries, always give something romantic. Do not give practical items even if she asks for them unless they are accompianed by a romantic gift. Even if you can't afford something big, give her something within your budget, if it is romantic, they will love it. 

· Gifts - Buy your mate a gift certificate to their favorite store. 

· Glue - "You're the glue that holds my life together" 

· Great Long Distance Gift - Start a journal of your thoughts and present it to your mate. 

· Half Birthday - Celebrate their 1/2 birthday. 

· Her special song - kinda pricey-but only part will do. Write her a song about how she makes you feel, find someone to sing it along to music that you wrote and press it to a cd (Lillian) 

· How to, out do your lover - Make your lover 101 reasons why she(he) is the geatest/why you love her(him)/ and why you are so glad that they became a part of your life. Put each reason on a seperate square of paper and number it, then put it in a fancy box. (Jay)

· Jewelry - Have custom jewelry made for your significant other.

· Jewelry - Buy her a piece of jewelry. 

· Jewelry - Buy him a piece of diamond jewelry, a ring, tie pin, money clip, or keychain.  

· Key to my heart - Buy your mate a keychain with your names engraved on it, its less expensive than you think!

· License for Love - Get a custom license plate made for your lover, something unique and meaningful to the both of you, or something like "4EVERU" or "MY LUV". 

· Love - buy one dozen roses for your man (Jennifer) 

· Love Calendar - Give her a daily calendar with something you wrote on each day so she can read a message from you each day.
· Love Coupons - Create a jar filled with "Love Coupons." Make the coupons redeemable for hugs, kisses, back rubs or any number of special favors. Give the jar to your lover and let them redeem the coupons at their will.

· Love Note Lane - If you've written each other love notes, dig them up and read them together. Discuss how you felt when you wrote them, and when you read them. 

· Love Story - Write a personalized love story and have it bound. 

· Make a present - Make her a gift. Don't just go out and buy something, but make her something. Even if you have the artistic skills of Picasso, the fact that it is from you will mean more to her. (Jon26/Mr_ego_boy) 

· Necklace Gift - Give her a locket with your picture inside. 

· Not something that melts... - If you know your mate always puts something in their glove compartment each morning, like I do with my cellular phone, place a love note, or some flowers, or something for them to find to cheer them up on their way to work. 

· Portrait - Have their portrait painted from a photograph.

· Puppy love - Buy your mate a kitten or puppy. 

· Scissors - "You cut through all the problems when you're around" 

· Some Bubble Wrap - "Let me wrap you up and keep you from harm"

·  Surprise Gifts - Surprise your loved one with gifts of things they crave (chocolate, gourmet coffee, nuts, ice cream, etc) when they least expect it. 

· Teddy Bear Gift - Work a teddy bear into her gifts. Example: if you buy her a necklace, put it on a teddy bear, earings on the ears of the teddy bear, etc. 
· Teddy bears - give her a teddy bear that has your name on the bear's tag-spray it with your cologne so that it smells like you when you give it to her. 

· Thank You Note - Write your partner a thank you note thanking them for all the practical things they do to make your life better(laundry, respecting you, making great love,taking you to a movie, etc.) and tape it to the orange juice in the fridge or to the lightswitch. Use a thnak you note for added elegance. (Melissa) 

· The World - Give your loved one a globe and tell them you want to give them the world in their hands. 

· Travelling Diary - Buy a diary or notepad. Write instructions in the front of it for a traveling diary. Write that when a person finds it, they should write a short summary of what's going on at that time and for them to rehide it somewhere for someone else to find. Write the first entry and hide it somewhere like the clothes basket or bathroom closet. 

· Valentine's Gift - Place a photo of yourself or your child in a heart-shaped frame and place it, along with a valentine, in your loved one’s briefcase or purse. 

· Winner! - Buy scratch off lottery tickets until you come upon a winner, give it to them saying "I'm glad I picked a winner in you!" 

· Writing skills not needed - make a book, every page telling why you love them, stories you've shared, and future dreams together. Bind with satin ribbon.
· Your Song - With some typing paper, soak a piece in a tea bath to stain the paper. After staining and drying, burn the edges. With a calligraphy pen and some practice, write "your" song or a poem you wrote. Roll and tie with a ribbon.
