
With school starting, the summer golf tours for Kyle Hundley, Kelli Warner, and Lauren Scholl came to a close.  However, the season did not end exactly as each player had hoped.


Hundley’s final tournament was played at Middlesboro on July 23rd as part of the Pepsi Tour.  There he placed fourth with a score of 84.  His performance was not what he had hoped for, but he enjoyed his final tournament of the summer.


“There was real good competition,” he said.  “I was capable of winning but I didn’t play good.”


Warner and Scholl tended to have the same problems in both of their championship tournaments in the Generation Next Tour and Baker-Geary Tour.  Warner placed fourth in the Baker-Geary Championships with scores of 97 and 84. In the Baker-Geary tournament she had scores of 88 and 89.

The highlight of that tournament was on the second day when she was paired up with professional golfer Fuzzy Zoeller’s daughter.  She said that Zoeller walked the course with the pair, allowing her to spend time near him.


“It was pretty cool.  He was really nice,” Scholl commented about the experience.
