Antigone- presented by Derya Taskin

A. Context 

· This is a famous fictional play written by the great playwright, Sophocles in 441 B.C. The greatness of the story has survived over times and even now it is considered one of the greatest stories, telling fundamental things of life.

· The story draws different notions of tragedy. 

Greek tragedy based on the concept of Catharsis which is a way of dealing with bad or strong feelings and emotions, by expressing or experiencing them through writing, talking etc. Sophocles writes series based on fundamental terrible tragedies of human beings. 

B. Fact

· The son, Oedipus, married his own biological mother, without knowing the truth. The episode demonstrates that if you make a mistake, you and your family will suffer from the fault, and that the idea is the determinant of today’s idea of “Oedipus Complex” which explains an unconscious physiological attraction that a son or a daughter feels for an opposite sex of his or her parents. 

C. Essence of the case

Cleopatra- presented by Jennifer Taboada

A. Context and fact
· Cleopatra is one of the greatest female leaders of all times. Although she is often considered a myth, nonexistent, she existed. She was Greek, having a divine power given by God with perfect beauty. Event though she was a outsider in Egypt, the difficulty pushed her forward and made her make all effort to stay in power at all times and acquired things and skills needed. At the age of 18, she became a Queen of Egypt with her intelligence and understanding in languages, politics, geopolitics, the state of affairs in the East Mediterranean, and with her natural beauty, which seduced Antony, the ruler of Rome and made him follow her even in the war between Rome and Egypt.Again, she is a great leader who knows what to do for her country and people.
B. Lessons learned from the case

Saint Joan- presented by Christine Agnone

A. Context.

This is the play written by George Bernard Shaw who is a great English playwright, and the play is recognized as the best of his plays. He decided to write the life of Joan who died almost five centuries ago because the situation of Victorian society at that time was identical with the situation of Joan’s time. In the 15th century, the English occupied the French and the Church had an absolute power over people. Women were powerless and suffered from many inequalities existed in the men-dominated era. 

He wrote the play to stimulate women to stand up, by giving an example of the great female leader who lived in the equally difficult time.

B. Facts

This is a story of Joan who confronted with the power. She, without authority, education or power, convinced the authorities and stood up to protect her country with her passion, conviction and motivation. Even though the church hated her who dressed like a man taking control over the army, she never lost her faith, belief and what she dies for. She is called La Pucelle D’ Orlens (virgin of Orlens) because of her divine power and extra purity.

C. Lessons learned from the case study

· Importance of Church
