Rules and Regulations

Please review all rules and regulations prior to arriving for the Camporee.

Medical Forms

Each individual is required to complete a current Class 1 medical form in order to participate in the Camporee.  Use BSA or Scouts Canada forms as per your country of origin.  Blank forms may be obtained from the Scout Servicenter, 474 East Avenue, Rochester 14607, or on the web at www.otetiana.org/formslibrary.asp.  Forms must include actual dates of vaccination and be signed by the parent/guardian.  Please bring two (2) copies of the completed medical form.  One copy will be given to the 1st Aid Staff & the other is to be kept by the troop.   Photocopies are acceptable. 

Fuel Policy

For safety reasons, cans of liquid fuel, or “white gas” are prohibited on the grounds of the J. Warren Cutler Scout Reservation.  All stoves and/or lanterns must be filled with white gas, if applicable, prior to arriving at the camp.

Grease Trap Policy

For health and environmental reasons, patrols / troops are encouraged to construct and properly use a grease trap for wastewater.  Traps may be constructed by punching holes in the bottom of a small plastic bag and placing a generous amount of dead leaves and grass inside to trap the grease.  Grease traps should be disposed of properly at the conclusion of the Camporee.  Refer to the enclosed diagram.

Special Needs

Any Scouts or adults attending the Camporee who have special needs and require assistance should call the council office at 585 241 8537.  Adam Smith, D.E.

Parking

Limited parking space is available on the J. Warren Cutler Scout Reservation.  When at all possible, car-pooling is recommended.  Be prepared to park your vehicles in the “EAST” or “WEST” lot as assigned & CARRY ALL GEAR TO YOUR SUBCAMP. Please ensure all drivers know which parking lot to go to.  Look for the “E” or “W” sign

Registration

Upon arrival, proceed to the Maxion Lodge as noted on the enclosed map.  Materials needed for registration includes sign in Form #1 (Pink), Form #3 (Yellow), and a photocopy of your unit’s medical forms.  Complete the troop’s sections on Form #1 and #3 before going to registration.

Scoutmaster’s Checklist

· Inform Adam Smith (585-241-8537) of any individuals with special needs.

· Complete Class 1 medical forms for each youth and adult attending the Camporee.  Make photocopies to be handed in at the registration desk.

· Remit full payment — $10.00/person for weekend or $8.00/person for a day pass by Oct 10, 2003.   Pay for “extra” attendees at the Camporee as per the fee schedule of $12 per weekend person or $10 per day pass.

· Complete Form #1, accounting for all youth and adults attending the Camporee.  Upon arrival, bring this form to the registration in Maxion.

· Scoutmaster should complete Form #3 to be submitted to the Subcamp Chief on Friday night after registration. Complete the Quiz on the back of form #3 “pre-camporee” and you will receive a complimentary subcamp patch for each registering person from the registrar.

A Camporee schedule and map are included in this Leader’s Package.  Copies should be made for all patrols, adults and leaders.  Activities will begin on Friday night and will continue unannounced.
