Skills Award to patrols

CTC Principles:
1) Where physically possible, youth are to assume leadership roles.  Younger scouts are to be future leaders in training.  

2) Training program must be provided to ensure the youth have the opportunity to develop their leadership roles in a camporee structured environment, with support from trained adults when needed, if needed.

3) Adult’s program roles is in support of the youth.  I.e. to stand in the background and let the youth run the program.  Give way, give credit and give support to the youth.

4) Staff Recognition: Staff receives a Camporee Cap, a Staff Patch, a Years of Service pin, a Subcamp Patch and a Camporee Patch.  Each youth in a leadership role receives a Camporee Plaque at closing.  All this in included in the standard fee to attend the CTC.

5) Event are to be one or more of the following categories, fun, educational (designed to teach), teamwork (team building), craft of some kind that the scouts can take home with them.

6) Participant recognition is based on patrol and / or Troop awards.  For example, plaques are warded for, 

6.1) Top 3 troops in each subcamp – Campsite inspection

6.2) Top 5 patrols in each subcamp – Scores during events

6.3) Top 3 troops in each subcamp for combined Scores of events and inspection, but include adult participation with events bonus points, etc. 

6.4) Top patrols for Outdoor and Nature Skill events for best scores.  Qualifying events are listed on the event card.

6.5) Total plaques currently awarded – Over 100

7) Affordable souvenirs are to be provided for the scouts to purchase.  Promote patch trading by providing extra free patches where financially feasible.

8) The camporee is open to any scout troops registered in Canada and the US.  

9) The CTC principles are not to change regardless of sponsor.
