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Instructions:


The top picture is decent copy of the messages found in a Signal Corps M-210 Message Book. It should be yellow in color. If you want you can use a highlighter to color it or print it out on yellow paper. When cutting it out, save 1/4 inch of space on the left hand side. That way the staples don’t go through the message part.

The second picture is a decent one of the front cover. Print it out and cut around the box. I don’t have pigeon paper and I don’t know exactly what the sketch paper looks like. So, as of right now, just put 25 sheets of message paper in there. When stapling, line everything up, and use two staples (on top and bottom) on the left hand side. 






Brief Outline

The M-210 Message Book

The US Signal Corps and other branches and other allies used the M-210.

These were used to dispatch written communications and to log radio and phone calls. These were carried in a map case.

Each M-210 book should have: 

25 SHEETS OF MESSAGE FORMS IN TRIPLICATE

3 SETS IN DUPLICATE FOR PIGEON USE

25 SHEETS OF TRACING PAPER

A set of AUTHORIZED ABBREVIATIONS

A SET OF INSTRUCTIONS

The book measures 6" X 4". 

M-210-A Message Book


It is the same as the above, but minor changes in the outline of the message itself.

It dropped the phrases  “Authorized to be sent in clear”, and “Signature of Officer”.

It centered the phrase “Signature and Grade of Writer” on the last line.

It dropped the word “classification” and added in its place “__________”

It shifted the phrase “U.S. Government Printing Office” to the right hand side.

The M-210-B Message Book:


The same as the M-210-A Message book, but the cover had a 1:20,000 yd ratio and 1:50,000 yd ratio plus a 4in. ruler. The cover also dropped the identification numbers, normally found on the bottom left side of the M-210 and M-210-A books.
