	Teamwork
	Student worked cooperatively with his/her partner all of the time.

	Project is kept neat as possible with no more than four visible spots of glue or glued on paper or other scrap objects.
	Project is somewhat neat, with five to ten visible spots of glue or glued on paper or other scrap objects.

	Popsicle sticks all lay tightly together.
	Most of the Popsicle sticks lay tightly together.

	Structural Soundness
	The middle beam is perfectly square to the base.
	The middle beam is not perfectly square to the base, but within 3 degrees.

	Screws are screwed tightly enough to the base so that they keep the base stable.
	
	Screws are not screwed tightly to the base so that they keep the base stable.
	

	
	Base of the Trebuchet sits flush to the table or floor and does not wobble.
	Base of the Trebuchet almost sits flush to the table or floor and can be easily corrected if sanded
	Base of the Trebuchet doesn’t sit flush to the table or floor and cannot be easily corrected if sanded.

	Students threw objects from their Trebuchet only in the designated area.

	Students clearly followed procedure and their Trebuchet looks like the example shown in class.
