Case Study 2

Case History:

· Heart murmur requiring antibiotic premedication

· Nonsmoker

· Age 49

Hard Tissue:

· Carious lesions on teeth 1.4, 1.5

· Overhanging restorations on teeth 2.5, 2.6

· Discoloured composite resins on teeth 1.1 & 1.2

· Partial lower denture – 5 years old – requires adjustment – missing teeth 4.5, 3.4, 3.5

Soft Tissue:

· Pockets measure 4 mm throughout

· Slight horizontal bone loss in molar areas

· Marginal gingival redness, slight edema, interdental papilla slightly inflamed

· Mild bleeding on instrumentation

Classification:
· Scanty+ subgingival calculus

· Scanty+ supragingival plaque

· Supragingival calculus lingual & facial of mandibular anterior and maxillary molars

· Moderate staining (tea)

Oral Hygiene:

· Brushes twice a day

· Flosses 2-3 times a week
