Case Study 4

Ray Edwards is a 33 year old worker who presents to the clinic for an initial examination.  The following observations are made:

Health History:

· High blood pressure

· Today’s reading 140/90

· Takes nifedipine (Procardia) to control blood pressure

· Smokes ½ package of cigarettes a day

Intra-oral Observations:

· Generalized moderate subgingival deposits

· Pockets measure 4-5 mm (gingival pockets)

· Bleeding with instrumentation


Case Study 5

Fitz Simmons, a 52 year-old retired teacher presents to the clinic for an initial examination.  The following observations are made:

Health History:

· Suffers from depression – takes the anti-depressant Paxil (paroxetine)
Intra-oral Observations:

· Moderate periodontitis maxillary anteriors & mandibular molars

· Early periodontitis in other areas

· Early furcation involvement on buccal surfaces of teeth 4.6 & 3.7

· 1 mm recession labial maxillary anteriors

· generalized moderate subgingival calculus

· moderate generalized sub/supragingival plaque

Questions:

1. Devise appropriate treatments plans for both cases.  Assume appointments are 45 minutes in length.

2. Identify which instruments you would use for periodontal debridement for each case.

3. Research the medications to determine if there are any dental considerations to be considered.
