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Lichen Planus

· a benign, chronic diseased affecting the skin and oral mucosa

· maybe pre-cancerous

· broad age range

· increased prevalence in middle age

· women more than men

· skin and oral mucosal lesions

· buccal, mucosa, tongue, labial mucosa, floor of mouth, gingival

topical cortisone are a good anti-inflammatory

* Pemphigus Vulgaris

· a severe, progressive auto-immune disease that affects the skin and mucous membranes

· characterized by intraepithelial blister formation that results from breakdown of the cellular adhesion between epithelial cells

· auto-antibodies attack the epithelial cell attachment mechanism (p.131)

* Cicatrical Pemphigoid

· a.k.a. mucous membrane pamphigoid and benign mucous membrane pemphigoid

· a chronic autoimmune disease that affects the oral mucosa, conjunctiva, genital mucosa and skin

· not severe as pemphigoid vulgaris; lesions will heal with scarring

· lesions occur as a result of cleavage of the epithelium from the underlying CT in this area (p.133)

Developmental Abnormalitis (Anomalies)

· abnormalities resulting from disturbances of growth and development (cell division, multiplication, differentiation)

· a failure or disturbance that occurs during these processes may result in a lack, excess or deformity of a body part … jaws, teeth and ST

Definition

1. inherited disorder

· due to some abnormality in the genetic make-up that is transmitted from parent to offspring through egg or sperm

2. congenital disorder

· one that is present at birth and can be inherited and developmental

· is one of which is present at or before birth and not necessary inherited (transmitted and through the genes)

· in contrast, many hereditary conditions are apparent at birth, whereas others do not become evident for a number of years later

3. familial disorder

· affecting more numbers of a family that would be expected by chance

Is a birth defect due to a spontaneous genetic mutation or to some alteration in the environment?

Are several genes involved?

Etiological Factors

· lack of oxygen (hypoxia of tissues)

· bacteria (syphilis)

· virus (rubella)

· fever

· excessive fluoride

· local infection or trauma

· radiation 

· medications

· disease (diabetes)

· fibromatosis inherited hypertrophy of the gingival tissues to the extent that the teeth may be covered p. 317

· aglossia

· microglossia

· macroglossia

· ankylglossia

· cleft tongue

· fissured tongue

· lingual varices

6. size of teeth

· microdontia

· macrodontia

7. shape of teeth

· gemination

· a single tooth bud attempts to divide

· fusion

· 2 adjacent teeth fuse together when forming
· concrescence

· 2 teeth united together by cementum

· dilacerations

· curvature of a root(s)

· * talon cusp

· an accessory cusp located in the area of the cingulum of a maxillary of mandibular permanent incisor

· dens in dente

· dens invaginitis

· dens evagintis

· extra cusp; usually on mandibular bicuspid

8. number of teeth

· anodontia

· partial anodontia / hypodontia

· supernumerary teeth … mesiodens and distomolar

9. tooth structure

· enamel hypoplasia

· the incomplete of defective formation of enamel p.210

· amelogenesis imperfecta; dentinogenesis imperfecta

· enamel hypocalcification

· intrinsic staining

· odontodysplasia (ghost teeth)
10.tooth eruption

· * impacted
· teeth that cannot erupt into the oral cavity because of a physical obstruction

· * embedded
· premature eruption
· delayed eruption
· ankylosed deciduous teeth
