Oral Physiotherapy Needs
Arthritis

· Enlarged handles for toothbrushes/floss wands

· Oral irrigator for removal of loose soft deposits or for areas of food impactions

· OTC fluoride rinse for clients susceptible to enamel demineralization or caries

Blindness

· Don’t play with the dog
· Speak clearly and not too fast
· When giving OHI, place clients hand in your hand (inform your client first) and guide the tb/f. the client will learn by feel
· Have the client repeat the process on his or her own. Make the necessary corrections
· Have audio tapes on preventive dentistry available for clients
Deafness

· Use many visual aids to help with educating the client on gingivitis, perio condition, caries process, etc.
· Communicate to client through writing 
· Maintain eye contact with client when communicating with him/her-remove face mask, come can lip read
· Have pamphlets available for client
