Picasso Portrait

Introduce the students to the cubist portrait work of Pablo Picasso. Cubism is a style of art invented by Picasso his friend George Braque) that shows objects, people or landscapes in geometric shapes. Picasso also showed faces from several different views in his painting - front and side the same time.

On white paper, students should draw the shape of their head including the ears. (Hair can be added later). Next the students will need to draw another view of a head ON TOP of the existing drawing. Add minimal detail, eyes, nose, mouth (more detail will be added at the end of the project)

The students will use the white carbon paper to trace their detail on to colored paper. (Sandwich the carbon paper between the white drawing paper and the colored paper. Trace over the area on the white drawing paper that you want to be the color of the colored paper... lift away the white paper [with the drawing] and the carbon paper. Cut out the shape... repeat with the

remaining shapes.

Assemble the pieces of the portrait back together on a background paper (oak tag is strong enough).

Sharpie can be used to add detail to the features... eyelashes, nostrils, lip line.

Tempera paint can be added sparingly to the project to add more pattern to the background I shirt... Can also be used for the hair.
