Birds

Mute Swan
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· Can range from 125-155 cm in length.

· Have a 200-240 cm wingspan.

· Can be 1.2m or taller.

· Males can weigh approximately 27 pounds.

· Females can weigh approximately 25 pounds.(
Mute Swans commonly inhabit well-sheltered bays, open marshes, ponds and lakes.  They site huge territories that can range between 4-10 acres.  In the winter they do not mass-migrate, but they do sometimes gather in groups of 100.  Mute Swans can live up to 19 years in the wild, and 30-40 years in captivity.(
Blue Jays
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Blue Jays are found in the U.S. and southern Canada, east of the Rocky Mountains.  In the winter, Blue Jays that live in the north migrate south.  The Blue Jay is most widespread in deciduous forest, although it is also know to inhabit residential areas.

The Blue Jay is incredibly vocal.  Some of the sounds that it makes are growls, whispers, and chattering.  One of its’ most widely known sounds is the “jay-jay” call.  Blue Jays eat fruits, acorns, seeds, nuts, insects, mice and frogs.(
Flamingos
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The Greater Flamingo is the largest of the five species.  It stands 110-130cm high and weighs up to 3.5kg.  Its wingspan is 140-165cm.  Male Flamingos reach their full size in one and a half to two years.

The colour of the Flamingos’ feathers range from pale pink (the Chilean Flamingo), to crimson and vermilion (the Caribbean Flamingos).  The colours of the male and female feathers are the same, although the recently born chicks are grey or white.(
Hummingbirds
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Some of the most interesting things about hummingbirds are:

· They can fly up, down, forwards, backwards, sideways and stop in midair.

· They can beat their wings 60-200 times per second.

· They can fly up to 60 miles per hour.

· They live about 5-6 years.

· They are the smallest birds in the world.(
· There are 328 hummingbird species in the world, and most of them live in South America.  

· A hummingbird’s heart can beat 500-1200 times per minute.  

Some of the types of flowers that attract hummingbirds are: Cardinal flowers, Honeysuckles, Geraniums, Strawberry Madrone and Red Flowering Current.(
