First moonwalkers .
relive historic steps

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — The
first men from planet Earth to carry
their nation’s flag to another world re-
lived yesterday that moment 20 years ago
when they blasted off for the moon.

“Five ... four ... three...two ... one

. zero ... we have liftoff,” said the
recorded voice of a launch commentator
as Apollo 11 astronauts Neil Armstrong,
Edwin “Buzz” Aldrin and Michael Collins
listened to a tape of the final 3 minutes,
15 seconds of their countdown to launch.

The tape reached “liftoff” at 9:32 a.m.,
the precise time the three began their
historic mission on July 16, 1969.

Four days later Armstrong and Aldrin
cast off from the mother ship Columbia
flnd landed on the moon’s Séa of Tranquil-

20th century “as the time when the hu-
man species broke the bonds of gravity
that had heretofore bound them to this
planet.”

Hundreds of engineers and technicians
who helped launch Apollo 11 were in the
audience, and Armstrong acknowledged
them when he equated the moon trip to a
‘“summer vacation ... going to new
places, seeing new sights, taking lots of
pictures. Most of us earn our vacations by
something like 11 months of hard work,”
he said. “In our case, we got our vacation
because of nearly a decade of work by
hundreds of thousands of people in offices
and laboratories.” °

A Norwegian research vessel reported
that smoke was coming from the sub’s ob-
servation tower and a Soviet tugboat had
been dispatched to help the vessel, said a
Norwegian Defense Ministry spokesman.

The Norwegian state television station
NRK showed the submarine sailing under its
own power and reported no outward signs of
an accident. Soviet rescue officials said the
submarine was only engaged in an exercise,
according to NRK.

However, Norwegian Foreign Minister
Thorvald Stoltenberg said at a news confer-
ence: “We have heard nothing official to
indicate that this was an exercise. And exer-
cise or not, it would have made sense to
warn us.”

It was the third time in less than four
months that a Soviet nuclear-powered sub-
marine has been involved in an incident off
Norway’s coast.

Norwegian authorities said that as in the
previous cases, the Soviets did not alert
them yesterday.

The submarine was identified as an Alfa-
class submarine, which is powered by two
nuclear reactors and capable of carrying
Jpuclear-tipped torpedoes and anti-subma-
rine missiles.

The Norwegian government said last
week it was drafting a treaty that would
require the Soviet Union to inform Norway
of military accidents. The Soviets have simi-
lar agreements with the United States, Brit-
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
