27 FEBRUARY 29 SA
FYI: Neptune, the first planet discovered by
mathematical formula, will be visited in two years
by Voyager Il This planet lies 2.8 billion miles
from the sun and has a diameter of nearly 30,000
miles. There are two moons: Triton and Nereid

28 FEBRUARY 29 SA
FY1: In the early evening of just prior to dawn you
may be able to spot satellites in their orbits
around earth. This time of day makes it possible
1o see light reflecting off the rapidly moving crat.
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1 MARCH 29 5A
if you live in an area with anunobstructed view of
the western horizon, you may be able to see
Jupiter lying just above the western horizon 30
minutes after sunset. jupiter will be the brightest
obiject in that area of the sky.

2 MARCH 29 SA
One hour after the sun sets you wilt notice two
very bright stars nearly overhead and a little to
the south. These stars stand in an area by
themselves and are separated by the width of
wo fingers at arm's length. These stars are the
Gemini Twins, Castor and Pollux.

3 MARCH 29 SA
Three different meteorite types have been
determined to have originated from the planet
Mars. As a result of a collision with a large meteor
or comet, pieces of Mars were carried away from
the planet in high speed vapor jets. Since that
time these pieces have migrated across earth's
path and failen to earth in the form of meteorites.

4 MARCH 29 SA
Directly overhead and a little to the northwest is
the bright star Capella. This star will be in this
position at 7 p.m. local time. Capella s in the
constellation Auriga and lies at a distance of 46
light years. One light year equals 5.8 trillion
miles.

5 MARCH 29 SA
At 7:30 focal time, the bright star in the southern
sky is Sirius. This is the brightest star as seen
from earth (excluding the suni. This star is 87
light years from earth and lies in the constelfation
Canis Major ibig Dogs). One light year is 5.8
wrillion miles in length

6 MARCH 29 SA
Venus is the brightest object in the southeastern
sky [5 minutes before sunrise. Venus will remain
there until summer when it will move ahead in its
orbit and disappear behind the sun

7 MARCH 29 S5A
Directly above and not far away from the
brightest star in the sky is another bright star. The
second brightest in the southern sky this star is
named Procyon. Procyon is a fiear neighbor lying
just 11 light years from us

8 MARCH 29 SA
NASA is currently funding a half miflion dolars a
year SET.L (search for extraterrestrial
intelligencel program at Stanford University
According to Ivan Linscolt, senior researach
associate and S.ET. team leader for the project.
