______Slide total: 12 minimum-20 maximum

______Text:  Have variety of fonts, colors, must be neat and visible 

______Pictures:At least ½ of the PowerPoint slides must be covered in pictures or images

______Color: Backgrounds are different colors, interesting

______Presentation: Transitions, timings, flow, and effects

______References: 4 minimum, must come from at least 2 types of sources, references listed by type on reference slide at end of presentation

______Information: NO PARAGRAPHS, minimum word count 300-maximum 600, gives sufficient background information and provides quality examples

Guidelines and Helpful Hints

Slide amount

-Must have at least 12 slides minimum with 20 maximum

-Should complete around 2 slides per day

-Quality before quantity 

-Must have Title slide and Reference slide *Doesn’t count toward total amount*
 Text

-Use a variety of fonts and colors

-Make sure all fonts are visible

-Put textbox under pictures for explanation

Pictures

-Get lots of pictures, PowerPoint is for visuals and visual learning, Pictures really are worth a 1000 words

-Get a map of the area/place where it happens, both World and local map

-Make sure pictures are clear and in focus

-Get only relevant pictures

-Pictures must take up at least ½ of entire project.  Either do split slide with picture and text or just pictures slides

Presentation

-Change transitions for text and slides

-Make sure timings are set or manual settings

-Create a good flow, do not jump around

-Make sure you do a run through of presentation prior to presenting

Color

-Make sure every slide is colorful

-Use variety of colors, textures, etc.

References:

-Must list all information sources, even pictures

-4 minimum references

-Must have at lest 2 types of sources: Book, article/newspaper, Encyclopedia, and Internet

-If you copy information without citing reference or fail to list references YOU WILL FAIL!

Errors/Mistakes

-Use spell check, ½ pt. for each grammar error

-Major information errors will carry large point deductions from final grade

-Check information with several sources to see if they are the same

-Organize yourself

-Don’t waste time
