Criterions for MECS (Minimum Explorer Camp Standards)

If the following are not fully respected, the faulty Troop in question  will be disqualified from for the «Camp» Pennant and will have their chances severely diminished for the «Honour» Pennant.

· No nails or screws allowed

· A grill on top of your stove is allowed

· A wooden plank is allowed for the top of the table

· Pre-built seats for table  are not permitted (planks or supports)

· All types of rope is permitted

· Wood-Binding permitted

· No Toilettes

PATROL EQUIPMENT

REVISED OFFICIAL LIST: APRIL 15th 2001

· 6 staffs measuring at maximum 6' (183 cm) having a diameter sufficient enough to support a man  (they will be used for constructions during the games, amongst other things).These pieces of wood can not have chips on it.  The ends must be cut straight.

They must be simple pieces of wood having had no modifications at all. These staffs must be made of « natural » wood.  They can not be 2'X4's, nor any other pre-maid material.
· A maximum of 75' (2286 cm) of rope 

· 2 shovels

· 1 pad

· 1 small axes

· 1 compass

· 2  triangular bandages

· 10 ropes used to practice knots identified with a sticker (from 1 to 10)

· 1 «old-style» milk box identified with the name of the Patrol and Troop.

· A blanket for a stretcher

· 1 container which can be placed on a fire and having a volume between 750ml et 1000ml

· Knives(s)

- Human Chair: As explained in the previous Games Document, the guy sitting on the chair can not having any support (staff, rope, 3rd person, etc). The only part of the  guys which can touch the chair is their bum. Their hands can not touch the chair at any given time, not even to help themselves to get on the chair.  
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- Constructions :
according to the Games Document, there was 3 constructions to be made: a bridge, a mast, and a pair of skis. A fourth construction has now been added: there will be a chariot race. All of these constructions must be made with 75 feet of rope(this rope will be used four times). Patrols must arrive with pre-cut lengths which will not surpass 75’. These pieces will not be allowed to be cut again. 


This drawing represents the base model used for a chariot race. There are three pieces left of which you can do whatever you want with. A Patroller will be on the chariot while the rest of the Patrol will pull the chariot. 

Back Pack:  At all times during games, you are not allowed to have any back-pack with you. At most, you can bring a small belt pouch (banana style) in order to put your compass, crayons, papers etc.

The control of all equipment required by Patrol will take place on Friday night. Do not be surprised if the dimensions of the wood and ropes be measured attentively. If you do not pass this requirement stage you will have a couple of hours left to make some corrections and conform to them. If all fails you will not be allowed to participate.
