
NOTEBOOKS

The notebooks you hand in can be a composition or spiral notebook (at least a 70 page).  These are your “mini lab reports”.  

The outside or inside cover or the first page should have your name, the instructor’s name, and the class name and time.

The next page should be your table of contents.  It should consist the exercise title, and a page number (all of your pages should be numbered).

Each assignment beginning should have a title at the top.  Next, should be the purpose  (why are we doing this activity?).  Following the purpose should be materials.  List each item used for your experiment.  Then, list your procedures.  List every step done in your experiment (in past tense).  Your results also should be listed.  In some instances, I may ask you to provide drawings or pictures.  Each page should be numbered in the bottom right hand corner.  Each section: purpose, materials, procedure, and results should have their own heading

I will collect the notebooks at the beginning of class the day of the midterm (Feb. 25), and again the day of the final (Apr. 28).  I will give you a grade for each half and average them for your total grade.

This will be worth 20% of your grade.

The last notebook handed in should have a report on fruit fly population genetics, ecology of a rotting log, effects of temperature on ventilation of a goldfish, and owl pellet exam.  This doesn’t have to be in as much detail as your formal lab report, but everything should be mentioned.  

A drawing or labeled picture of the fetal pig systems should be included.  Digestive system, circulatory system, respiratory system, urinary system, and reproductive system for both male and female should be included. 

The nervous system should include a drawing or picture of spinal cord slide, multipolar neuron slide, and axon

The urinary system should have a drawing of the kidney slide.

The reproductive system should have a drawing of the Graafian follicle and testicle slide.

The respiratory system should have a drawing of the lung slide.

The circulatory system should have a drawing of the artery and vein.
