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Romans 10:9-10 (Amplified Bible)

9Because if you acknowledge and confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and in your heart believe (adhere to, trust in, and rely on the truth) that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. 10For with the heart a person believes (adheres to, trusts in, and relies on Christ) and so is justified (declared righteous, acceptable to God), and with the mouth he confesses (declares openly and speaks out freely his faith) and confirms [his] salvation.

Ephesians 2:8-9 (Amplified Bible)

8For it is by free grace (God's unmerited favor) that you are saved (delivered from judgment and made partakers of Christ's salvation) through [your] faith. And this [salvation] is not of yourselves [of your own doing, it came not through your own striving], but it is the gift of God; 9Not because of works [not the fulfillment of the Law's demands], lest any man should boast. [It is not the result of what anyone can possibly do, so no one can pride himself in it or take glory to himself.]

Luke 4:18-19 (Amplified Bible)

18The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon Me, because He has anointed Me [the Anointed One, the Messiah] to preach the good news (the Gospel) to the poor; He has sent Me to announce release to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to send forth as delivered those who are oppressed [who are downtrodden, bruised, crushed, and broken down by calamity], 19To proclaim the accepted and acceptable year of the Lord [the day when salvation and the free favors of God profusely abound.

Luke 9:23-24 (New Living Translation)

23Then he said to the crowd, "If any of you wants to be my follower, you must put aside your selfish ambition, shoulder your cross daily, and follow me. 24If you try to keep your life for yourself, you will lose it. But if you give up your life for me, you will find true life. 

Luke 14:26-27 (New Living Translation)

26"If you want to be my follower you must love me more than your own father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters--yes, more than your own life. Otherwise, you cannot be my disciple. 27And you cannot be my disciple if you do not carry your own cross and follow me.

Luke 10:2 (New International Version)

2He told them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field. 

Matthew 28:18-20 (New Living Translation)

18Jesus came and told his disciples, "I have been given complete authority in heaven and on earth. 19Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. 20Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age."

John 2:5 (New International Version)

5His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.”

2 Timothy 2:2 (Amplified Bible)

2And the [instructions] which you have heard from me along with many witnesses, transmit and entrust [as a deposit] to reliable and faithful men who will be competent and qualified to teach others also.

1 Peter 2:24 (New Living Translation)

24He personally carried away our sins in his own body on the cross so we can be dead to sin and live for what is right. You have been healed by his wounds! 

2 Corinthians 8:9 (Amplified Bible)

9For you are becoming progressively acquainted with and recognizing more strongly and clearly the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ (His kindness, His gracious generosity, His undeserved favor and spiritual blessing), [in] that though He was [so very] rich, yet for your sakes He became [so very] poor, in order that by His poverty you might become enriched (abundantly supplied).

2 Corinthians 9:8 (Amplified Bible)

8And God is able to make all grace (every favor and earthly blessing) come to you in abundance, so that you may always and under all circumstances and whatever the need be self-sufficient [possessing enough to require no aid or support and furnished in abundance for every good work and charitable donation].

Ephesians 3:20-21 (Amplified Bible)

20Now to Him Who, by (in consequence of) the [action of His] power that is at work within us, is able to [carry out His purpose and] do superabundantly, far over and above all that we [dare] ask or think [infinitely beyond our highest prayers, desires, thoughts, hopes, or dreams] -- 21To Him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations forever and ever. Amen (so be it).

Exodus 23:20-23 (New Living Translation) :
A Promise of the LORD’s Presence
   20"See, I am sending my angel before you to lead you safely to the land I have prepared for you. 21Pay attention to him, and obey all of his instructions. Do not rebel against him, for he will not forgive your sins. He is my representative--he bears my name. 22But if you are careful to obey him, following all my instructions, then I will be an enemy to your enemies, and I will oppose those who oppose you. 23For my angel will go before you and bring you into the land . . . so you may live there. And I will destroy them.

Deuteronomy 28:1-14 (New Living Translation) :
Blessings for Obedience
   1"If you fully obey the LORD your God by keeping all the commands I am giving you today, the LORD your God will exalt you above all the nations of the world. 2You will experience all these blessings if you obey the LORD your God: 

3 You will be blessed in your towns and in the country. 4 You will be blessed with many children and productive fields. You will be blessed with fertile herds and flocks. 5 You will be blessed with baskets overflowing with fruit, and with kneading bowls filled with bread. 6 You will be blessed wherever you go, both in coming and in going. 7"The LORD will conquer your enemies when they attack you. They will attack you from one direction, but they will scatter from you in seven! 8"The LORD will bless everything you do and will fill your storehouses with grain. Psalm 91 (New Living Translation)

  1   Those who live in the shelter of the Most High will find rest in the shadow of the Almighty. 

  2   This I declare of the LORD: He alone is my refuge, my place of safety; he is my God, and I am trusting him. 

  3   For he will rescue you from every trap and protect you from the fatal plague. 

  4   He will shield you with his wings. He will shelter you with his feathers. His faithful promises are your armor and protection. 

  5   Do not be afraid of the terrors of the night, nor fear the dangers of the day, 

  6   nor dread the plague that stalks in darkness, nor the disaster that strikes at midday. 

  7   Though a thousand fall at your side, though ten thousand are dying around you, these evils will not touch you.

14  The LORD says, "I will rescue those who love me. I will protect those who trust in my name. 

15  When they call on me, I will answer; I will be with them in trouble. I will rescue them and honor them. 

16  I will satisfy them with a long life and give them my salvation." 

Psalm 1:1-3 (Amplified Bible)

   1BLESSED (HAPPY, fortunate, prosperous, and enviable) is the man who walks and lives not in the counsel of the ungodly [following their advice, their plans and purposes], nor stands [submissive and inactive] in the path where sinners walk, nor sits down [to relax and rest] where the scornful [and the mockers] gather. 
    2But his delight and desire are in the law of the Lord, and on His law (the precepts, the instructions, the teachings of God) he habitually meditates (ponders and studies) by day and by night. 

    3And he shall be like a tree firmly planted [and tended] by the streams of water, ready to bring forth its fruit in its season; its leaf also shall not fade or wither; and everything he does shall prosper [and come to maturity].
