NAME: Kitsune Tetsuko

NAME MEANING: Tetsuko (her first name) means "child of peace."  She is in fact the child of peace as she will be the one carrying the crest of peace (passed on to her by her mother).  Kitsune, her father's last name, means "fox."

EYES: Tetsuko has big brown eyes with small green flecks.

HAIR: Tetsuko has elbow-length black hair with long bangs that come down just past her eyes and that she is constantly brushing aside.

PERSONNALITY:

Tetsuko is an extremely friendly person and easily makes friends wherever she goes.  She loves being around other people, and she always seems to have a smile on her face.  She also is a mature person for her age and takes the time to really get to know other people and understand them.  Out of her group of friends, she would be the one people go to for advice or someone to talk to about problems.  In general, she is a happy person and is passionate about all that she does.  She also loves helping other people and wants to become a doctor someday. While her brother Kazuo is somewhat of a dreamer, she is someone who wants everything to work out and everything to be realistic.  She tries to keep things sensible yet optimistic at the same time.  She's always thinking about plans to make things happen and work out, hoping to find some realistic plan that she knows will work out.  If one plan doesn't seem to work, she tries to find another.  She loves to think through problems and find some solution that she knows will theoretically work out.  Sometimes her constant realism can get in the way of her dreams, and she sometimes can lose hope if she can't find some pragmatic plan to do it.  Her brother's support has helped

Tetsuko and Kazuo have always been very close and were perhaps nearly inseparable when they were very young.  Growing up, they knew of the Digital World and digimon, but they never really understood why their parents loved it so much.  They've always found they could sense things about each other, such as each other's thoughts and feelings.  They could never actually read each other's mind, but they could sense things about each other.

DIGIMON

DESCRIPTION OF EACH FORM: 

BABY: Mashiromon: a little white blob with two big blue eyes and little mouth.

IN-TRAINING: Shironekomon: the tiny little white cat with big blue eyes that walks on all fours.

ROOKIE: Nekomon: Shironekomon grows a little in size and gains black stripes. She wears a silver collar around her neck.

CHAMPION: Kodoramon: a white tiger cub.  Generally walks on hind feet.  Kind of reminds you of a Gatomon, only without the big paws.  She has a silver collar around her neck.

ULTIMATE: Toramon: a bigger white tiger big who generally walks on hind legs.  Kind of like Renamon, only a white tiger instead.  She still wears the same silver collar around her neck.  She's about five feet tall.

SUPREME: MegaToramon: a bigger version of Toramon.  She is large enough to be able to carry Tetsuko.  She gains a helmet, coverings for her arms, legs and feet.  She also carries a large silver bow.  The silver collar becomes an armband on her right arm between the elbow and shoulder.  She gains a similar one around her left ankle.

UNLOCKED EVOLUTION: Toujinekomon: a human like digimon.  The head is covered with a helmet shaped like that of a white tiger's head with little ears sticking out of the top.  The helmet is a silver color with black stripes imitating that of a tiger's.  She has long black hair flowing out from under the helmet.  She wears a body suit that has the coloration of a white tiger, and the silver armband and anklet remain from MegaToramon.  She also uses the same silver bow from MegaToramon.

PERSONALITY 

Tetsuko's digimon is extremely loyal and refuses to ever leave Tetsuko's side in any form.  She is determined to make sure Tetsuko is never hurt by anyone, but she is not sure of what to do when someone hurts Tetsuko emotionally rather than physically.  She definitely is very outgoing, and in her lower levels she is very playful.

ATTACKS:

Baby are helpless and have no attacks. In-Training Digimon will not have any attack abilities either. Rookieâ€™s are permitted one. Champions are permitted two attacks. Ultimate are permitted two and Mega are permitted one.

Nekomon: Water Blast: a wet blast of energy.

Kodoramon: Ice Claw: she takes a big swipe at her enemy, releasing a freezing blast of energy

Freezing Stare: she focuses on a target, sending a blast of energy to 

freeze her target
Toramon: Flaming Ice: a blast of energy so cold it seems to burn

Ice Stars: she forms little star formations in her hands and then throws them at her target

MegaToramon: Ice Sniper: she uses her silver bow in this attack and shoots arrows that are made of ice.  Upon contact, they release energy into the target. 

Toujinekomon: Arrows of Peace: she uses the bow to shoot three arrows made of pure energy

WEAPON (optional) 

In her supreme and unlocked evolution stages, she uses a silver bow for her attacks.

ABILTIES:

From her ultimate level on, she is able to levitate (like in the Matrix - she can only hold the position for a little while).  She mainly levitates during her attack sequences and in defense.
