Maria Mies [1997] Came up with the following seven guidelines for feminist research.

1. Identify with the person being researched – Conscious Partiality.  Both the researcher and the researched are part of a social whole.

2. Research should serve the interests of those being dominated.  ‘View from below’.

3. Active Participation.  Women’s movements should be supported.

4. Change of the way things are.  Not just looking at housework but realising that female consciousness is much deeper.

5. Conscientisation. The people doing the research – females – become the subject of their own research.

6. Tell women’s history.  Study the history of women their struggles and dreams.  This will give women their collective consciousness.

7. Collectivise – women must share their research and realise a common collective experience so that diversified information about women can remove their structural isolation.
