This happened in March 2005.  I never studied sanskrit in my life other than pooja mantras which I have learnt through rote and have become part of my daily ritual I do not know its meaning either.  I was in an argument with a person who was rediculing Guru.  I was distressed and disturbed and that night when I went to bed I had a dream.  I was standing in a village, talking to a person about greatness of a guru.  I saw this person in Dhoti and white kurta and curly hair.  He walked up to me and said that person wants to talk to you. I knew this person was Guruji instinctively.  I said who and then He lifted his hand and pointed out to North.  I followed His hand and then saw this huge figure of Hanuman very big larger than life with arms on His hip and multicoloured as you would see in a film.  Hanuman started talking in a strange language.  I do not know how I understood what Hanuman was saying, but I knew that He was praising the greatness of Guru.  Then "guruji" the man in Dhoti and kurta asked me to write what Hanuman said in Sanskrit and they went away.

Next day I woke up and was restless.  I wanted to write but did not know how to write in Sanskrit.  I thought I would write down my understanding nd interpretation of what Hanuman said in English before I forget.  I spoke to Prasunna Bhabi - Raghu bhaiyyas wife she said Baba will show me the way to write in Sanskrit.  

Ramesh, my husband was in China on work, he called to talk and in the conversation he expressed the trauma he was going through in communicating with locals in China as they do not speak English.  He said he ended up buying a dictionary English to Chinese to communicate.  Bingo! I found my answer.  After my husband hung up, I immediately googled to find an English to Sanskrit dictionary.  I immediately set to translate the words from English to Sanskrit.  I completed the task, but was not happy as I was not sure if it was grammatically correct in Sanskrit.

I sent the completed poem to Raghunadha Reddy bhaiyya in Tirupathi to get it corrected by one of the professors in Sanskrit Vidhya Peet.  Raghubhaiyya later sent an email withou making any changes saying the professor said there was no need to make any changes to the poem.

I sent that poem to Guruji and later framed it and that framed poem is now on the chair I bought in 2006 for Guruji's intended visit to CAnberra which has His photo.  I placed it as an offering to Guruji in front of His picture which is in my pooja room.
