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British tourists who use their mobile phones on holiday could save money by visiting OFTEL's website (www.oftel.co.uk).

The telecomunications regulator has published simple advice for travellers that could cut their phone bills in half, such as checking if it is cheaper to make calls rather than receive them.

The Foreign Office's 'Know Before You Go' campaign (www.fco.gov.uk), which aims to help tourists better prepare for their trip abroad, backs up OFTEL's advice.

An OFTEL spokesman said consumers are often surprised by the size of their bill after a trip.

"It is easy for people to get caught out by higher charges. The most important thing to do is to check charges with your mobile operator before you travel," he said.
