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	Tinkerbell Dies in Hospital 
Visiting the hospital for injuries from a pillow-swatting incident last week, Tinkerbell, 22, choked to death at approximately 11:59 P.M. last night.

Her passing was painless, according to doctors.

It is unclear, said Chief Physician Dave Doob, how the young fairy’s breathing was so constricted that she could no longer breathe. 
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The scene outside of Tinkerbell’s hospital after news of her death spread.
However, Dr. Doob and his staff are not used to treating fairies, he said, and had a difficult time chopping the hospital food small that she was able to chew. Fairy dust also might have blocked her airways, he speculates.


	Chris, 22, Now Charged With Murder

After being called in on charges of battery, Chris faces new penalties with the death of Tinkerbell. 

“Chris’ actions led directly to the death of the good young fairy,” said lead prosecutor David M., “when he swatted her with a pillow last weekend.”

Thinking her a mosquito, Chris struck the fairy with his pillow, he said. 

“Chris was not completely awake,” said his lawyer Delcor, “and therefore cannot be tried for a capital offense.”

Chris, a part-time pastry chef from Phoenix, will be arraigned on Monday. He was taken into custody last Saturday night after calling police and medical personnel to the scene of the injury.
