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A corridor in the arena
The camera shows the GWF World Heavyweight Champion, Rage walking in through a side door, his shining belt over his shoulder.  A cheer can be heard from the crowd in the arena.


The Phoenix walks up to Rage, who stops and looks at him, eyebrows raised slightly.  Phoenix tells Rage that he is not booked tonight and so he need not come any further.

Rage says that he works for the company, so it is his choice to be at the arena.


Phoenix retorts by stating that he owns the company, so can tell Rage to do whatever he likes.


With a hand gesture, The Phoenix summons two security guards who then escort Rage out of the arena.
Chris MT5 vs M.D.K
Not a bad match.  Chris does his best to fight against M.D.K. but in the end, M.D.K. out-wrestles Chris and gains a pinfall.

Bob “The Wrigglefish” O’Malley vs John “The Killer” Murdwife
Phoenix comes out and tells the crowd that after what happened with Rick Ice last week, he wants to make everyone know what messing with him means.  With this, John Murdwife climbs into the ring.


Phoenix: “Ladies and gentlemen, one of the greatest wrestlers ever, and my own right hand man, John “The Killer” Murdwife.”


The scrawny little guy, O’Malley is waiting in the ring.  The bell rings and he runs at Murdwife.  Murdwife slams him then uses his superior size, talent, experience and strength to beat down the poor kid for five minutes while The Phoenix laughs from the entrance ramp and Bill Jones complains about how unfair and pointless it all is.

JoLL/Krillen/Brian Justin vs Inferno/Zero/Khaos
The match starts off slowly with tags and submissions and the pace slowly begins to build up.  JoLL eliminates Zero, and then shortly after, Inferno eliminates Krillen.


There is some good wrestling and some interesting spots then, Khaos eliminates JoLL.

Things are looking bad for BBJ; it’s 2v1, but he still puts on a good fight.  Khaos is down and BBJ hits an exhausted Inferno who then falls to the floor.  Khaos hits the KhaoKut and goes for the pin.  After two, the referee is pulled out of the ring.


The camera pans around to reveal The Phoenix.  He pulls his shirt off and gets into the ring with Khaos.  Khaos runs at Phoenix, but Phoenix counters and clotheslines Khaos.


Khaos is down.  Phoenix climbs to the tope rope, smiles then performs his finishing manoeuvre from his wrestling days, The Phoenix Splash.  Phoenix gets up after a moment of pain, holding his stomach.  He exits the ring and makes his way back up the ramp to the boos of the crowd.


BBJ crawls over and gets the 3 on Khaos.  Inferno jumps into the ring just too late to prevent the pinfall.  He and BBJ stare at each other for a moment then they go at it.

There is a lot of fighting around the ring until the ref is inadvertently knocked down.  BBJ uses the opportunity to grab a chair and hit Inferno several times.


Inferno is down and BBJ taunts to the booing crowd, which proves a mistake as he is hit in the back with a chair.  The camera pans out to see Rage on the end of it.


Rage pulls Inferno over BBJ.  The referee conveniently regains consciousness at that exact moment to count the 3.


The Phoenix who had run down to prevent the count, stands at ringside, too late.


He and Rage stare at each other and exchange inaudible words while Inferno’s music sounds around them.

The screen fades to black and the GWF logo appears.
