Thrashard Interview

Thrashard explains that he is annoyed by the way that Christopher James thinks that the world revolves around him.  He goes on to say that he has a lot of respect for the hardcore division, but he doesn’t see himself as a hardcore competitor, so he is pulling out of his match with CJ.
Announcer Bit

John Murdwife and Bill Jones reflect on the news that has just arrived and hype the events to come.

Christopher James vs Thunder vs MDK – GWF Hardcore Championship

This match isn’t as exciting as the first one.  There is a bit of brawling and chair bashing, but ultimately CJ comes out on top and pins both Thunder and MDK at the same time.

Winner:  Christopher James

CJ Interview

Christopher James arrives at the back where a GWF Interviewer attempts to get a quick word from the champion.  CJ starts on his usual angry stuff when he is attacked from behind by Thrashard.  They brawl around for a while, but CJ in his weakened and unprepared state is unable to defend himself adequately.  Thrashard leaves him lying on the floor, takes the Hardcore Belt and runs for it.

Arctic Ice vs Khaos – Chairs Allowed Match

Arctic Ice soon regrets his request for chairs in this match as he is promptly whooped around the ring with several of them.  He manages to come back once or twice, but is soon to beaten to continue.  Khaos pins him.

Winner:  Khaos

CJ Wants His Belt Back

CJ’s music hits and he comes to the ring.  He demands that Thrashard come out to the ring and give his belt back.  Thrashard appears on the big screen and tells CJ that he is holding his belt ransom.  The price:  a one on one NON-hardcore match.  Thrashard wants to see if CJ has what it takes to beat him the “old fashioned way”.  CJ begins to run to the back, but it’s no use as Thrashard jumps into a car and speeds away from the arena.

JoLL/Inferno/Rage Video

The video begins with the announcement of the Tournament To Glory, that the winner will get a shot at the World Title.  Then, various clips from the tournament are shown.  The friction between JoLL and Inferno is then illustrated with a series of clips, then how Rage was brought into the equation.  The video ends with brief clips  of all three men, then, the GWF World Heavyweight Championship.

JoLL vs Inferno vs Rage – GWF World Heavyweight Championship

The crowd are really active now.  This match has been brewing for weeks.  All three men go at each other to start with, it’s a scramble brawl.  Soon, though, the match gains a little more structure, with some one on ones, two on ones.  Each man is fighting his hardest, giving his best.  There are some great spots, the crowd reaction is massive.  Soon, Rage falls out of the competition somewhat and the match becomes mainly between JoLL and Inferno.  They fight fiercely, advantage goes back and forth.  JoLL throws a dazed Inferno out of the ring before Rage attemps to get back into the match, but JoLL is ready for him.  JoLL takes out Rage and pins him.
