Intro
The show opens with a shot of the thousands of screaming fans packed into Madison Square Garden and the commentators’ introduction to the show.

We then go to our first match.

JoLL and Krillen vs Khaos and Inferno

There is much anticipation from the crowd who are very involved in the match, but it soon becomes clear which team is going to win.  Inferno and Khaos dominate JoLL and Krillen for the better part of 15 minutes until Inferno gets the pin on Krillen after a crushing Burn-Out while Khaos takes care of JoLL with the KhaoKut on the outside.

Phoenix in the back
The Phoenix is sitting in a dressing room with Brian Justin.  The Phoenix tells Brian Justin that he is depending on him to bring the Championship back to a “worthy holder”.  Phoenix walks out of the door and in the corridor he bumps into Rage (getting a large cheer from the crowd).  Rage smiles antagonistically, Phoenix just grunts and they walk off in opposite directions.

Arctic Ice vs Crypt

Arctic Ice gets quite a response from the crowd, but Crypt, being new doesn’t get much.  There are some good spots from Ice which get good cheers from the crowd.  Crypt can’t really compete and is pinned within the first five minutes.

Revolution/New Way Video

A 2 minute video package is shown detailing the events of the feud between The Revolution and the new way.  It covers their first meeting, critical things that have been said, certain comments, the usual hype video.
The Revolution vs The New Way – GWF WORLD TAG TEAM CHAMPIONSHIPS

This is another match the crowd have been looking forward to.  It starts off with an explosion of energy from all participants.  There are good moves and good wrestling all through, particularly from Sampson and Kamran.  After about 25 minutes, the finish is in sight.  The ref is down and Korner grabs a chair from the outside.  He hits JAG right over the head with it several times, but the ref has seen it and disqualifies them.  Angered by this, Korner then turns his chair on the referee.  Korner has gone mad hitting anything he can see in his rage.


Then, The Phoenix’s music sounds he comes out onto the stage and proclaims that world famous statement, “YOU’RE FIRED!”  

Korner is understandably annoyed and begins to move towards The Phoenix, but before he can get there, he is detained by security guards.
Therefore, the tag team titles are now vacant.

Rage/BBJ Video

A video is shown detailing Rage and Buzzsaw’s history.  It covers the first night of the GWF, where Buzzsaw won the title, then how Rage got involved, their previous meetings both in and out of the ring.  It then goes on to show Rage’s win of the title and their meetings after that, all leading up to this night.

Rage vs “Buzzsaw” Brian Justin – GWF WORLD HEAVYWEIGHT CHAMPIONSHIP

The crowd have been gagging for this match, you could cut the atmosphere with a knife.  The participants begin and the boos and cheers are magnified from the very beginning.  There is superb wrestling from each opponent.  The Phoenix comes down to taunt Rage during the match, but Rage ignores him.  After a very entertaining 40 minutes, things look like they are going to close down quite soon, but it is impossible to tell who is going to come out on top.

Phoenix panics and decides to intervene while the referee is conveniently not conscious.  He grabs a chair and swings at Rage, but Rage somehow sees it or senses it and…WHAM!  BBJ gets it hard in the face.

He’s down

The ref is stirring

Phoenix can do nothing.

Rage covers BBJ

Rage’s music sounds and the crowd cheer.

Phoenix gets on the mic:

“You, you tricked me!  This isn’t my fault, it’s…it’s…well who can’t withstand a single chair shot?  I…I…yes, I am not at fault here.  Buzzsaw could not beat him, he is not worthy! There is only one man who is worthy to hold that title, I’ll have to take matters into my own hands.  Rage, you are hereby stripped of your title.”

The Phoenix whispers something into ring announcer Bobby Clearwater’s ear.  Then Clearwater exclaims:

“Here is your NEW GWF World Heavyweight Champion, The Phoenix!”

The crowd explode with fury and Rage does the same, but at that point, about 20 GWF security men flood the ring and drag Rage out of the building while The Phoenix’s music sounds, he raises the belt over his head and the screen fades to black.
