Hardcore Challenge

The Phoenix vs Rage – GWF World Heavyweight Championship

Rage enters first and the crowd go wild.  He looks focused.  The Phoenix enters second.  The crowd go wild with boos this time.  There is a bit of circling, staring to start with, to make the crowd sure of the enmity between the two.  Then, they launch into it.  At first, it is just a brawl, and a good one.  Then, it escalates into bringing powerful moves into it.  Phoenix was right, he could put up a fight, but as the fans knew, so could Rage.  They gave a great match with some great spots.  Then for the finish, The Phoenix had Rage on an announcer’s table outside.  He climbed the turnbuckle ready for his trademark splash.
