Earnings Preview: BP, Shell and Exxon
These announcements are a signal that across the industry, the era of record results is ending, the report stated. "We've left the peak earnings behind now, and it is going to be more challenging going forward," Fadel Gheit, an oil analyst at Oppenheimer & Co. who owns Chevron shares, told the LA Times.
Refining and marketing margins peaked around mid-May and then plummeted, as refiners bought oil at record-high prices, but could not pass on the cost because gasoline prices and demand fell, he said. The consumer is the reason?
It may be the first time in five years that major oil companies ExxonMobil Corp., Royal Dutch Shell Plc and BP Plc all see profit declines in their third quarter reports, as natural gas prices and earnings from making gasoline dropped.

ExxonMobil fell 8.3 percent and is estimated to report net income to $9.6 billion, Shell's profit, excluding special items, is expected to drop 21 percent for a net income of $5.58 billion and in addition, BP's earnings sliding to a net income of $4.41billion, according to Bloomberg News. 
Crying with buckets full of money all the way to the bank! 
AG: Report on gas, oil markets helpful to determine price fluctuations
Concord, N.H. --A new report examining gasoline and heating oil markets in New Hampshire will help state officials analyze what factors influences price changes, and in turn, help consumers, Attorney General Kelly Ayotte said Monday.

The report states, for example, that over 80 percent of the variation in prices of gasoline has been due to variations in the price of crude oil, Ayotte said. "In the past we have assumed that price fluctuations have been due to everything from seasonal usage changes to natural disasters such as the hurricanes of 2005," she said.

The report looks at the source of gasoline and heating oil supplies in New Hampshire, Massachusetts, Maine, Vermont and New York. It was commissioned by Ayotte and the other attorneys general of those states.

"The report will be a useful resource to those within our offices who investigate allegations of anticompetitive and unfair practices in this industry, and who review mergers and other transactions involving petroleum markets," Ayotte said. "We also believe that this report will be helpful to the Legislature and the governor, as it provides factual data that will be important in the formulation of policies relating to the market for gasoline and home heating oil in our state."

Specific findings and conclusions include:

· About 90 percent of the total consumption of petroleum products in the states studied is supplied by ships or barges.

· New Hampshire has seven petroleum product distribution terminals; New York has the most with 107. The ownership and market structure of these facilities is an important component of understanding wholesale gasoline markets; having access to them is necessary for any wholesaler wishing to import petroleum products in a particular area.
· Retail gasoline stations have different kinds of ownership structures, including stations owned and operated by the refiners; franchisees that operate a station leased from a refiner; and individual proprietors who buy wholesale gasoline from refiners and are often supplied by jobbers that maintain relationships with multiple distribution racks. Jobber-supplied retail gasoline stations are the most prevalent. These stations' share of retail volume ranges from just over 40 percent in New York to 97 percent in Vermont.

Consumer Group Blasts Chevron's New Ad Campaign 
Santa Monica, Calif. -- After the debut of Chevron's $15 million "Power of Human Energy" ad campaign -- which aims at engaging discussion on energy issues and launched on a two-and-a-half minute spot on CBS' 60 Minutes -- the Foundation for Taxpayer and Consumer Rights (FTCR) lambasted the company, calling its efforts a "gauzy, Hollywood-slick" way for a strategy to keep profits high while rejecting a commitment to the future of renewable energy, the organization stated.
"This ad gives short shrift to renewable fuels and belies previous Chevron statements that the development of ethanol is an immediate reason not to invest in its current oil refineries," Judy Dugan, research director of OilWatchdog.org, a FTCR project, said in a statement. "Chevron's ads make it appear vaguely committed to clean energy, while its corporate executives use biofuels as an excuse to curb refinery capacity. The company is also buying back $15 billion of its own stock this year, which boosts Chevron's stock value but does nothing to improve its current business or create a renewable future."
As CSNews Online reported yesterday, four advertisements will appear on television in the U.S. and regionally in Latin America, Europe, Africa, Asia and the Middle East, on channels such as CNNI, BBC and Discovery, Chevron stated. The campaign also includes print ads, online ads and special events. Global television advertisements -- "The Impossible," "New Frontiers" and "Renewable Energy" -- will appear in 1-minute and 30-second spots, the company stated. These ads will focus on the effect energy has on our lives and the commitment, ingenuity and responsibility Chevron practices to bring energy supplies to the market, according to the company.
"The energy industry is one of the most complex and vital industries in the world. Yet public opinion is most frequently shaped by the price at the pump," Chevron vice chairman Peter Robertson said in a company statement. "How we find, produce and use energy are critical issues of our time. We all need to participate in developing and shaping our energy future. Chevron takes on this challenge every day."
In its statement, the FTCR cited an Associated Press report, in which Robertson discussed ethanol and refinery increases. The FTCR quoted Robertson as telling the AP, "Why would I invest in a refinery when you're trying to make 20 percent of the gasoline supply ethanol?"
The FTCR also called the new campaign as a reversal from the company's "Real Issues" campaign that focused on regulation of oil companies, the organization stated.
"The 'Real Issues' ads were all too obviously aimed at intimidating any effort by lawmakers to rein in Chevron's federal corporate welfare payments or it’s gouging of consumers," said Dugan. "Chevron and the rest of Big Oil, having succeeded in gutting the federal energy bill of anything that might curb it’s profiteering, now aims to persuade consumers that it is a friendly corporate citizen. With gasoline hitting $3 again and no renewable alternatives at neighborhood Chevron pumps, motorists will have a hard time swallowing that."
In addition, the FTCR claimed that the new ad campaign is a repeat of its older "People Do" campaign. 
"That campaign also focused on friendly, helpful Chevron employees and their commitment to community and environment," said Dugan. "The campaign lasted for 20 years and was the very definition of greenwashing."
Uni-Mart Pays $2 Million to Settle Lawsuit 
State College, Pa. -- Uni-Mart, operator of 288 convenience stores and Choice Cigarette Discount Outlets headquartered here, will spend $2 million to settle a 10-month- long lawsuit between 172 owners in the state that operate Uni-Mart stores, and pay for other services and operating costs, the Citizen Voice reported.
The store owners sued the company for "extensive and ongoing wrongful conduct," which included the misrepresentation and omission of information that was provided in materials to solicit buyers for the stores, and as a result of the information, the owners were mislead about the operating costs and profitability, citing the lawsuit.
The $2 million will be split among owners of 67 stores, which will continue to do business with Uni-Mart. In addition, the settlement limits the company from selling gas to store owners for more than two cents more than the price at which it was purchased, the report stated.
According to the lawsuit, however, the information the owners received "contained serious omissions and representations" and in particular, Uni-Marts allegedly misled the owners about critical costs to operate the stores, misstating or neglecting to mention how much payroll, maintenance, taxes and insurance would be.
The company also is said to have overcharged the owners for gasoline, in violation of agreements, and the defendants even prohibited the owners from contacting personnel at stores they were considering purchasing, the suit stated.
Other terms of the settlement include:
-- Paying $250,000 to replace outdated cash registers;
-- Paying $2,500 to stores that chose to discontinue operations with an ATM company;
-- Reimburse the stores' rent when the replacement or maintenance on gasoline tanks disrupts the sale of fuel for more than five days; and 
-- An annual payment of $2,300 per store to retain services of a maintenance contractor.
ConocoPhillips, Archer Daniels Collaborate on Biofuel Development
Houston -- ConocoPhillips and Archer Daniels Midland Company (ADM) announced last week that they will be collaborating on the development of renewable transportation fuels from biomass. 

The alliance will research and seek to commercialize two components of a next-generation biofuel production process: The conversion of biomass from crops, wood or switchgrass into biocrude, a non-fossil substance that can be processed into fuel; and the refining of biocrude to produce transportation fuel. 

“ConocoPhillips believes that the development of next-generation biofuels is a critical step in the diversification of our nation’s energy sources,” Jim Mulva, chairman and CEO of ConocoPhillips, said in a statement. “We are hopeful that this collaboration will provide innovative technology toward the large-scale production of biofuels that can be moved efficiently and affordably through existing infrastructure.” 

Patricia Woertz, ADM chairman and CEO, added, “As we advance our global bioenergy interests, this alliance with ConocoPhillips represents an important next step. Innovative collaboration like this will identify and bring to market feasible, economic and sustainable next-generation biofuels.”

Ethanol distribution lags behind production
New York -- U.S. ethanol capacity is expected to reach about 12 billion gallons next year, while current demand is just less than seven billion gallons. Additionally, the price of ethanol has fallen by 30 percent over the past few months, while the price of corn has increased. Some ethanol companies are “under deathwatch” now, said Chris Groobey, partner at Baker & McKenzie.

U.S. ethanol production rose to 4.8 billion gallons last year, up from 1.7 billion gallons in 2001, according to the Renewable Fuels Association. The number of ethanol plants increased to 119, up from 56 in 2001. And there are 86 more plants under construction.

But the price of ethanol has dropped to about $1.50 a gallon, down from about $2.50 at the end of last year, according to the Oil Price Information Service. That is largely because too much ethanol is being produced. Part of the problem appears to be that oil companies aren’t able to blend ethanol into gasoline as quickly as ethanol is produced.
Financing for new ethanol plants is drying up in many areas, and plans to build are being delayed or canceled across the Midwest, as investors increasingly decide that only the most-efficient ethanol plants are worth their money.

“It’s probably going to get worse before it gets better,” said Brian Bolster, a vice president in the investment-banking division at Goldman Sachs Group Inc.
“What we saw in the last few years was a number of other lenders or potential investors who maybe got a little bit more enthused than we thought was warranted,” says Jack Cassidy, a vice president at rural lender CoBank.

Missouri Phone Scam Targets Gasoline Stations
ST. LOUIS – Business owners should be aware of a scam that is currently targeting Jefferson County, Missouri, gas stations.

The Jefferson County Sheriff's Office said the scam originates with someone calling the station claiming to be from its corporate office. The person calling claims a customer purchased some type of consumable goods, suffered food poisoning and is threatening a lawsuit, Suburban Journals reports. 

The caller gives the clerk a specified amount of money and a name of someone who will pick it up.

"They even call and ask for directions from St. Louis and tell them who to give the money to," Sgt. Gary Higginbotham said. "One caller even had the clerk pull the sandwiches from the shelves. It's pretty convincing."

"They'll call and tell them to check the pay spot machine because they claim it might be making duplicate pin numbers for phone cards," Higginbotham said. "They tell them to reboot the machine," he continued, noting that the caller always asks for an odd amount of money, usually a smaller amount.

"The guy calling gave the clerk an authorization number and a file number," Higginbotham said.

The caller often calls on weekends or in the evening when it's not likely the manager will be at the store. He also seems to have some idea of the inner workings of the business and sometimes knows the first names of the supervisors, deputies said.

Higginbotham said the scam also involves "defective" phone cards.
One Man’s Protest 

Against Big Oil’s Big Prices

It began almost two years ago when gasoline prices sky-rocketing to $3.00 a gallon and millions of over-wrought consumers moaning and groaning in despair.  As a 33-year-veteran of the gas station business in Monterey County, 65-year-old, Mehdi Shahbazi, who had seen it all before, decided to do something about it.

He placed two home-made signs outside the Shell station he operated in Marina, California, just north of Monterey, right off Highway One.  One sign read “Consumer pain is Big Oil’s unearned profit! To oppose it see cashier”. The other; “Big Oil is price gouging and profiteering!  To participate in the rollback see cashier”.

Puzzled customers wandering inside were greeted by a courteous, soft spoken Shahbazi who offered them coffee, conversation and stacks of written material leaflets, articles and government documents detailing the facts behind what he sees as Big Oil’s creation of an artificial ‘crisis’ and suggesting ways of fighting back. That's what Marina, California Shell retailer Mehdi Shahbazi thought. The franchisee went to court with Shell as early as September 2000, when he claimed that the oil company was conspiring against him and being discriminatory with its pricing practices. 

When the court found no evidence of this happening, Shahbazi unleashed a series of appeals and other suits, all of which were settled in Shell's favor. The oil company, tried to cease Shahbazi's store, citing he also failed to pay taxes on income earned at the station for years, which violated his lease. He also failed to pay court-ordered amounts to Shell and he violated several court orders. 

So in July, when the company tried to regain their store, Shahbazi went on a three-month hunger strike, claiming that Shell was taking his property away simply because he placed a sign in his store decrying "big oil's unearned profit." 

In August, the judge issued that Shell properly terminated the lease with Shahbazi, and ordered he be off the property by September. Since then, Shell has reclaimed the property granted to it by the court. 

Coal-to-fuel plants considered, but few want to be first in line

Developers of a coal-to-fuel plant in western North Dakota say more than a dozen similar plants are planned in the U.S. - though no one wants to be the first to build one.
"There is significant risk to being No. 1," said David Straley, a North American Coal Corp. spokesman. "In an ideal world, we would be the third or fourth to come online. But we will be the first, if we have to."
Dallas-based North American Coal, along with Headwaters Inc. of South Jordon, Utah, and Great River Energy, of Elk River, Minn., have formed American Lignite Energy LLC to oversee the proposed $4 billion project in western North Dakota.
A decision on whether to build the plant is still at least two years away, Straley said. The North Dakota Industrial Commission has committed up to $10 million in state aid from coal tax collections to help weigh the project's potential.
The plant would produce 460 million gallons of gasoline a year and generate electricity to power the plant and to sell to markets in Minnesota and Wisconsin. Company officials say it would create about 700 jobs in western North Dakota, with an average salary of about $70,000 a year.
If the plans move ahead, the plant could come on line in late 2013, company officials said.
Police Arrest Fuel Thieves in Florida

Polk County police in Florida have arrested a Winter Haven man they say stole gasoline from underground tanks at local
gas stations on a regular basis and resold it to associates at cheaper prices.

Acting on a tip from an unnamed source, police followed 70-year old Hobert Gibson and watched as he siphoned gasoline from a Circle K store in Lakeland and a Cumberland Farms store in Dade City, they said. 

Preliminary investigation shows that Gibson outfitted a box trailer stolen from Central Food Equipment on Reynolds Road in Lakeland, Fla., in 2005, with two tanks. Each tank had the capacity to hold 3,250 gallons of diesel and gasoline. 

He rigged a trapdoor in the bottom of the trailer, said authorities. He’d park the trailer over the top of the tanks at the gas stations and drop a pump hose into the tanks. Marine batteries were used to power fuel pumps in order to siphon the gas into his own tanks in the trailer, police said. 

Gibson then offloaded the stolen fuel into larger tanks at his business, Crews Towing, in Winter Haven. It’s believed he stole 3,000 to 10,000 gallons of fuel each week. Police are now trying to determine who bought the fuel.

Thieves from South Florida were caught trying to siphon more than 500 gallons of diesel fuel from tanks at a Mobil gas station at Goldenrod and Curry Ford roads in Orlando, according to the Orange County Sheriff's Office. It was elaborate in the sense it was a very purpose-built and stealthy vehicle and trailer," said sheriff's spokesman Jim Solomons. "They obviously could steal hundreds of gallons with little or no notice." 

Octavio Garcia and Jose Luis Guerra held three hidden fuel tanks with a combined capacity of more than 700 gallons, deputies said. A hole cut in the trailer floor permitted operators to park over the access covers to the massive underground fuel tanks at service stations.
in June 2005, a man in Cottondale, Alabama, was severely burned in an explosion while allegedly trying to siphon hundreds of gallons of fuel from a station.

Authorities also think that the thefts might be linked to an organized crime ring that is targeting stations.
Gasoline stations should call law enforcement officials if they feel they have been victimized.
