The wholesale price of gasoline is spiking up and down mostly up 10 to 15 cents a gallon within a 24 hours period.
The rise and fall of prices are in concert between the oil companies. The commodities

      Pat Moricca         exchange is a big reason for the increases along with news about the declining value of the US 

dollar, inventories, rumors, greed and manipulations in the gas and oil industry. The independent gasoline retailers are losing money every time prices increase because the credit card use by the consumer also increases and takes a big chunk of the profits. At 2 to 3% surcharge amounts to approximately 9 to 12 cents a gallon going to the credit card companies. 
An investigation by congress should look into the gas and oil industry corporations for outrageous high gasoline and diesel prices. The consumer has to conserve and alternative fuels be increased to become competitive with OPEC. There isn’t any competition at the wholesale level. The small retailers and the consumer are at the mercy of the oil companies and OPEC.
At the same time ExxonMobil Corp., Chevron Corp. and ConocoPhillips reported earnings of almost $10 million an hour in the fourth quarter of 2007. Crude reached a record $110.33 a barrel on March 13 and average retail gasoline prices have reached a new high of $3.27 per gallon. ExxonMobil net profit $11.7 billion in the fourth quarter of 2007, while Chevron was $4.88 billion, ConocoPhillips $4.37 billion, Shell $8.47 billion and BP $4.4 billion; an outrageous huge profit for 3 months. 
The EIA is forecasting that the monthly pump price will peak at $3.48 a gallon this spring on a national basis, though weekly gasoline costs are expected to top $4 in some regions of the country. In the EIA's latest weekly survey of service stations, gasoline was the most expensive on the West Coast. San Francisco had the highest city price. The Gulf Coast states had the cheapest regional price and Boston had the lowest city price.

3 U.S. refiners run at slowest rate since 2005 

New York - U.S. refiners have slowed fuel production to the lowest rate since they were battered by hurricanes in 2005 even as pump prices hit all-time highs, according to government data.

Experts said the drop-off in domestic output was due to thin profit margins in the refining industry amid high costs for crude, and could lead to an increase in gasoline prices to over $4 a gallon this summer driving season.

"Given the high price of crude and likely refiner efforts to increase their margins, the possibility exists for gasoline to suffer substantial increases," the Consumer Federation of America said in a report.

Refinery utilization rates fell last week by 1.6 percentage points to 82.2 percent of capacity, the lowest since Oct. 21, 2005, after hurricanes Katrina and Rita flooded several plants along the Gulf Coast, according to the U.S. Energy Information Administration.

"The main feature in the data from our vantage point was the 1.6 percentage point cut in (refinery) runs that appeared to be of the voluntary or discretionary variety due to poor margins," said energy analyst Jim Ritterbusch of Ritterbusch and Associates.

Valero Energy Corp, the nation's biggest oil refiner, said earlier this week that it had cut back production from its gasoline making units across the United States to 73 percent of capacity because of poor profit margins. The cutback in U.S. refinery activity contributed to a larger-than-expected decline in gasoline inventories. 

Is refinery drop-off in domestic output a manipulation to increase profits, or is it just creating market condition to favor the greed of the oil companies? With record profits year after year, the oil companies want to set a new record for 2008.
Credit-Card Calamity
Data skimming from personal plastic has consumers, retailers restless.
Atlanta -- Susceptibility to credit-card fraud has retailers and their customers scurrying for proactive measures necessary to insulate themselves from further exposure.   

While new technologies aimed at preventing fraud are starting to arrive on the market, it might take months even years for gasoline, convenience retailers to entirely ramp up on implementing the latest technologies, designed to ferret out credit and debit-card fraud.  

Retailers must be vigilant and implementing techniques for better preparedness to avoid fraud and closely examine fuel dispensers and pumps for tampering. Noticing duct tape and broken or hanging hardware is an indication that tampering might have occurred.

Groups that create security standards, such as PCI, are trying “to stay ahead of the game on the newer hacking techniques that the ‘fraudsters’ are coming up with. They continue to raise the bar on these standards,” Tim Weston, product manager for payment technologies at Dresser Wayne, told Daily News. “And for us, as equipment vendors, it’s important to build more and more secure products to defend against those newly defined attack methods.” 

Major credit-card associations have mandated that starting January 1, 2009, all new self-service gasoline pumps must have PCI-approved PIN-entry devices. Further, beginning July 1, 2010, all card transactions at pumps must be protected with advanced Triple DES encryption technology. 

If data is vulnerable while in transit, companies must encrypt information along every step of the transmission, experts believe. In practice, there are gaps in the encryption process often occurring with older POS hardware. 

Marathon's E-10 Stations

Marathon Oil Corporation to offer only ethanol blended gas at 16 Midwest terminals.
Findlay, Ohio -- Marathon Oil Corp. said that it will convert 100% of its gasoline to E-10 ethanol-blended fuel at 16 of its Midwest terminals beginning May 1, 2008. Unblended gasoline products will no longer be available at the following terminals: Indianapolis and Muncie, Ind.; Louisville, Ky.; Detroit, Romulus, Niles, Bay City, Flint, Lansing and Jackson, Mich.; Brecksville, Lima, Oregon, Lebanon and Cincinnati, Ohio; and Milwaukee.  

Mary Ellen Peters, Marathon's senior vice president of marketing, said, "Ethanol blended fuels help us meet the changing needs of our customers. It also supports our nation's renewable fuels goals, which were recently increased by the Energy Independence & Security Act of 2007 to nine billion gallons of renewable fuel in 2008 and 36 billion gallons by 2022." 

In response to this legislation and increasing customer demand for ethanol blended gasoline, the company expanded ethanol blending to more than 625 million gallons in 2007.
Ohio-based Marathon is a U.S.-based fully integrated international energy company, the fifth largest U.S. refiner with 1,016,000 barrels per day of crude processing capacity in its seven-refinery system.
Alternative Fuel Distributors Plans for 1,000 E85 Stations 
Wilmington, Del. -- Alternative Fuel Distributors Inc., an alternative fuel marketer and soon-to-be c-store operator based here, unveiled a three-year plan to construct and operate 1,000 convenience stores on the East Coast of the U.S. that will provide E-85 and other alternative fuels.
The development-stage company was created in June 2007 with the goal of developing, constructing, owning and operating convenience stores that offer only alternative fuels to consumers, the company said in a statement. 
Company-owned convenience stores will be branded Go Green Stations and the company estimates that the first 100 stores will be open by the first quarter of 2009 in Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Maryland and Delaware, the company stated.
In addition, Alternative Fuel Distributors will develop a wholesale distribution division with terminals in New Jersey, Pennsylvania and Maryland for its c-stores and wholesale customers located between Washington D.C. and New York. Its wholesale operation will supply alternative fuel products including E85, biodiesel, liquefied hydrogen and other mass consumption alternative fuels, the company stated.

Temperature Compensation
The “ambulance chasing” trial lawyers who are underwriting the temperature compensation lawsuit received an early victory. A federal judge in Kansas City refused to dismiss their class action lawsuit. Even though they could not produce any evidence to support their position, the judge decided that no defendant could prove they weren’t guilty. The case will 

now go to trial and there is a concern that some marketers named in the lawsuit may try and settle. 

Hopefully they won’t do that because it would be exactly what the trial lawyers want. There will be more on this issue in the future. “Guilty till proven innocent” 

BP to Sell 146 Sites as ampm Franchises 
Naperville, Ill. – BP's U.S. Convenience Retail unit is selling 146 retail sites throughout the Columbus, Cleveland and Pittsburgh metropolitan areas through NRC Realty Advisors LLC, the real estate firm stated. The move is continuing with the company's plan, announced in November 2007, to divest its retail assets and maintain one franchised brand -- ampm -- for its reOf the 146 sites, 121 are available for franchise with one as a debranded gasoline site. The sites will be re-imaged or developed as ampm franchise stores with BP-branded gasoline. In addition, the other 24 sites will be sold as BP dealer sites with fuel agreements only, and 12 sites will be sold with multiple offerings including commercial use.
"The ampm brand has a 30-year proven track record in some of the most competitive marketing areas in the U.S.," Fiona MacLeod, president of BP U.S. Convenience Retail, said in a statement. "Franchising under the ampm brand across the U.S. just makes sense." 
BP has approximately 700 company-owned and operated convenience stores, all of which will be sold over a two-year period, the company stated.

Oil Tops Inflation-Adjusted Record Set in 1980

Capping a relentless rise in recent years, oil prices hit a record high during the day on Monday 3-3-08, then pulled back to close below the record.

The day’s highest trading price, $103.95 a barrel the record set in April 1980 during the second oil shock. That price, $39.50 a barrel, equals $103.76 today, when adjusted for inflation. 

After hitting a record $105.97 in New York trading on Thursday March 6, crude oil pulled back to close at a record $105.47. The surge in energy prices is taking place as investors seek refuge in commodities to offset a slowing economy and a declining dollar. Analysts pointed out that financial institutions like pension funds and hedge funds are also buying oil and other commodities like gold as hedges against a rise in inflation.

That trend is expected to continue, especially after Ben S. Bernanke, the chairman of the Federal Reserve, signaled last week that he was ready to cut interest rates further to bolster economic growth, despite rising consumer prices.

With oil setting fresh records, many analysts expect gasoline to approach $4 a gallon on average this summer. Gasoline prices have been rising sharply in recent days to record levels. 

There is evidence that these high prices are finally causing consumers to cut consumption. 

According to the latest government figures, released Monday by the Energy Department, gasoline demand fell by 1 percent in December 2007 from the previous year. Oil demand was nearly flat last year as well. 

Gasoline accounts for about half of the total oil used in the United States, which consumes one in four barrels of oil produced worldwide each day. Most experts say the price of oil is not about to drop anytime soon. Saudi Arabia’s oil minister, Ali al-Naimi, said crude prices were unlikely to fall below $60 a barrel because the cost of developing new supplies, from sources like Canadian tar sands, is rising. Analyst estimates for where oil goes from here vary widely. Some predict an eventual decline to the $65 or $70 range as supplies continue to grow and demand falls. Others see prices rising as high as $120 as investment capital continues to flow into oil.
Some analysts expect oil producers to trim their production informally to avert an oil surplus. 

Consumers Pull Back on Gas Purchases
New York -- As crude-oil prices climb to historic highs, steep gasoline prices and the weak economy are beginning to curb Americans’ fuel consumption.
In the past weeks, the nation’s gasoline consumption has fallen by an average 1.1 percent from year-earlier levels.

That’s the most sustained drop in demand in at least 16 years, except for the declines that followed Hurricane Katrina in 2005, which temporarily knocked out a big chunk of the U.S. gasoline supply system.

This time, however, there is evidence that Americans are changing their driving habits and lifestyles in ways that could lead to a long-term slowdown in their gasoline consumption.

In a sign of the growing disconnect between demand and the market, prices at the pump are being driven higher by a powerful rally in crude oil.

As refiners pay more for the oil they use, gasoline prices have gained sharply in recent weeks according to the news source. 

If oil prices pull gasoline higher in the current economic climate, Americans are likely to pare back consumption even more, which should help at least damp the rise in prices.
Credit Card Legislation 
Washington -- House Judiciary Committee Chairman John Conyers (D-Mich.) and Rep. Chris Cannon (R-Utah) have introduced the Credit Card Fair Fee Act legislation (HR 5546) that for the first time deals with the interchange fee, which grew to $36 billion in 2006. We welcome this effort to stop the price-fixing practices of the credit-card industry and create a transparent market-based process. 

This legislation will bring competition to a severely broken system that unjustly inflates the cost of goods and services for all consumers. Virtually every developed economy in the world has found these fees abusive and illegal even at levels far lower than what Americans pay.

Transportation coast: Truckers Say Consumers Will Soon Feel the Pain at Retail Stores  

When Wayne Kimber fills up his 18-wheeler at the gas pump, it costs on average $800. That’ll last him about 1,200 miles.
The rising cost of diesel fuel affects the bottom line for local truckers like Kimber, and ultimately consumers’ pocketbooks. Diesel prices are $3.82 a gallon up $1.13 from last year, according to the U.S. Energy Department’s Energy Information Administration. Industry experts expect diesel to climb to $4 a gallon soon.
Trucking companies with semi fleets say the trucking industry has been in a recession for the past year due to increased fuel costs, a slowing economy and an unstable housing market. 
Truckers warn if there’s no fuel price relief soon, the high prices consumers have already seen at grocery stores and retail checkout counters will get worse.
It affects the most at the grocery store; every time you go to the meat counter, every time you go in a restaurant.   

Many truckers described their industry as a bellwether of the economy, the first to feel a recession or boom. Right now, it’s suffering.
The transportation industry has always been an indicator of the economy because we’re hauling all the goods. When the tonnage is down, the economy isn’t moving.
