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Credit Card Costs Are Destroying Gas Station Owners
[image: image24.emf]The way drivers feel about rising gas prices is the same way gas station owners feel about rising transaction fees they have to pay. Credit card interchange fees are destroying retail gasoline stations. Since 2000, 12 to 14 large companies operating convenience stores in Kentucky have gone bankrupt, and credit card fees are a big part of the reason. 

For every dollar spent on gasoline using a credit card, about 2 to 3 cents goes to the credit
      Pat Moricca       card company and at 3 to 4 dollars a gallon, 6 to 12 cents goes to the credit card companies
and more people are using credit cards, as well as debit cards, which also carry fees, to pay for gasoline.
Those fees are taking a big bite out of profits in an industry that thinks cents per gallon when it thinks about making money. It's one of the largest expenses besides payroll. If it doesn't change, people are going to wake up one day and their local gasoline station they're used to doing business with is out of business. Gasoline retailers paid credit card companies more than they make on a gallon of gasoline they sell and the consumer doesn't know anything about this. If credit card companies passed interchange fees directly to consumers that would make people think twice before they use their credit cards. A lot of stations are eating this money and not making any profit. We used to see a gas station on every corner and now we see a bank, drugstore and credit card fees are one of the main reason.

SUBJECT: State of Emergency

Late Monday May 12th Gov. Charlie Crist declared a state of emergency. That means a sixty-day length required for a “State of Emergency” Executive Order 08-83 beginning from May 12th, 2008. You will be under price gouging guidelines for the next sixty days until at least July 11th, 2008. 

As I have mentioned on many occasions it is absolutely imperative that you maintain accurate records and have them available to respond to inquiries that will no doubt be made in advance of possible subpoenas. Those records should extend back to 30 days prior to the original declaration. Comply with any requests you may receive.

The law requires you to maintain the same margin of profit for each grade of gasoline whether prices go up or down. The ‘State of Emergency’ will end on July 11th, 2008 unless the Governor extends the ‘State of Emergency’ with a new Executive Order.

If any of you who incurred the expense of complying with the generator law can not raise retail petroleum prices during state of emergency to aid in recovering that investment. That will get you charged with price gouging; so make sure every “i” is dotted and every “T” is crossed. Documentation of all your expenditures needs to be thorough. 

EIA: Average gasoline and diesel prices surge to new highs

The U.S. average retail price for regular gasoline jumped to yet another all-time high to 3.95 cents per gallon on May 29. This was the eight consecutive week in which the price rose. The two hardest hit areas were Chicago and New York's Long Island where prices averaged average of more than $4 a gallon for the first time and the greater Philadelphia market also has joined an unpopular but growing trend of $4 dollar a gallon of gas club, a reality likely to hit all states in the coming months. Pump prices in parts of California have been stuck above $4 a gallon for weeks, while prices in Alaska and Connecticut are averaging just above $4 a gallon.High prices and a slowing economy are leading consumers to significantly cut back on their driving, a core factor in the price of gasoline and the key role of market collusion. This would not be the first time nor the last that OPEC actions were meant to target price or price levels.
Catherine L. Rossi of AAA MidAtlantic told Phill.com. "some stations are charging more for credit card use; they're passing on the card-processing fees to drivers." 
ExxonMobil Rakes in Record $10.86 Billion 08 first Quarter Profits While Cheering OPEC's Readiness to Cut Production New York Times reported.

The American public have become the pawns of the international oil patch, most especially OPEC supply and demand, are no longer the sole price determinants even though that is what the oil industry want us to believe and reasons for the oil markets distortions rather than obfuscate the actual issues to the glee of oil industry flacks. 

Since late May 2004, the average retail price of gasoline in the U.S. has risen from $2.02 per gallon to $3.95 per gallon May 2008, an increase of nearly 87%. In the same period, Exxon's stock price has leapt from $42.60 a share to $92.68 a share late Thursday, an increase of almost 118%...  
Consumer demand down 

Consumer demand dropped for the first time in 17 years, ExxonMobil Corp. chief executive Rex Tillerson told NBC's "Today" program. "We're already seeing some demand slackening in gasoline demand in terms of miles driven," Tillerson said. "So I think we're very near, if we're not already at, the price where people clearly are altering their daily behavior."
The Lundberg survey said prices will rise as they do every year in the months of June, July and August. "We will be consuming all that domestic refiners can produce, and what we cannot (consume), we will be importing from other countries during summer demand."
Tillerson told NBC news that it's plausible that prices could drop if consumption rates are significantly decreased. "It could be gradual, it could be very dramatic. And if you look back in the past history when we've had rapid run-ups in prices like we've had, oftentimes the corrections are fairly dramatic."

ExxonMobil 1Q profit up 17 pct
According to ExxonMobil's report, net income is at a near record high of $10.89 billion, which is an increase of 17 percent from the first quarter of 2007. Revenue rose to $116.8 billion from $87.2 billion a year earlier, according to the article. But despite record-high oil prices, the world's biggest publicly traded oil company's profit was not as high as analysts expected. As in the past, the extraordinary results from ExxonMobil prompted critics to insist the company and other major oil producers were profiting at the expense of frustrated consumers, who are paying more than ever to drive. Don't expect motorists to sympathize ExxonMobil, gasoline prices didn't do them any favors in the first quarter.

Chevron's 08 1Q profit of $5.17B marks Big Oil's latest gusher

Astounding profits in the oil industry are becoming as routine as the anguished looks of motorists filling up their gas tanks.

Chevron Corp. put yet another exclamation point on the oil patch's long run of prosperity Friday with a first-quarter profit of $5.17 billion. That was up 10 percent from net income of $4.72 billion last year.
Valero to Purchase 72 Albertson's Sites 
San Antonio -- Valero signed an agreement yesterday to purchase 72 convenience stores and fueling kiosks from supermarket operator Albertson's LLC, which will expand Valero's company-owned retail presence in Texas, Colorado, Arizona and Louisiana, Valero stated.
"These are all relatively new sites in areas where Valero has operations. They fit in well with our core retail operations and expand in some markets where we have a presence," Valero spokesman Bill Day said. "We identified the potentials at each site to increase merchandise sales through proprietary brands."
Once the deal is completed, Valero will reimage the sites to the Corner Store brand, and the sites' unbranded fuel will convert to Valero-branded. Depending on location and marketplace, stores will see the addition of the company's proprietary offerings, Day added.
Valero currently operates approximately 950 company-owned Corner Store locations in the states included in this purchase. The newly acquired sites will also be company-owned and are concentrated in the Dallas/Ft. Worth, greater Denver, Baton Rouge/Lafayette and Phoenix markets, the company stated.
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States On Board for Gas Tax Holiday 
Washington -- Legislators from Florida, Missouri, New York, North Carolina and Indiana are answering the call of their constituents by pushing forth with various plans aimed at cutting gas taxes this summer, The New York Times reported.
"It's about trying to serve the people and trying to understand and have caring, compassionate hearts for what they're dealing with at the kitchen table," Governor Charlie Crist of Florida told Times. Crist, proposed an initiative that would cut 10 cents from the state's gasoline tax for two weeks in July. "I'm supposed to respond to the people and try to make them happy."
Price fluctuations at bordering states have many consumers scratching their heads as they search for the best bargain. The Times reported that a visit to two gas stations in southern Alabama found at least half the cars were from Florida, where gas taxes are 13 cents higher. A similar scene was realized in Yuma, Ariz., where California drivers flocked for gas which is 70 cents cheaper per gallon.

Rebecca Laster, a mother of four from Campbellton, Fla., which borders Alabama, told the paper that she has been cutting corners to save gas including waiting around at her children's school opposed to making two trips to drop them off and pick them up.
By contrast, the New York plan, would suspend three state gas taxes, amounting to about 32 cents per gallon, from Memorial Day to Labor Day, the paper reported.

Oil Refiners See Profits Sink as Consumption Falls

While drivers are facing sticker shock at the pump these days, here is a bigger shock: high prices are putting a strain on oil refiners.

After last year’s stellar profits, American refiners are going through a traumatic period, in a time of record gasoline prices.

Experts say the refiners are caught in a double bind. The price of their raw material, oil, is rising because of strong global demand. At the same time, consumption of gasoline in the United States is falling as a result of slower economic growth and consumer efforts to conserve.

Oil prices doubled in the past year, while wholesale gasoline prices rose a mere 39 percent. Global oil prices were tightly coupled to the ups and downs of the American economy. But in recent years, world oil prices have been pulled upward by heavy demand for diesel fuel from developing countries like China. American economic growth weakened in the last few months, but that has mattered little in the upward march of oil prices.

In its latest monthly report, the International Energy Agency, an adviser to industrialized countries, reduced its forecast for global oil demand for this year, as consumption drops by a bigger-than-forecast 300,000 barrels a day in the developed world. 

In the United States, there is no longer much doubt that consumers are responding to higher fuel costs by driving less. Oil consumption fell by 3.3 percent in March, compared with March of last year. 

But even as gasoline demand softens, the price keeps rising, driven by higher oil prices. The rising oil prices have led to a sharp drop in refining profit margins, or the difference between the cost of oil and the cost of gasoline. In response to falling gasoline demand and rising costs, refiners have cut their production rates. Refining utilization rates, for example, slumped to a low of 81.4 percent in the second week of April, compared with 90.4 percent at the same time last year. Earlier this month, refineries were running at 85 percent of their capacity. Some consumer advocates say they are deeply suspicious about the behavior of refiners who are sharply cutting production at a time of record gasoline prices. Large integrated companies, like ExxonMobil, reported big profits in the first quarter.

Mark Cooper, director of research at the Consumer Federation of America, said mergers in the 1990s had cut the number of refiners in the country and contributed to reduced competition in the refining market. “We let them accumulate market power through the wave of mergers, and we’ve been paying the price in the last five years,” he said. “If there is a small number of a player in the market, they learn from each other’s behavior.” 

The demand for diesel has been one of the main drivers of oil demand in recent years. Diesel and other so-called middle distillates are used as transportation, power generation and industrial fuels. Mergers created partners out of competitors!
100th Ethanol Fueling Station Unveiled in Wisconsin 
Johnson Creek, Wis. -- Motorists with E85-compatible vehicles lined up 20 cars deep at Kwik Trip pumps Monday afternoon as state officials provided visitors to the station with information on the corn-based fuel while monitoring a fuel-giveaway campaign.
The two-hour educational event coincides with "Clean Air Month," the 100th anniversary of the American Lung Association, and the creation of the 100th E85 fueling station in the state. The first 100 Flex Fuel Vehicle owners who purchased 10 gallons or more of E85 as part of the six events received a $20 fuel card toward their next fill up. Within minutes of the event kicking off more that 17 cars were in line, reported the Watertown Daily Times.
"We didn't know what to expect today in terms of turnout and we are very happy with the way things are going" Johnson Creek Kwik Trip Store Manager Kelly Agritz said. 
Among those on hand were representatives of the Wisconsin Corn Growers Association, Alice in Dairyland Jill Makovec, and Director of the Wisconsin Office of Energy Independence Judy Ziewacz, who noted that E85 was 86 cents less expensive than conventional gasoline.

White House to Cap Oil Reserve 

Santa Monica, Calif., The Energy Department's announcement that it will cap taxpayer-funded additions to the federal Strategic Oil Reserve is a small first step, and a late one, said Consumer Watchdog. Even so, it is a symbolic move that could drop gasoline prices by several cents this summer. 

President Bush, in an abrupt about-face, was forced to act by Congressional votes to cap purchases for the reserve, and by oil prices that leaped today above $127 a barrel. 

Even with this first step, motorists nationwide are likely headed toward $4.00 a gallon gasoline nationwide this summer, said Consumer Watchdog. If refineries continue on a path of cutting back production to increase gasoline prices, any effect from capping the reserve would be canceled out at the pump. 

"Both parties in Congress were forced to hear drivers' anger at both unaffordable pump prices and the 'oil tax' that consumers are paying on everything from groceries to air travel," said Judy Dugan, research director of Consumer Watchdog. "Now Congress has forced the White House to listen, too. Capping the reserve will signal at least awareness of the magnitude of the economic problems caused by oil and fuel prices." 

Oil prices: Wall Street's game

Big fund money is flowing into oil markets sending prices to levels never seen before. Is it profiteering or an essential way to ensure supply? 

New York (CNNMoney.com) -- There's no question about it, a new breed of speculator is pouring money into the oil market and helping drive prices to record levels. What's less certain is if this new money is essential to a healthy market. 

Many blame record prices on Wall Street investors new to the oil market, saying they're bidding up gas prices to artificially high levels - and soaking drivers. 

As oil nears $130 a barrel, some say $10 to $70 of that price is due to Wall Street speculation.

What’s to be done?

Members of Congress, their ears bent by angry motorists paying nearly $4 a gallon for gas, are considering increasing the amount of money investors have to put up front in order to buy oil futures.

Others say big-fund money is making it harder for traditional oil speculators to do their job. This camp says big funds distort traditional models used to predict prices and think $130 oil is a bubble ready to pop.

Some say this may work, as a lot of the investor interest in commodities is due to the fact that they can essentially gamble with a million dollars worth of oil by putting up $100,000 or less of their own money. In the stock market, they'd need to put up $500,000.

But others say increasing these requirements - known as margin requirements - would merely drive oil trading into less regulated markets where information would be even harder to track.

The motorist organization AAA doesn't have an opinion on what Congress should do. But like many American drivers, they've certainly noticed that oil prices have shot up $50 a barrel since August at the same time that the stock market tanked, while the supply and demand picture for oil remained little changed.

"After Israel invaded Lebanon, Hurricane Katrina, 9/11, all of these situations, we haven't seen prices rise to these levels," said AAA spokesman Geoff Sundstrom. "We have to wonder if the foundation behind these very high prices is nothing more than speculation."

Had they know how to identify the signs of a stroke, perhaps she would be with us today? Some don’t die….they end up helpless, hopeless condition instead.
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It only takes a minute to read this…

A neurologist says that if he can get to a stroke victim within 3 hours he can totally reverse the effects of a stroke…totally. He said the trick was getting a stroke recognized, diagnosed and the getting the patient medically cared for within 3 hours, which is tough. 

Recognizing A Stroke
Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are difficult to identify. Unfortunately, the lack of awareness spells disaster. The stroke victim may suffer severe brain damage when people nearby fail to recognize the symptoms of a stroke.
Now doctors say a bystander can recognize by asking three simple questions;

Just remember the “3” steps, S.T.R.

S * Ask the individual to smile.
T * Ask the person to TALK and SPEAK a simple sentence (Coherently) (i.e. It is sunny out today)

R * Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS.

If he or she has any trouble with ANY ONE of these, call 911 immediately and describe the symptoms to the dispatcher.

New Sign of a stroke – Stick out Your Tongue 

Ask the person to ‘stick’ out his or her tongue. If the tongue is ‘crooked’ if it goes to one side or the other, that is also an indication of a stroke.

· Never give out personal identification information to anyone who is soliciting money or who is claiming to represent the IRS without the appropriate credentials.
· Do not respond to e-mails asking for information relating to refunds or the economic stimulus refund. The IRS's website is the legitimate source for checking on refund status.
