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Blast Fails To Put Oil On Boil

London - The oil bulls are in trouble if a major pipeline explosion no longer causes crude prices to skyrocket.

Reports that a sabotaged section of a major pipeline in Turkey could take "weeks" to repair failed to make much headway with oil markets more focused on the weakening global economy. 

"Both geopolitical events and supply-related disruptions seem to have lost their grip on the markets," said MF Global analyst Edward Meir, "and are unable to break the downward price spiral we are trapped in."

     Pat Moricca         I think the consumer has finally made an impact on gasoline prices. In May and June 2008, the motoring public drove approximately 22.8 billion miles less than in May and June of 2007. This is one of the biggest reasons in the downward price spiral. A lot of the same events that caused crude oil and gasoline prices to spike are not happing now.  
The Oil Companies will use any excuse to spike prices (rumors, middle eastern problems, innuendoes, weather, negative related news etc.  
Oil Speculators— When the United States House and Senate return to work after Labor Day, the bills that would help stop unchecked speculation in oil trading will be brought up again. The House will take up HR6604 and those members who opposed it prior to the break need to be contacted and urged to support the bill. The Senate version was S3268 and it was supported by Senator Nelson but opposed by Senator Martinez. In a related story, last Thursday Goldman Sachs (one of the biggest traders) predicated that crude would go to $149.00 a barrel. How’s that for a blatant attempt at market manipulation. To provide more fuel for our argument is the update from the Commodities and Futures Trading Commission (CFTC), who revised their oil market figures and has determined that 81% of the market is now made up of pure speculators.
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ExxonMobil has biggest profit ever at $11.68B

Houston - Lifted by record crude prices, ExxonMobil says its second-quarter earnings rose nearly 14 percent to $11.68 billion, the biggest quarterly profit ever by any U.S. corporation.

The world's largest publicly traded oil company said record net income for the April-June period up from $10.26 billion a year ago. Revenue rose 40 percent to $138.1 billion from $98.4 billion in the year-earlier quarter.
For the first six months of 2008, ExxonMobil record net profits were $22.57 billion on revenues of $249.9 billion. New record profits are set; month after month, quarter after quarter, year after year! These CEO’s of the oil companies have the audacity to say in concert that it’s not their fault for high gasoline prices and keep lining their pockets with outrageous bonuses.

Shell profits gush on record high oil prices

London (AFP) — Anglo-Dutch energy giant Royal Dutch Shell said that high oil prices helped push its net profit up by a third to 11.556 billion dollars in the second quarter.

Europe's biggest oil company said its income jumped by 55 percent to 131.419 billion dollars during the second quarter.
For the first six months of 2008, Shell record profit were $20.636 billion on revenues of 220.619.

Chevron Touts 11 Percent Income Increase 
San Ramon, Calif. -- Chevron Corp. released its second quarter report underscoring a net income of $6 billion, compared to the same period last year when the company reported $5.4 billion.

Sales and other operating revenues were $81 billion, compared with $54 billion this time last year. For the first six months of 2008 Chevron’s net profits were $10.88 billion on revenues of $146 billion. 

Chevron Profits: Drill Less, Profit More

Santa Monica, CA -- Chevron Corp. reaped another record quarterly profit of $6 billion dollars, despite producing less oil than projected. The results illustrate an industry with plenty of resources to produce more oil in the U.S, but slow to spend the money to develop them, said Consumer Watchdog.
“These economic choices show the pointlessness of President Bush’s demand that currently off-limits coastal areas be handed on a platter to oil companies, while known large discoveries in the Gulf of Mexico go undrilled,” said Dugan. Chevron alone has four large areas being developed in the Gulf of Mexico, two of which leases named Blind Faith and Tahiti are projected to produce oil by the end of 2009. Two others, known as Jack and St. Malo, are years behind schedule put off because of cost and the lack of drilling rigs, according to a recent Bloomberg report. The fields are each likely to produce at least several hundred millions of barrels of oil.
“Chevron’s laggard production of U.S.-based oil shows a company intent on assuring the highest profit from top-quality Nigerian oil, while costlier U.S. production takes a back seat,” said Dugan. “Later, when Chevron’s new Nigerian production is hampered by political violence, it’ll be another excuse for traders to jack up the price of crude oil.”
Chevron, like all the other major oil companies, also continued buying back its own stock rather than putting the money into producing new oil. The stock buybacks in this and the two previous quarters totaled more than $6 billion. 
“In a normal market, with prices for a product rising like they have for oil, manufacturers in competitive markets would be spending like crazy to make more of it,” said Dugan. “Yet oil companies are able to sit back and make more money by selling less. Even if both U.S. coasts and the Alaska wilderness preserve were handed to them, they’d demand more tax breaks before hiring the first drilling rig.”
Non-Ethanol Gasoline—Marathon Petroleum made a business decision to make non-ethanol blended gasoline available at Tampa and Port Everglades. It will be a 91 octane “recreational” gasoline that will serve a need at marinas and for small aircraft and other types of internal combustion engines.

Greed for pennies

Just when you think big oil companies like ExxonMobil might be content with tens of billions of yearly profits, they surprise you by grasping for pennies. This time it's not just the driver at the pump being squeezed, but corner gas station owners and gasoline wholesalers. Exxon is running the stations out of business, and refineries are cutting out wholesalers from blending ethanol into gasoline, now that ethanol is cheaper.
Exxon is selling off its 820 company-owned stations and 1,400 stations run by independent dealers on company-owned land. It's the end of the independent corner gas station, because Exxon will sell the stations to only to its big distributors. Translation: no more independent corner gas stations, owned by people who might complain publicly about their rapacious landlords squeezing them out of business. From the Washington Post story: 

"Consumers aren't likely to notice any outward difference in the stations, and about 9,200 other ExxonMobil stations will not be affected. Those stations are owned and operated by distributors, who deliver fuel and often own several stations. 

"But it will mean the end of small independent gasoline station operators such as Sohaila Rezazadeh, who owns an Exxon franchise but pays rent to Exxon, which owns the land. Rezazadeh, who has complained about rising rent and tight profit margins, has not been able to afford new gasoline supplies for the past week. After 12 years as an Exxon dealer, she is closing her doors." 

The sales will also likely tighten Exxon's contracts with the distributors, making it tougher to sell to independent stations.
Shell and BP have already sold most of their so-called "direct retail" stations, and Conoco is already in the process, according to the industry newsletter Oil Express (subscription only). So much for the friendly local station owner.

Exxon Brand to Exit Washington and Oregon 
Irving, Texas – ExxonMobil Oil Company will officially withdraw the Exxon brand from western Washington State and all of Oregon.
While a specific reason was not given for the deal, company spokeswoman Beth Snyder said the company "continually assesses the market to determine the most efficient business strategies." Snyder did not attend the meeting, but explained that it was well-received. "We wanted to have a face-to-face meeting with our distributors because we are committed to a smooth transition with our customers, dealers and distributors."
Since ExxonMobil's current market share in the region is approximately 3 percent, Snyder said the company "doesn't expect a noticeable impact on consumers in the region." She reiterated, "we will make the transition a smooth as possible."

11 charged in connection with credit card fraud

Boston-Authorities have cracked what is believed to be the largest federal hacking and identity theft case ever, involving the theft and sale of more than 41 million credit and debit card numbers.

Eleven people, including a U.S. Secret Service informant, have been charged in connection with data breaches at nine major retailers, the Justice Department announced Tuesday. Three of those charged are U.S. citizens while the others are from places such as Estonia, Ukraine, Belarus and China.

The indictment returned Tuesday by a federal grand jury in Boston alleges that the suspects hacked into the wireless computer networks of retailers including TJX Cos., BJ's Wholesale Club, OfficeMax, Boston Market, Barnes & Noble, Sports Authority, Forever 21 and DSW and set up programs that captured card numbers, passwords and account information.

Home Depot says it will not open any more convenience stores

Home Depot, which opened six petro-convenience stores under the banner Home Depot Fuel in the parking lots of its stores in Georgia and Tennessee, will not open any more, according to an article by Sandra M. Jones in The Chicago Tribune. The sixth and last store opened in June 2007 and there are no plans to open any more, Sheriee Bowman, a Home Depot spokeswoman, said, according to the article.

E85 Fuel Attracting Few Takers; Price Gap With Regular Unleaded Widens

With area gas prices well above $3 a gallon after retreating from the $4 barrier, one might think that interest in less expensive E85 fuel would be sky-high. 

But although retailers in the Toledo area that offer the fuel report good sales, drivers are not stampeding to those pumps even though ethanol blend is about 50 cents cheaper than regular gasoline the difference a year or two ago was just 20 to 30 cents a gallon. Meijer, which sells E85 at its stores in Sylvania and Bowling Green, has noticed an increase in sales of late as the difference in price reached 50 cents. 

"Obviously, customers have to have a vehicle that accepts E85 fuel, so maybe that's a factor. But we have seen no increase in people wanting E85. We've been surprised by that too." 

Many vehicles cannot use the higher-ethanol fuel. The autos that can use E85 have a statement in the owner manuals to that effect. 

The fuel, although cheaper, obtains lower miles per gallon than regular gasoline. 

"That could be for a number of reasons though, including more E85-capable vehicles now on the road," said store chain spokesman Frank Guglielmi. 

Phil Younger, marketing director of Renew E85 LLC, a company that operates 14 gas stations in Wisconsin that carry E85 and regular gas, said that in many parts of the Midwest the price spread has grown as regular gas passed $4. 

Drivers Continue to Conserve Even Though Gas Prices Dip

Across the nation, motorists have dramatically changed their transportation habits, and so far, there are no signs of letting go of their new lifestyles. 

Nationwide, Americans drove 12.2 billion fewer miles this June compared with the same month last year, marking a 4.5 percent decline, according to the Federal Highway Administration. 

"Clearly, more Americans chose to stay close to home in June than in previous years," said Transportation Secretary Mary Peters. 

The spike in public transportation is part of a longer-term increase in people switching to public transportation. 

That tells officials that people are turning to alternative forms of transportation and sticking with it, even as prices fluctuate. 

Recent statistics show Americans are driving less and will continue to do so for the foreseeable future. 

People have been practicing a lot of techniques to save gasoline. The American consumer and motorist will continue to keep those behaviors local commuters seem to concur.
A new government report by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration states that the nation’s vehicle fuel economy average for light trucks and passenger cars climbed from 25.7 miles per gallon last year to 26.8 miles per gallon this year.
It will take a lot of hard work and sacrifice to lower our dependency on foreign supply. 
Gas Pump Complaints Up 65 Percent State Inspectors Find That Consumers Receive Extra Fuel

Atlanta - The number of consumer complaints about getting ripped off by inaccurate or fraudulent gas pumps has risen along with fuel prices. Calls from consumers reporting problems at gas stations jumped to 1,053 in the first five months of this year, up 65 percent from the same period in 2007, according to the Georgia Department of Agriculture, which inspects and certifies gas pumps for accurate calibration and dispensing. 

Complaints run the gamut, from allegations that the gas has been watered down or is the wrong octane to complaints about being shorted at the pump. But of all the complaints lodged with the department - 1,415 in 2007 - fuel and measures inspectors found that only 5 percent were valid, and 70 percent of inspections continue to reveal that pumps are giving customers more gas than they paid for, according to spokesman Yao Seidu. 

Ethanol may be behind some customers' complaints about getting less gas than they paid for, said Jim Tudor, president of the Georgia Association of Convenience Stores, a trade group representing c-stores stores. 

With high gas prices turning attention to odometers and fuel gauges, motorists may be noticing the diminished miles per gallon, especially as more stations have begun using ethanol blends in the past year. 

Oil companies are under a federal mandate to add ethanol to gasoline. Nearly half of the gas sold in the nation contains ethanol, according to the American Coalition for Ethanol. 

Death of Common Sense

[image: image25]Today we mourn the passing of an old friend, by the name of Common Sense. Common Sense lived a long life but died recently in the United States. No one really knows how old he was, since his birth records were long ago lost in bureaucratic red tape. He selflessly devoted his life to service in schools, hospitals, homes, factories helping folks get jobs done without fanfare and foolishness. For decades, petty rules, silly laws, and frivolous lawsuits held no power over Common Sense. He was credited with cultivating such valued lessons as to know when to come in out of the rain, why the early bird gets the worm, and that life isn't always fair.

Common Sense lived by simple, sound financial policies (don't spend more than you earn), reliable parenting strategies (the adults are in charge, not the kids), and its okay to come in second. A veteran of the Industrial Revolution, the Great Depression, and the Technological Revolution, Common Sense survived cultural and educational trends including body piercing, whole language, and "new math." But his health declined when he became infected with the "If-it-only-helps- one-person-it's-worth-it" virus.

In recent decades his waning strength proved no match for the ravages of well intentioned but overbearing regulations. He watched in pain as good people became ruled by self-seeking lawyers. His health rapidly deteriorated when schools endlessly implemented zero tolerance policies.

Reports of a six-year-old boy charged with sexual harassment for kissing a classmate, a teen suspended for taking a swig of mouthwash after lunch, and a teacher fired for reprimanding an unruly student only worsened his condition.  It declined even further when schools had to get parental consent to administer aspirin to a student but could not inform the parent when a female student was pregnant or wanted an abortion.

Finally, Common Sense lost his will to live as the Ten Commandments became contraband, churches became businesses, criminals received better treatment than victims, and federal judges stuck their noses in everything from the Boy Scouts to professional sports.

Finally, when people, too stupid to realize that a steaming cup of coffee was hot, were awarded a huge settlement, Common Sense threw in the towel.

As the end neared, Common Sense drifted in and out of logic but was kept informed of developments regarding questionable regulations such as those for low flow toilets, rocking chairs, and stepladders.

Common Sense was preceded in death by his parents, Truth and Trust; his wife, Discretion; his daughter, Responsibility; and his son, Reason.

He is survived by two stepbrothers: My Rights, and Ima Whiner. Not many attended his funeral because so few realized he was gone.

How hotels help themselves to your money

(Tribune Media Services) -- If you think your hotel is done with you when you check out, think again. It might just be getting started. Charges can be quietly added to your hotel bill after you've left. 
When John Richards was a weekly guest at a W Hotels & Resorts property, the items he found on his credit card bill after checkout were often bogus -- a candy bar he hadn't eaten or a bottle of water he hadn't drunk. Although he successfully fought to have the charges reversed, "it got to the point that before I checked in, I would ask them to remove the goodie-box from my room," he says.

Just a year ago, about one in 200 bills at full-service hotels were revised after checkout, according to Bjorn Hanson, an associate professor at New York University. Today, as hotels struggle with slipping occupancy levels and flat-lining growth, properties are wasting no opportunity to add late charges. As a result, the number of re-billings has doubled and some airlines are charging for luggage and seats (isle or window).
