Chevron: 53% increase in third-quarter (and the beat goes on)
Chevron Corp., San Ramon, Calif., reported net profit of $7.9 billion for the third quarter 2008, compared with $3.7 billion a year earlier. For the first nine months of 2008, net profit was $19.0 billion, up from $13.8 billion for the same period in 2007.
Sunoco reports robust third-quarter results

Sunoco, Inc. reported net profit of $549 million for the third quarter of 2008 versus $216 million for the third quarter of 2007
ExxonMobil, BP, Chevron Corp., Royal Dutch Shell PLC and ConocoPhillips posted combined net profits of $44.4 billion in the third quarter, up 58 percent from the same three-month period a year earlier.. 
ExxonMobil maintained its No. 1 position in total gasoline sales in the United States. The company reported that it sold over 24.5 billion gallons of gasoline, a relatively small growth in 2007 of .2 percent. 
Musical chairs in big oil
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If the oil business were competitive, somebody might feel sorry for BP. The British-based oil giant dropped today to No. 4 among the Big 5 companies, dipping below Chevron in total worth. It was No. 2 after ExxonMobil until 2005, when it fell below Shell because of management neglect. Today's drop below Chevron is due as much to the cheaper euro and British pound as to BP's questionable investments in Russia. But really, who cares? The concentration in the oil industry means Shell, Chevron and BP are just Tweedledee, Tweedledum and sibling, sandwiched between Exxon and No. 5 ConocoPhillips; they're just swapping chairs.   

It's too late to undo the mergers that have turned the oil business into one giant profit-seeking machine. Even as the price of crude oil plummets, the companies are all taking advantage by boosting their refining and retail profits, as confirmed by a Wall Street Journal story. Another WSJ story says refiners are again cutting output because their profit margins had started to contract. A competitive industry would be fighting tooth and nail for market share as demand falls instead of informally conspiring to keep a floor under gasoline prices, which have fallen less than oil prices. 

It's not as though any of these companies will be threatened by cheaper oil. First, they can all make hefty profits with oil prices as low as $35 a barrel, according to Shell President John Hofmeister. They all have huge reserves of cash and company-owned stock bought with tens of billions of windfall profits over the last five years. Exxon alone has more than $35 billion in cash on hand, and more than $100 billion in piggy-banked stock. ExxonMobil is worth around $375 billion  more than General Electric, Bank of America and Google combined  making it the world’s largest corporation. 
Lower demand is working

After topping $4 nationwide this summer, pump prices are down and even have fallen below $2 in parts of the country, demand and pullback in consumption by U.S. motorists this year continue to weigh on prices.

Yet cheaper fuel may not be enough to lure Americans back to their old gas-guzzling ways. Even as prices plummeted, U.S. drivers continued using less gasoline than they did a year ago.

Oil prices have fallen since peaking above $147 a barrel in mid-July. In October alone, crude recorded its biggest ever drop as prices tumbled 32 percent. 
The NPD Group, a leading market research firm survey of 1,363 consumers captures the changes consumers made to cope with high gasoline prices. In addition to driving less miles, consumers changed their commuting methods (e.g., carpooled), shopping patterns (e.g., reducing or consolidating shopping trips), and took action to increase fuel efficiency (e.g., avoided idling). Consumers also changed their approach to auto maintenance as it relates to fuel efficiency, over half of the respondents said they checked the tire pressure, 37 percent changed the air filter, and 23 percent replaced the fuel filter. They also reported changing the oil more often; using fuel additives, more premium oil, oil additives or engine treatments to improve performance or gas mileage; and purchased higher quality gasoline. 

The drop in oil comes despite recent moves by the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries to cut production.
“The main driver is just weakness in demand, and that ties in with weakness in the economy," Ritterbusch of Jim Ritterbusch and Associates said. "Even though we've virtually cut gas prices in half since July, we're really not seeing a significant pickup in driving." 
The EIA reports that Americans drove 53.2 billion fewer miles between Nov. 2007 and July 2008 than they did during the same period the previous year. That translates to 830,000 fewer barrels used per day. 

What surprises Ritterbusch is that as gas prices have fallen, peoples' driving habits have not reverted to pre-record-price days. People continue combining errands into fewer trips, and urbanites still are using mass transit more than before. 

Merrill Lynch Cuts 2009 Oil Forecast to $50 a Barrel 
Merrill Lynch & Co. cut its 2009 oil price forecast to $50 a barrel from $90 on speculation that OPEC is powerless to support the market as fuel demand shrinks amid a global economic slump. 

Iran and Venezuela have called for the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries to cut production again after an Oct. 24 decision to reduce supplies by 1.5 million barrels a day failed to stop the slide in prices. 

Crude futures in New York have tumbled more than 65 percent from a July record of $147.27 a barrel, to trade near $51 a barrel 11-08. 

“We doubt OPEC can materially alter either market fundamentals or sentiment near-term,” Merrill analyst Alastair Syme in London said in a report today. “In a rapidly falling demand environment we see little that suppliers can do to either reverse sentiment or tighten market fundamentals.” 

Any further reduction in OPEC supply “will be both politically problematic and unlikely to have a significant bearing until next year,” according to the Merrill report, which cited forecast changes by Merrill Commodity Strategist Francisco Blanch. 

The bank earlier this month said that global demand will contract by 400,000 barrels a day next year as recession in the world’s developed economies drives down fuel demand and banks cut credit to consumers. 
The world’s national oil companies expect oil prices to fall further and will cancel most planned investment projects even at current levels, according to the head of a Chinese state-owned group.

A recent meeting of the national oil companies in Beijing had predicted oil prices would fall to about $40 a barrel, Fu Chengyu, chief executive of China National Offshore Oil Corporation, told a conference in Barcelona.

 “The consensus at the time was that everybody realised the oil price would be even lower,” Mr Fu told the Global China Business meeting. “Nobody knew where it would be but most of them said around $40.”

For Gasoline Stations, Less Can Be More

In a time of mostly glum economic news, gasoline prices are giving people at least some reason to smile.

The gasoline stations themselves benefit when prices go down, which is somewhat counter-intuitive. Lower prices give customers more money to spend on items inside the stores. Retailers love low gas prices as much as their customers do.

Each time customers pay for gasoline with a credit card, the station owner has to pay the credit card company about 2 to 3 percent of the total transaction; that means the fees they pay on $2 per gallon gasoline are half what they pay on $4 per gallon gasoline. 

Ethanol to be shipped via pipeline in Florida; biodiesel next 
It’s long been said by experts that ethanol was too corrosive to be transported via pipeline, but Kinder Morgan Energy Partners of Houston said it’s ready to do just that.

The company said it will begin shipping ethanol in its pipeline from Tampa, Fla., to Orlando, Fla., by mid-November, according to a report by Bill Orben of the Orlando Business Journal and Jane Meinhardt of the Tampa Bay Business Journal.

Kinder Morgan is currently determining the volume of ethanol it will send through its 106-mile Central Florida Pipeline from the Port of Tampa to its terminal near Orlando International Airport, according to the report.

Although the pipeline was already in place, the company spent $30 million on improvements to its facilities in Tampa and Orlando, and another $10 million on pipeline improvements, according to the article. Now, the Tampa terminal can store up to 240,000 barrels of ethanol, and the Orlando terminal, 45,000 barrels, according to the article.

Gulf Oil Brings Alternative Fuels to New England

Gulf Oil, LP announced today the grand opening of its first E85 fueling station in New England to service commuters with Flex Fuel Vehicles (FFVs). This station is an important milestone to expand Massachusetts and New England's fuel resources, providing greater access to affordable and environmentally friendly alternative fuels. 

This new station makes it easier for Massachusetts' drivers to drive on the leading edge of alternative fuel. There are more than 75,000 FFVs registered in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, about 4,000 of which are located within a 5-mile radius of the new Gulf Oil E85 fueling station, located at 100 Service Road in Boston, at Logan Airport.

The use of E85 is steadily growing across the country. According to the National Ethanol Vehicle Coalition, there are more than 1,800 E85 ethanol fueling stations in the U.S. E85 is also more affordable and environmentally friendly than conventional gasoline. For instance, drivers across the Nation who filled up with E85 in August paid on average 68 cents a gallon less than their counterparts who used conventional gasoline, according to e85Prices.com. In addition, E85 reduces ozone-forming pollution by 20 percent, green house gases by 30 percent, according to the Argonne National Laboratory. 

New Illinois biodiesel plant celebrates grand opening, green-collar job creation

Danville, Ill. —Biodiesel industry leaders celebrated with community representatives to announce the grand opening of a 45 million-gallon-per-year biodiesel production facility in Danville, Ill.  More than 27 “green-collar,” skilled, full-time jobs have been created at the facility. 

The production facility is owned by Blackhawk Biofuels, LLC, a group of more than 500 individual investors, and managed by Renewable Energy Group® (REG®), the nation’s leading biodiesel production and marketing company based out of Ames, Iowa. As part of the management agreement, all staff at the facility are REG employees. 

“The biodiesel plant staff recently completed more than three weeks of intense comprehensive operations, safety and biodiesel production training,” Renewable Energy Group’s Chief Operating Officer, Daniel Oh, said following the ceremony. “This training will allow them to successfully commence the production startup process later this week. From there, we will begin to produce biodiesel and ensure it meets and exceeds industry quality specifications. We expect REG-9000TM biodiesel to be available for sale by the end of December.”

Pump It Up or Not: Gasoline Demand Still Falling Along With Prices

American drivers are watching with glee as gasoline prices tumble to levels not seen in almost two years. But cheaper gas isn’t translating into more joyrides, gasoline demand is still falling, even as gas prices have more than halved since the summer.

On 11-30-08, the average nationwide price of gasoline fell to $1.82 a gallon and falling below $2 a gallon in a number of states as low as $1.57 average in Missouri, according to AAA. 
But cheaper gasoline can’t make up for the dismal economy. The consumers pumped 4% less gas than the same time last year.

At the beginning of October 08, gasoline demand was down 9% compared to last year. Either cheaper gasoline is luring some drivers back onto the road, or American drivers have already cut down on driving just about as much as they can.

Economists don’t expect gasoline demand to rebound any time soon. Even though pump prices are about where they were early last year, everything else in the economy has taken a turn for the worse. 

The U.S. Energy Information Administration is scrambling to rewrite its forecasts of U.S. gasoline demand. The EIA, in its latest short-term energy outlook, now expects demand to fall 3% this year and another 0.5% next year.

The good news, weaker demand means gasoline prices will stay relatively low, the EIA figures. 

Gasoline price war erupts in St. Louis

A recipe for disaster

Gasoline station price war has broken out in St. Louis, industry insiders say, letting consumers enjoy some of the cheapest gasoline in America.
AAA's daily survey on Wednesday 11-26 showed gasoline averaging $1.51 in St. Louis, but some warring stations have chopped their prices below $1.40. Nationally, the average gasoline price was $1.87. 
Gasoline wars tend to be localized by neighborhood. One station drops its price; the competitor down the block matches it, then the price-chopping spreads to stations on nearby streets. For gasoline station owners, however, its self-inflicted suffering. Similar price feuds have broken out in Kansas City, Dallas and Phoenix. 
By far the biggest factor is the falling price of crude oil. Crude oil is down for one main reason; demand is falling and oil traders think it has further to drop as a recession grips the developed world. U.S. gasoline consumption is down 5 percent so far this year, the biggest drop since 1981.
Meanwhile, American oil production is on track to rise 8 percent next year, after many years of slow decline, according to the federal Energy Information Administration. The high prices of months past sent oil producers on a drilling spree, and now some offshore wells are coming on line.
Don't let motivation to conserve fall with fuel prices

When gasoline prices were hovering around $4 a gallon this summer, more people began using or at least considering alternatives to driving their cars everywhere; buses, bicycles and, yes, even walking.
We learned to combine several errands in a single trip and take other steps to conserve fuel. With gasoline prices well under the $2 mark, it can be tempting to fall back into old gas-guzzling habits.
Don't. 

But the slight jump in prices just before Thanksgiving reminded us how fleeting our lower prices can be. However, most of the problems that plagued us when gasoline was $4 a gallon remain while it is $1.70 a gallon.
These problems include: over reliance on imported oil, the lack of a comprehensive national energy policy, inadequate progress in developing alternative fuels and alternative fuel vehicles. When gasoline was selling for $4 a gallon there was greater motivation to address those problems, just as there was when the fuel crisis of the 1970s hit during the Arab oil embargo.
If we had better addressed these problems in the '70s, we might not be facing them in the new century. Let's not miss another opportunity for action. 

Energy conservation and the search for alternatives to oil are important for practical as well as environmental reasons. Reducing reliance on foreign imports is also important to national security. Times have changed, prices have changed. But good habits we've learned shouldn't.

Judge OKs first Exxon Valdez oil spill payments
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Thousands of Alaska fishermen and other plaintiffs should receive their portion of punitive damages in the Exxon Valdez oil spill lawsuit before the end of November, a federal judge said. Judge H. Russel Holland on Monday ordered the release of $151 million of the negotiated $383 million settlement stemming from a lawsuit filed in the nation's worst oil spill nearly two decades ago.

"It's a good day for the residents of Prince William Sound and those adversely affected by the devastating effects of the Exxon Valdez oil spill," said Dan Lawn, president of the Alaska Forum for Environmental Responsibility.

The remaining $232 million of the settlement negotiated with Exxon will be paid out later, Ott said.

Under that agreement, the money will be distributed to nearly 33,000 commercial fishermen and others who sued Exxon after the 1989 spill of crude in Prince William Sound. The tanker Exxon Valdez on March 23, 1989, hit Bligh Reef and spilled nearly 11 million gallons of oil into Prince William Sound.

A jury in 1994 awarded plaintiffs $5 billion. That was cut in half by the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals. The Supreme Court in late June, by a 5-3 vote, reduced the total to $507 million. The high court didn't rule on whether Exxon should pay interest and sent that issue back to the 9th Circuit Court for a decision. Oral arguments are expected in December, Jeffers said.

Interest calculated since 1994 would add an estimated $488 million, boosting awards to individuals from roughly $15,000 to about $29,400. Exxon contends it does not have to pay interest.

Stan Stephens with the Prince William Sound Regional Citizens Advisory Committee said the small checks were a "slap in the face" to the people of Prince William Sound and all coastal areas of southcentral Alaska.

Exxon and the oil companies know how to work the system to not pay their fair share for damages and after almost 20 years, the original $5 billion award was reduced to a total of $ 507 million. (appeal, appeal, appeal, delay, delay, delay) 

Shell, Motiva Unveil Plans To Strengthen Wholesalers, Dealers. 
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Houston -- Shell Oil Products US and Motiva Enterprises LLC have introduced three new initiatives designed to strengthen the Shell brand in the United States.
The new programs a branded debit/loyalty card, a new gasoline, and a support program to help wholesalers and retailers meet new payment card standards, should make its operators more competitive and reduce operating costs, the companies said.
At the 2008 Shell National Conference and Trade Show last week, Shell and Motiva unveiled the Shell $aver Card, a payment method that will be linked to an existing checking account, offer a discount to the consumer, reduce merchant service fees and help increase consumer loyalty. Shell will be the first major gasoline retailer to nationally offer this type of payment option, the companies said.
Available in March 2009, Shell's new Nitrogen Enriched Gasoline is a proprietary product that "seeks and destroys engine gunk in all three grades. The new formulation will address the needs of today’s modern engines and changing consumer behaviors," according to the companies.

With Food Costs Rising, Pepsi Tries the 8-Pack

November 12, 2008 - Is the 12-pack of soda the next victim of rising food prices and more frugal times? Pepsi Bottling Group aims to find out in a test kicked off earlier this month that replaces the most popular way of buying soft drinks with an eight-pack. Closely watched and expected to be copied by Coca-Cola, the test is the latest from foodmakers who in the past year rejiggered almost half of all package sizes or reformulated ingredients to mask higher prices. 

With the Department of Agriculture forecasting food prices will jump 6 percent this year, the job is far from over. 

Pepsi launched the test in 20 percent of the country in anticipation its eight-packs will seem like more of a value as prices keep rising. 

The New Frugality: Americans return to thriftiness

Even though gas prices have plunged below $2 a gallon from double that level a couple months ago, families will continue to combine trips to save on fuel.

People are not only buying cheaper, they're buying less, said Joachim Vosgerau, an assistant professor of marketing at Carnegie Mellon University's Tepper School of Business who specializes in consumer behavior. "It seems like this trend is only going to continue," Vosgerau said.

Destiny, Florida, aims to open ‘green energy station’

Destiny, Fla., which bills itself as “America's first eco-sustainable city,” said that a “green E-station” will be located at a corner of 441 and State Road 60 in southern Osceola County. The 6,000-square-foot energy refueling station will contain traditional and renewable fuels, electric automobile charging stations, and a solar- and geothermal-powered green-mart convenience store, according to The Earth Times.
