Maryland station owners support legislation to give operators right of first refusal

Gaithersburg, Md. -- Some Maryland gas station owners are concerned about what they say is a plan to sell off some stations to the highest bidder, which they said would reduce local ownership of the businesses, reported The Business Gazette.
The stations would likely be sold to out-of-town buyers and could be forced to close, raise gasoline prices to pay for acquisition costs or "be converted into a mini-mart," according to a message in a newspaper advertisement signed by local Exxon and Shell dealers.
According to the Gazette, the ad urges people to support state Senate and House bills that would prohibit a gasoline producer or refiner from transferring or assigning an interest in a gas station without offering a right of first refusal to the dealer who leases the premises. The legislation is led by State Delegate Mary Ann Love (D) and State Senator Catherine E. Pugh (D) and has attracted numerous co-sponsors.  "I have a lot of concerns about making sure that the existence of small businesses and mom-and-pop shops remain viable in our community and ensuring that small business still has a place in this industry," said State Del. Herman L. The selloff of service station properties by oil companies has actually been going on for some time across the country, Paul Fiore, director of government affairs for the Washington, Maryland, Delaware Service Station & Automotive Repair Association, told the paper. "One could say the major oil companies are essentially out of the retail business," he said. "Shell has, more than likely, completed the sale in the mid-Atlantic area, leaving Exxon and Sunoco." The association "definitely" supports the Maryland gas station legislation, Fiore added.
But the Maryland Chamber of Commerce does not, the report said. 
Federal Statute ‘Petroleum Marketing Practices Act’ (PMPA) gives the franchise gasoline dealer Right of First Refusal when the oil companies’ are selling their property. 

All gasoline retailers should boycott the Chamber of Commerce throughout the U.S.

Visa, MasterCard Plan Processing Fee Hikes

Washington-- New transaction fee rate increases announced by credit card companies Visa and MasterCard are slightly under 2 cents per affected transaction, yet are expected to raise more than $600 million in revenues, according to a report by DigitalTransactions.com.
MasterCard will increase its "Network Access and Brand Usage Fee" April 17, from 0.5 cents per transaction to 1.85 cents—a 270 percent increase—while Visa will increase its Acquiring Processing Fee from 0.5 cents to 1.95 cents—a 290 percent increase, with additional fees possible.
Merchant-acquiring experts expect merchants to bear the cost of these fees because acquirers will simply pass them through to clients. "The ones we’ve talked to aren’t too excited about it," an acquiring executive, who asked for anonymity, told the Web site. "It’s one of the bigger fee hikes."

In 2007, credit card fees cost convenience stores $7.6 billion, with the largest component being credit card interchange fees, which are a fixed fee and a percentage of each transaction. These fees average 1.8 percent in the U.S., which has the highest interchange rate of any industrialized country.
These newly announced fee increases are beyond outrageous. At a time when small businesses are feeling the economic pain of the recession, it is unconscionable that Visa and MasterCard can give themselves their own ‘bailout’ by slapping 300 percent increases on their fees.

The Cost of Non Involvement

One of the worst possible assumptions you can make, assuming that you have interests in issues before the legislature, is that someone else is effectively representing your issues to legislators.  A close corollary to this is the assumption that it's all right for you to not get involved with the legislative process because those who have opposing views probably aren't involved either. Add either or both of these assumptions to a lack of understanding of how legislators make decisions and you have one good recipe for legislative disaster. 

Legislators understand involvement above most other concepts.  The people they see or hear from most often have the greatest impact; be one of them, and success may be yours; slack off and you're likely to fail. 

Legislators need and appreciate lobbyists for what they can do, but legislators and lobbyists know that lobbyists (as well as legislators) have their limitations.  You cannot expect legislators to know all the facts on all the issues.  Even good lobbyists take a back seat to informed industry members when it comes to presenting convincing arguments to legislators, lawmakers simply must hear from the industry members the people in the trenches.  Those who have opinions on issues continually barrage legislators.  If your opponents are among them and you aren't, you lose.

Proposal to ban zone pricing wins approval of Connecticut legislative committee

Hartford - A Connecticut legislative committee has endorsed a proposal to prohibit fuel distributors from charging varying amounts to gas stations based on their location.
The practice, known as zone pricing, has been criticized by lawmakers for the past several years as unfair to drivers and gas stations. They say it inflates wholesale gas prices in wealthy areas, putting those dealers at a disadvantage and hurting consumers. Distributors say zone pricing lets them respond quickly to local competition because they can immediately cut their prices to match those of nearby stations with lower wholesale prices.

The law would require fuel suppliers and stations to maintain sales records for five years, allowing follow-up audits to monitor price fluctuations. It would also establish rules for setting wholesale gas prices during market disruptions, an effort to address price-gouging.

"The problem with zone pricing is really with the arbitrary and self-enriching practice of dividing the state into geographic zones without any competitive benefit to consumers," said Connecticut’s Attorney General Richard Blumenthal. "Price fixing can be argued and supported as a means of benefiting retailers, but the question is what the effect on consumers is?"

The legislature's General Law Committee endorsed the bill banning zone pricing. It would require the full General Assembly's approval to go into effect.

Exxon Brand Exits New York
ExxonMobil merger bringing about changes now; many switching to Gulf

Rochester, N.Y. -- The garages are still open and the pumps still work, but Exxon-branded gas stations are gone from New York State, reported The Democrat & Chronicle. The quick disappearance of the high-profile gasoline brand stems from Exxon Corp.'s merger with Mobil Corp. in 1999. At that time, the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) filed antitrust charges against the company, a portion of which alleged that the merger would hurt competition in the Northeast, where Exxon and Mobil were major competitors. In response, ExxonMobil agreed to divest interests in one of the brands, which would differ from state to state. New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland, Virginia and the District of Columbia would keep their Exxon’s. In New York, Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode Island and Connecticut, the Mobil stations would remain.
But owners of Exxon stations had to make a choice. They were allowed to keep the Exxon logo for 10 years, but then had to either sign on with another company or operate as an unbranded station. Most were not allowed to switch over to Mobil because of the company's proximity rules, said the report. A handful of Exxon owners chose to go unbranded, including Craig Barrese in Pittsford. "You have to sign a contract if you go with a name brand," he told the newspaper. "Unbranded, I can buy gas from anybody I want and post a lower price and try to be competitive."
$50 crude oil good for now? 
Kuwait -- Gulf OPEC producers see an oil price of about $50 a barrel as good enough for now given the global economic slowdown and the seasonal fall in fuel demand, a senior Gulf OPEC delegate said. It was too soon to say if the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries needed to cut output at its meeting in May, the Gulf delegate said.

How per barrel cost of oil becomes price per gallon

There are also plenty of other folks involved in getting that barrel of oil from the wellhead in Kuwait to the pump down the street from you and they all want money, too.

After the oil is pumped from the depths of the earth, it has to be shipped. Sometimes that can be as short as a few miles by pipeline across a Texas plain or it can be thousands of miles by supertanker across the high seas and oceans. But it doesn't stop with the shipping. Crude oil from the well has to be refined in a rather costly and messy process to become gasoline. Now that prices have relaxed, the refineries have expanded their profit margins again and are charging roughly 30 cents per gallon to turn oil into gas. Another important consideration is that a standard 42-gallon barrel of oil will yield about 19 gallons of refined gasoline. Finally, the refined gasoline needs to be trucked to your station and sold by your local dealer. And remember, if the cost of gas goes up, so does the cost to deliver it to your station. Surprisingly, your dealer only makes somewhere from 8 to 10 cents per gallon. That's a fixed price per gallon and not a percentage of the price. Your station makes the same amount on your fill-up whether gas is cheap or expensive. They make the rest of their profit selling you C – Store items. .

When we add all of these costs together, we end up right now with something around $2 a gallon for gasoline at the pump. Of course, that price includes almost 20 cents per gallon of federal taxes and about 65 cents per gallon of state taxes that has a hand in getting crude oil from a Middle Eastern desert to your local station as refined gasoline.

OPEC: World will pay for low oil prices by 2013?
OPEC, the supplier of 40 percent of the world’s crude oil, said low prices may lead to a supply crunch by 2013 and rejected consumers’ arguments that cheap oil will help the world economy to recover.

“If the current low-price environment persists, this short- term relief may not translate into long-term gains,” OPEC Secretary Abdalla el-Badri said in an e-mailed statement. “The failure of the industry to invest will result in a supply crunch by 2013 and beyond.”

Badri was responding to Nobuo Tanaka, the executive director of the International Energy Agency, who was cited in yesterday’s Financial Times as saying the global economy, would get the equivalent of a $1 trillion stimulus if oil prices stayed at $40 a barrel this year. The IEA advises 28 oil importing nations on energy policy.

“It should be noted that the IEA’s own demand forecasts have been continually revised down in recent months,” he said, responding to Tanaka’s call for OPEC to monitor the market “carefully” before deciding to cut supply again.

The group agreed on Dec. 17 on output constraints that reduce supplies in January by 2.2 million barrels a day from December levels. That followed pledges to remove 2 million barrels a day in the fourth quarter of last year. The 11 members with quotas were producing at a rate of 25.39 million barrels a day in February, according to Bloomberg estimates. Their target is to produce 24.845 million barrels a day. 

Will gas prices stay put for long?

New York: Each year around this time gasoline prices begin to rise and continue to do so well into summer. While this is far from your typical year, that seasonal truism is unlikely to change.

A severe economic downturn has spoiled our appetite for gasoline, with millions of Americans no longer commuting to work or planning summer trips and gasoline prices dropped to levels not seen in, yet prices will rise in coming weeks nonetheless.

Here are some things you might expect to see this summer at the gas pump. Prices rise almost every year before the summer driving season, as refineries slow production.

State and federal regulators require refineries to make gasoline that limits pollution and smog over the summer, when ozone levels are highest. Refineries take plants off-line as they prepare for these summer grades and the drop in production could lead to a temporary supply shortage. It is also more expensive to produce.

Sunoco Begins Layoffs
Philadelphia: Job cuts include members of company's retail marketing business unit

Sunoco announced the workforce reduction Friday. The Philadelphia-based company will reduce its salaried workforce by approximately 750 positions in 2009, which represents about 20% of the workforce included in a first phase of the company's Business Improvement Initiative. This phase of the review included all business and operations support functions, as well as operations at the Philadelphia and Marcus Hook refineries. The company plans to offer hourly employees in certain identified areas the opportunity to resign and receive severance.
Refiner-marketer rejects Pa. governor's request to reverse layoff decision; Sunoco says ‘No’

The governor said in a letter to the board of directors of the oil refiner and gasoline retailer that he could understand the need for Sunoco to lay off employees if it had posted an operating loss last year, but it had "healthy, or what many consider huge, profits."

Valero Sees Dollar Signs In Ethanol

The refiner bought seven of VeraSun Industries' ethanol plants at auction for $477.0 million. 

Valero Energy is turning someone else’s trash into treasure as it capitalizes on the bankruptcies of smaller clean energy firms. Bankrupt VeraSun Industries announced that refiner Valero Energy bought seven ethanol plants at auction. 

As ethanol producers teeter on the brink of bankruptcy; slammed by high corn prices and low gasoline demand, larger refiners are looking for opportunities to buy their assets on the cheap. Weeden analyst Charles Maxwell said the price Valero paid is low enough to give it a return on its investment under most circumstances. He said Valero will produce ethanol, which will then be added to its gasoline. There is currently a mandate that 10.0% of gasoline can be filled with ethanol. The sales are expected to close in April. 
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Looking for a place to charge your neighborhood electric vehicle?
Eustis: Then you may want to check out the RubeStation at Eustis Street and Clifford Avenue downtown, where NEV owners are welcome to drive into one of three charging bays, plug in and juice up their car batteries for free.
The electric-car charging station officially opened last weekend after U.S. Rep. Alan Grayson, D-Orlando, cut the ribbon on the colorful red-and-yellow facility.
It was built and installed by RubeLab Inc., a nonprofit organization based in Eustis that supports and promotes environmental technologies and innovations.

But the RubeStation is not entirely complete. Within a few months, the RubeStation will include a 12-by-16-foot photovoltaic panel that will convert sunlight into electricity. The solar panel will sit above a bench where visitors can plug in their laptop computers underneath while waiting for their cars to power up.
RubeLab plans to donate the station to the city.
City Commissioner Bill Ferree, president of RubeLab, said the RubeStation will alleviate "range anxiety" that feeling electric-car drivers have when they don't know whether they have enough charge in their batteries to make it home.
New Challenge
In Florida, E911 board is responsible for the collection and disbursement of the 911 fees that appears on everyone’s phone bill. They held a rule workshop last week and they are beginning to develop a rule for the collection of the 911 fee from prepaid wireless services like phone cards. The key point of contention is that they want to consider anyone that sells these phone cards as a “prepaid wireless service provider”. Obviously, none of you provide wireless services, you simply sell the cards. Because of the E911 board’s current stance, every retailer will be required to collect and remit the 911 fee on every phone card they sell. The fee is 50 cents per card. We are opposed to placing this burden on the retailer.
Time is running out!

Important Notice: Storage Tank Upgrade Deadline
Many gasoline stations around the state of Florida may be forced to shutdown that requires them to have a double-walled underground gasoline storage tank by the end of the year deadline December 31, 2009. 

Don’t wait for an extension; the department has never issued an extension for an equipment upgrade deadline since the storage tank rules were adopted in 1984.

We strongly encourage you to get your upgrades done early! Last-minute upgrades could easily result in higher cost due to increased demands for storage tanks, piping and installation services. Last-minute upgrades could also result in unexpected delays and ultimately expose you to fines and penalties from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection's (FDEP).

Fill-Ups Food Stores Settles
Florida AG resolves two gas price-fixing lawsuits
Tallahassee, Fla. -- Florida Attorney General Bill McCollum said that his office has reached a settlement with Fill-Ups Food Stores and its owner, Ryan Phillips, resolving two lawsuits which alleged gasoline price-fixing in northwestern Florida. Phillips has agreed to a consent judgment which will prohibit him and his company from engaging in any activity 
that would result in noncompetitive gasoline pricing anywhere in Florida. Phillips must also pay $200,000, the statutory maximum civil penalties for violations of the Florida Antitrust Act. 
The first lawsuit, filed in May 2006, alleged that Phillips contacted the owner of a competing retail gasoline station and sought an agreement to raise gasoline prices at that station to match the prices Phillips had set for his nearby station. At Phillips's demand, the owner of that station raised his prices by 15 cents per gallon. 

McCollum filed a second lawsuit approximately one year later, alleging Phillips demanded another competitor fix the price of gasoline at her store to match the prices Phillips had set for his nearby store. The store operator complied with Phillips' demand, raising her prices by three cents per gallon. Both lawsuits alleged the price-fixing conspiracies violated Florida's antitrust laws and the Florida Deceptive & Unfair Trade Practices Act.
