Refiners Hit Brake on Gas
Companies assessing downstream businesses as demand slumps

Chicago-- Some of the nation's biggest oil companies are looking at permanently reducing how much gasoline and diesel fuel they make, a move that analysts say would almost certainly trigger higher prices for drivers, reported The Chicago Tribune. Energy companies are suffering because of slumping gasoline use a product of the economic downturn and changing consumer habits and preferences. Energy experts say refining cutbacks have begun and will accelerate as corporations strive for profits.
Major refiners have been circumspect about their plans, saying that they are considering options that could include closing refineries, selling parts of their operations, laying off workers and slashing spending. "Refineries will have to be closed," Fadel Gheit, senior energy analyst with Oppenheimer & Co., told the newspaper. "Unless this excess capacity is permanently shuttered, a recovery in refining margins is unsustainable."
Chevron Corp. launched an overhaul of its fuel-making and retailing business with a plan to cut at least 2,000 jobs, put a refinery in Wales up for sale and take a hard look at its Hawaii refinery, said the report. Royal Dutch Shell said it was reviewing its refinery operations with the idea of keeping only those with the best growth potential. Sunoco Inc. has sold one plant and said last month that its previously idled Eagle Point, N.J., refinery was being shut down permanently. Valero Energy Corp., the nation's largest refiner, closed a Delaware refinery last year, laying off 500 workers, and mothballed a plant in Aruba. Energy industry executives say they are facing up to what was previously inconceivable: The nation's appetite for petroleum products might never return to levels seen earlier in the decade, even if a strong economic recovery takes hold.
"None of us will sell more gasoline than we did in 2007," Tony Hayward, group CEO for oil giant BP, said during a recent earnings teleconference.
For motorists, talk of refinery cuts promises to be anything but cheap, the report said. Leaner supplies could translate into higher pump prices punctuated by expensive spikes when operations are disrupted by weather or other events.
Consumer advocates want regulators to investigate refinery closures and consolidations that slash supply, the report said. Refiners say they are merely trying to improve profits so they can keep making gasoline.
If gasoline does not seem particularly cheap these days because operators are keeping a tight lid on production, the report said. U.S. and European refineries are running at the lowest rate in more than a decade, Gheit said.
Refiners raked in big profits from 2003 to 2006 and some people worry that refiners might cut so much that price surges will become inevitable. "The question is whether they are going to overadjust," Phil Flynn, an energy analyst for PFGBest Research, told the paper. "Probably, they will."
Chevron Puts Refinery On The Block

It picked a bad time to sell a refinery in the developed world

" It's a difficult time in the market to try to sell refining assets," said Tim Evans, energy futures analyst at Citi Futures Perspective. "Whether or not they can find a very interested party to buy this is a very open-ended question."

Oil majors like Exxon Mobil, ConocoPhillips and BP have seen their bottom lines squeezed by low refining margins as demand for oil products like diesel and gasoline dwindled in the midst of the recession. Week beginning March in the U.S., the world's largest consumer of oil, refineries ran at 81.9%, well under the five-year average of 85.7% for the same period. "We have surplus inventories and excess refining capacity," said Evans. 

Oil front-month futures prices have increased more than 60% since their Christmas in late 2008 when they traded below $35.
Back to the Future
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Congressional candidate proposes full-service gas pumps nationwide
New Castle, Del. -- Delaware Democratic congressional candidate Scott R. Spencer has proposed a jobs initiative to create more than 300,000 jobs this year by restoring full service pumps at gas stations nationwide. Spencer is asking Dover state lawmakers to require full service at the state's 300 stations by July 1 in Delaware and U.S. Congress to require full service nationwide by October 1.
"The best way to confront [the current] economic crisis is to create opportunity with real jobs, right now," he said at a press conference at a New Castle, Del., Shell station on March 4. "We are paying full service prices but providing the oil companies with free labor to pump their profits for phantom savings."
He added, "Full-service gas pumps will help generate full-service economic recovery for those who need entry-level or part-time jobs and help put over 1,000 Delawareans back to work this summer. It will also provide the State of Delaware with over $1 million in increased payroll taxes and reduced public assistance costs for the unemployed."
Spenser also said, "Full-service gas pumps will help our nation's economic recovery by bringing the economic opportunity of thousands of entry level full-time and part-time jobs back to our neighborhoods, back to Main Street and back to the gas station on the corner.... Full-service gas pump jobs provided our nation with that stability and opportunity throughout the 1940s, '50s, '60s and '70s. By restoring full-service gas pumps, we're going back to the future to put people back to work."
He also discusses the following benefits of full service gasoline dispensers: Convenience for growing senior citizen population, handicapped motorists and parents with children in child safety seats who need to pay the cashier.  New Jersey and Oregon are the only two states that still require full-service gasoline dispensing by law.

The Cost of Non Involvement

One of the worst possible assumptions you can make, assuming that you have interests in issues before the legislature, is that someone else is effectively representing your issues to legislators.  A close corollary to this is the assumption that it's all right for you to not get involved with the legislative process because those who have opposing views probably aren't involved either. You cannot expect legislators to know all the facts on all the issues.  Even good lobbyists take a back seat to informed industry members when it comes to presenting convincing arguments to legislators, lawmakers simply must hear from the industry members the people in the trenches.  Those who have opinions on issues continually barrage legislators. If your opponents are among them and you aren't, you lose. Russian Bill Bans Oil Companies From Gaining Gas Station Monopolies  
Moscow – Russia is considering a bill that would stop oil companies from acquiring gas station monopolies, the Moscow Times reports. The Federal Anti-Monopoly Service wants to keep gasoline station ownership by one entity under 35 percent of the market. 

Currently in Russia, retail sales of oil products are nearly split in half between oil companies and independent gasoline station owners. “It’s an alarm bell, since not long ago, independent sellers had 65 percent of the market,” said Anatoly Golomolzin, a deputy head of the anti-monopoly service.

Any company crossing the 35 percent ceiling would be stopped from purchasing or constructing new gasoline stations in that area, said Golomolzin. 

In 54 regions across the country, already a dominating company has a foothold. However, the service would not require companies to sell their gasoline stations but would instead ask that the businesses exchange retail possessions with competitors with controlling assets in other regions. 

Golomolzin said that the expansion prohibitions would ensure other companies would be able to expand faster in those regions. Previously, the Federal Anti-Monopoly Service has employed the 35 percent limit to stop gasoline station deals. For example, three years ago, the service did not let a LUKoil firm purchase nearly 20 gasoline stations in the Volgograd area to bolster the 41 already owned. 
Shell, Motiva Win U.S. Fight With Station Owners 
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March 2010 - Houston -- The U.S. Supreme Court bolstered the ability of oil companies to change their leases with independent service station owners, ruling in favor of Shell Oil Co. and Motiva Enterprises LLC in a Massachusetts case, Bloomberg reported. 
The Supreme Court unanimously said a group of station owners can't press claims under the U.S. Petroleum Marketing Practices Act (PMPA), a 1978 law that gave independent station owners more power in their dealings with oil companies.
The station owners argued in their lawsuit that Shell and Motiva used rent increases to try to end their franchise arrangements so they could take over operation of their stations. They objected to Motiva's decision to phase out a rent subsidy that had been tied to gasoline sales and to begin calculating rent based on the value of the station's real estate.
Writing for the court, Justice Samuel Alito said the federal law doesn't address that sort of dispute. "The PMPA was enacted to address the narrow areas of franchise terminations and non-renewals, not to govern every aspect of the petroleum franchise industry," he wrote.
The station owners at one point won a $3.3 million jury verdict. A federal appeals court upheld part of the award and both sides appealed to the Supreme Court. The high court ruling affected only the federal claims being pressed by the station owners and not other allegations under Massachusetts state law, according to Bloomberg's report. 
The station owners sued under provisions in the federal law barring improper lease terminations. Shell and Motiva contended the station owners can't invoke those provisions because they accepted new lease terms and continued to operate their franchises.
A federal appeals court in Boston said the station owners could press claims for "constructive termination" even though they continued to operate their franchises. But the high court reached the opposite conclusion on the owners' allegations of "constructive non-renewal," saying they forfeited those claims by signing new leases.
Houston-based Motiva is a refining and marketing joint venture owned by Shell and Saudi Refining Inc. Shell -- a unit of Royal Dutch Shell Plc -- transferred its franchising rights to Motiva when the venture was created in 1998.

When a renewal lease is presented to the franchise dealers; Shell-Motiva pressured the franchise dealer to sign the lease as is or face non renewal due to non-agreement between both parties. Shell-Motiva would not accept any cover letter or changes or writings on the lease itself and the franchise dealer signs under duress. The terminology from Shell was; your honor, the franchise dealer signed the new lease.
Connecticut Bill To Regulate Gasoline Prices Advances  
Price-gouging language provides some clarification for fuel marketers, with more work to be done.
Stamford, CT – A bill making its way through Connecticut's legislature that would give the state more authority to monitor the petroleum industry and clarify the state's price-gouging laws passed unanimously through the state's General Assembly General Law Committee, the Stamford Advocate reports. It now heads to the legislature's Judicial Committee.

The bill would require fuel companies to provide information on mergers and acquisitions to federal antitrust investigators and to Connecticut's attorney general. Companies meeting a certain size threshold would be subject to subpoenas from Connecticut's Office of the State Attorney General to determine whether they were engaging in tactics to "stifle" competition.

"Companies will certainly be allowed to grow by acquisition, providing that a business is acting fairly and not restraining trade," said state Rep. Jim Shapiro, co-chairman of the Law Committee. 

Companies looking to expand in Connecticut are likely to take issue with the bill's language, which allows the attorney general significant leeway to probe corporate growth, said Steve Guveyan, executive director of the Connecticut Petroleum Council. 

The bill also includes a mathematical definition that the state would use to identify gas station price gouging subsequent to natural disasters. The definition would consider both retail and wholesale prices pre- and post-disaster.

This new anti-gouging provision clarifies the rules to provide consumers and businesses information to act accordingly when there is problems."

California Police Nab Two Alleged in Skimming Scam 

Martinez, CA – Police announced the arrest of two men that they maintain ran an ID theft ring that used gas pumps to wipe-out bank accounts, KGO-TV reports.

The suspects, David Karapetyan and Zhirayr Zamanyan, targeted at least 20 Bay Area cities, and police say that they are responsible for at least 400 identity thefts, all originating at gas stations. 

"They're stealing the identity and a pin number with a specific purpose of taking money from your account. So they drain the account and then they're done," said Martinez Police Commander Gary Peterson. 

Martinez police said that the men used skimming devices to access people's bank accounts. A 7-Eleven clerk performing routine maintenance discovered the devices inside one of his store's pumps and notified police. Detectives installed a decoy device and apprehended the suspects when they came to retrieve it.

"When they searched their car they found maps and a GPS device with locations of other gas stations that we have found now have skimmers attached to pumps at those various gas stations," Peterson said. Police estimated that skimming operations net $20,000 a day each. 
Be vigilant and check your pumps frequently and if anything looks suspicious; do not touch it, contact your local police department. The scam artist have many ways to steal peoples ID. They usually work in pairs or more to distract you and also park a truck to block your view. Some are done at night when a station is closed. Inform the police department to look out for suspicious activity when your location closed. 
Industry-Friendly Ga. Senate Bill Meets Opposition
Legislation allows gasoline price increase in emergency to replenish their inventory

Atlanta -- Less than two years after hurricanes brought a run on gasoline, the Georgia State Senate has passed legislation letting station owners charge much higher prices as soon as an emergency is declared, reported The Atlanta Journal-Constitution. Jim Tudor, president of the Georgia Association of Convenience Stores (GACS), who worked on the bill, said it is only fair to let stations charge what it would cost to replenish their fuel because they have to pay for it up front when it is gone.
"In order for small retailers to generate funds to replenish their inventory, the replacement cost has to be taken into consideration, as it has been in other states," Tudor told the Journal-Constitution.
But Officials with the Governor's Office of Consumer Affairs said they worry that the measure, if it becomes law in its current form, would make it tough to prosecute a gas station for price gouging.
"I think it would be very difficult to determine that price gouging had occurred," Bill Cloud, spokesperson for the office, told the newspaper. "I don't know that we would have confidence in saying that, as the bill exists right now, we would be able to define or describe or enforce price gouging as it relates to petroleum products."

The bill was originally meant to give the governor more flexibility in deciding which products would fall under gouging laws during an emergency, said the report. For example, if an emergency involved damage to homes but not a disruption in the flow of gasoline, gouging laws could apply to plywood or building materials and not fuel.
However, the bill, which was backed by Governor Sonny Perdue, was rewritten by the State Senate Agriculture & Consumer Affairs Committee to allow stations, in an emergency, to charge for gasoline what they decide it will cost to replenish the fuel they have on site.
Under current state law, stations are prohibited from making greater profits once the governor designates an emergency.
The committee's chairman, John Bulloch, said the change was made because in an emergency, retailers of other products, such as plywood, are allowed to charge the higher prices immediately.
If the price gouging laws applied to suppliers as it does to the retailers, it would solve many problems that face the state of emergency laws. It’s unfair to penalize the gasoline retailers who are at the mercy of their gasoline suppliers.

When price gouging is suspected at a retailer, the investigation should also include the supplier.

Many times gasoline retailers were unfairly accused of price gouging that were found innocent of the charge and suffered financial losses.  
Quiznos Eyes Convenience Retailers for Expansion  
The sandwich chain has plans to add to its number of smaller restaurants inside gasoline stations and convenience stores.
Denver – Quiznos has begun an aggressive expansion into gasoline stations and convenience stores, The Wall Street Journal reports. Other quickservice restaurants with a presence in convenience stores include McDonald’s, Taco Bell and Subway.

With restaurant visits falling 3 percent in 2009, trips to convenience stores for food purchases have been climbing 1 percent year-over-year since 2007, according to the NPD Group. Quiznos is hoping to cash in on that trend by signing up convenience stores at the same rate it launches traditional stores over the next few years.

“A lot of people are working two jobs in this economy and are busier and busier, and convenience is becoming more and more important,” said Quiznos Chief Executive Rick Schaden.

In 2009, the chain started adding smaller sizes of its restaurants inside Circle K, Chevron and BP stores, ending the year with 175 such locations. Next year, Quiznos will double that number, and double it again by end of 2012, to reach a total of around 700 mini-restaurants. Concurrently, the chain will open around the same number of new traditional Quiznos restaurants.

The convenience stores become Quiznos franchisees. Expanding more into the convenience store market will allow Quiznos to find new customers “in places that normally wouldn’t support a traditional Quiznos, like service plazas, truck stops and urban areas,” said Schaden.

Quiznos convenience store locations bring in nearly twice the sales per square foot of its regular restaurants. Beginning this month, Quiznos will launch its breakfast line at convenience store locations.
