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Who makes more from sales at the pump – industry or government?

A lot of factors go into determining the price of gasoline, so it’s worthwhile every now and again to review them

The author an analyst for a taxpayer watchdog group gives a quick rundown of the basics, like crude oil costs, which can account for roughly three-quarters of the price consumers pay at the pump. Then there are expenses for refining, distribution and marketing.

But he also reveals one slice of the gasoline price pie routinely overlooked by those who criticize energy companies and gasoline station owners for high prices he writes. “The truth is that governments rake in a larger profit at the pump than anyone,” including companies like ExxonMobil.

A range of government authorities share in the tax revenue from the gasoline consumers buy. To start, there’s the federal gasoline tax of 18.4 cents per gallon. A variety of state and local sales and excise taxes help boost the price as well. All told, American motorists pay an average of nearly 50 cents per gallon in taxes every time they fill up.

The author concludes that “government makes far more from gasoline sales than all of the oil companies put together.” ExxonMobil, for instance, earned just 8 cents on each gallon of gasoline and refined products sold in the U.S. during the first two quarters of 2012 and gasoline retailers earned an average of even less per gallon. All things to keep in mind the next time you hear criticism of oil companies and gasoline retailers for the cost of filling up.
US gasoline, diesel exports nearing record again
U.S. exports of gasoline, diesel and other petroleum products has hit its highest ever level for the third quarter of the year and is on pace to set an overall record, according to federal data.

The United States exported 3.19 million barrels of petroleum products in the week ending Sept. 6, according to the U.S. Energy Information Administration.

Exports: New data shows shifting US energy landscape, as petroleum exports soar
The record for exports of diesel, gasoline and other products was set early this year, when overseas buyers took about 3.24 million barrels of products per day in three weeks ending March 8.

But petroleum product exports have tended to reach highs early in the year, according to recent trends. The late surge will continue to improve U.S. petroleum products exports, which have been on an upward trend since 2006.
Fracking moves US crude output to highest level since 1989
U.S. oil production jumped to the highest level in September since May 1989, cutting consumption of foreign fuel and putting the U.S. closer to energy independence.

Drilling techniques including hydraulic fracturing, or fracking, pushed crude output up by 124,000 barrels, or 1.6 percent, to 7.745 million barrels a day in the seven days ended Sept. 6, the Energy Information Administration said today.

Rising crude supplies from fields including North Dakota’s Bakken shale and the Eagle Ford in Texas have helped the U.S. become the world’s largest exporter of refined fuels including gasoline and diesel. Texas pumped 2.575 million barrels a day in June, according to the EIA, enough to rank it ahead of seven members of the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries.

“It’s amazing,” said Andy Lipow, president of Lipow Oil Associates LLC, a Houston-based consulting firm, who predicted last month that the U.S. would be pumping 7.75 million barrels a day by the end of the year. “The state of Texas is now producing more oil than the country of Iran ”Iran produced 2.56 million barrels a day in June, according to a Bloomberg survey of oil companies, producers and analysts. Saudi Arabia, Iraq, Kuwait, the United Arab Emirates and Venezuela pumped more than Texas that month.

Rising Supplies
The U.S. met 87 percent of its own energy needs in the first five months of 2013, on pace to be the highest annual rate since 1986, EIA data show. Domestic crude output will average 7.5 million barrels a day in 2013 and 8.4 million in 2014, the EIA said yesterday in its Short-Term Energy Outlook. Rising domestic supplies have curbed consumption of foreign fuel. Net imports of crude oil and petroleum products will fall to 5.4 million barrels a day by 2014, down from 12.5 million in 2005, the EIA, a unit of the Energy Department, said in the report.

The abundance of crude has made the U.S. an increasingly important refining hub. U.S. exports of distillate fuel oil, largely comprised of diesel, rose to an all-time high of 1.285 million barrels a day in June, the EIA said Aug. 29.

Charters for product tankers from the U.S. Gulf Coast reached a record of 42 last week, according to a Sept. 6 weekly shipping report by Charles R. Weber Co., a ship broker based in Greenwich, Connecticut. About 15 of those were bound for Europe, also a record, the data showed.
ND oil output hits another all time high
North Dakota oil production hit another all time high for the month of July, according to the North Dakota Industrial Commission Department of Natural Resources.
Oil output in July hit 27.1 million barrels, or nearly 2.5 million barrels higher than June production, and an increase of 29% versus July 2012, when production was nearly 21 million barrels.
In addition, the number of producing wells also rose to record levels, with 9,322 wells online. This compares to 9,096 wells producing in the month of June.
North Dakota continues to be a bright spot even as oil output from other areas of the country slowly declines. Since 2005, oil output has risen a whopping 800% per month rising from a mere 3 million barrels a month to over 27 million barrels.
According to the report, the capacity of shipping oil continues to be adequate, thanks due to rail shipments to coastal refineries. Drilling permits also increased sharply in August and the NDIC anticipates that it will increase even more as winter approaches.
Note: the number of rigs drilling on federal land in the Dakota Prairie Grasslands remains at zero.
Keystone pipeline project faces Nebraska court showdown
The proposed Keystone XL pipeline faces a court challenge in Nebraska where three property owners contend state legislation gave the governor illegal power to take away their land for the project.

Nebraska’s Legislature transferred to Governor Dave Heineman and, through him, to Calgary-based pipeline builder TransCanada Corp. (TRP), its authority over eminent domain in violation of the state constitution’s separation of powers, the landowners said in a court filing. Today they are scheduled to ask Judge Stephanie Stacy in Lincoln, the state’s capital, to strike down that legislation.

“They’re concerned about the potential environmental effects, concerned that a foreign, for-profit company, came into Nebraska with eminent domain power to take their land,” Brian Jorde, a lawyer for the landowners, said yesterday in a phone interview.

The Keystone XL pipeline, which has also triggered lawsuits challenging eminent domain in Texas, would connect Alberta’s oil sands to refineries on the U.S. Gulf Coast. Because the project crosses the national border, it is subject to U.S. State Department review. While Congressional Republicans and some Democrats have pressed President Barack Obama to approve the $5.3 billion project, his administration has yet to take action.

The president, in a June speech at Georgetown University in Washington, said the pipeline shouldn’t be built if it’s found to “significantly exacerbate” carbon pollution. The Nebraska legislation at issue amended a prior measure, the Major Oil Pipeline Siting Act, that had placed the state’s Public Service Commission, or PSC, in charge of any such project as a regulator of common carriers. The new bill created an option of seeking approval from the governor and the state’s Department of Environmental Quality, bypassing the PSC. (‘Create Jobs’)

New tax on oil at refineries would replace levy on consumers at pump, pay for highways 

WASHINGTON -- U.S. Senator Barbara Boxer California, in charge of writing legislation to continue highway construction after 2014, said she favors eliminating the 18.4-cent-per-gallon tax on gasoline that pays for such work, according to a Bloomberg report. She said at a hearing that she wants to replace the levy paid by consumers at the pump with a new tax paid on oil at refineries.

That tax would generate enough revenue to fund highways and mass transit for six years, Boxer said.

"This could bring in more than all the other taxes bring in for transportation," said Boxer, chairman of the Environment and Public Works Committee. "It would fund highway programs for six years, and it would do that while we do away with other fees. It's a very exciting idea."

Barbara Boxer the nonpartisan Congressional Budget Office (CBO) projected in July that the U.S. Highway Trust Fund, which pays for road and bridge projects, will be insolvent by 2015 unless Congress raises the gasoline tax, bails out the fund with general tax dollars or eliminates most highway spending. Congress has been gridlocked over raising the gasoline tax, the main source of revenue in the trust fund, since 2009, said the report. Revenue has declined since 2007 through a combination of a lagging economy, fewer miles driven and more efficient cars.

The gasoline tax was last raised in 1993 and has never been indexed to inflation. The tax's purchasing power has declined almost 40% over that period, said the report, citing the American Association of State Highway & Transportation Officials (AASHTO).

"In recent years, we have only been able to maintain necessary investments through transfers from the general fund," Baucus said. "We're robbing Peter to pay Paul."

Rand in a 2011 paper said a percentage tax on oil would be simpler than the current taxing system, could be indexed to inflation and structured to fluctuate with the price of oil to keep transportation funding steady, Rand said. Producers, consumers and other users of oil, like homeowners, would pay, according to the Santa Monica, Calif.-based nonprofit research institution.

In the current highway-funding bill, passed in 2011, Congress used $18.8 billion in general taxpayer money through fiscal 2014 to supplement the Highway Trust Fund to maintain spending on highway, bridge and transit construction needs.

The U.S. will spend $40 billion on highway construction in fiscal year 2013, as well as $11.7 billion on transit and $1.3 billion on highway-safety programs, the report said, citing AASHTO.

Shell announces Gulf Coast site for potential multibillion-dollar plant
Royal Dutch Shell has picked a site in Louisiana for a plant costing at least $12.5 billion that would turn natural gas into diesel, jet fuel and other liquids, the Louisiana governor’s office announced Tuesday.

Shell said the project, which is no sure thing, could help to harness more domestic natural gas to make transportation fuels. The company will continue to consider the option before making an investment decision at the site in Ascension Parish, Louisiana, according to the news release.

The plant would offer the benefit of displacing oil used to make fuels and other products and lowering emissions, since Shell says liquids produced from natural gas burn cleaner than those produced from oil.

LNG: Shell to push natural gas for trains, vehicles
It also would create at least 740 direct jobs with an average salary of $100,000, as well as at least 3,900 indirect jobs, according to the announcement. Louisiana State University estimates the project would have an economic impact of $77.6 billion over the construction period and the first 15 years of operation of the plant, according to the press release.

“Today’s announcement is a historic new opportunity for Shell to potentially expand its manufacturing operations onshore in a world-class, gas-to-liquids facility in Ascension Parish on the Mississippi River,” Louisiana Gov. Bobby Jindal said in a statement. “Here in the heart of Louisiana’s world-scale petrochemical industries, the Gulf Coast GTL project would give thousands more of our people an opportunity for a rewarding career right here at home.” The plant would be the latest effort to use more domestic natural gas. Power plants, chemical plants and planned export facilities are all looking to harness the resource.

Shell has also committed to expanding the availability of natural gas for transportation, by creating small-scale plants to liquefy the fuel for use in trains, trucks and marine vehicles. The company also is planning to supply liquefied natural gas to 100 refueling stations across the country.

US gasoline, diesel exports nearing record again
A gas-to-liquids facility would add to the company’s efforts to increase the use of natural gas and further displace oil used to make fuels and other liquids. Shell long has worked to use natural gas as a substitute for oil when it comes to producing transportation fuels, lubricants and other liquids. The company holds 3,500 patents related to the technology and opened its first commercial gas-to-liquids facility in Malaysia in 1993. “The more we use domestically abundant natural gas reserves for transportation and other uses, the less we would need to rely on imported oil,” Shell says on its website.

7-Eleven Inc. Takes Over Several Chicago Stores
Franchisees removed for allegedly violating terms of franchise agreements 

WICKER PARK, Ill. -- 7-Eleven Inc. took ownership of several Chicago-area convenience stores from franchise owners following allegations that they were selling non-approved items, according to a DNAinfo Chicago report.

One franchisee told the news outlet that he was forced to give up ownership of his four Illinois stores in Wicker Park, Lincoln Park, Boystown and Lincoln Square, while another owner reported the same about his stores in Lakeview, Lincoln Park, Jefferson Park and Portage Park.

Franchisee Jay Rawal said 7-Eleven officials removed "the stuff they didn't want me to be selling" from store shelves last week and told him he was not running the store operations according to the company's standards. Rawal, who opened his first 7-Eleven in 1999, admitted that he did stock some non-corporate-approved products, such as Sunkist soft drinks, at customers' request. Pen-sized hookahs were also removed from store shelves and returned to Rawal, along with store files.

"7-Eleven Inc. has terminated the franchises at those locations because the franchisees violated the terms of our franchise agreement. As a result, we assumed control of these Chicago-area stores and they are now open and operating under the management of 7-Eleven Inc.," stated Margaret Chabris, spokeswoman for 7-Eleven.

One of Rawal's stores in Wicker Park already reopened on Sept. 6, with all new staff. New manager Mark Kwasigroch said he was transferred to the store from other corporate-owned 7-Eleven stores.

The latest franchise takeovers in the area come weeks after 7-Eleven took over ownership of several others nearby stores, according to the report. Ken Patel, vice president of the Chicago franchise association for 7-Eleven operators, told the news outlet that the takeovers came without "any kind of warning" and he expects other stores are next.
Fuel Efficiency Reaches Record High 

Cars and trucks sold last month averaged 24.9 miles per gallon in fuel economy, nearly five miles per gallon higher than in October 2007.

​DETROIT – A new University of Michigan study reveals the auto industry reached a high for the average miles per gallon of new vehicles, the New York Times reports.

For all cars and trucks sold in August 2013, the average fuel economy was 24.9 miles per gallon, nearly five miles per gallon higher than the 20.1 m.p.g. recorded in October 2007, when the university’s Transportation Research Institute began tracking the data.

The higher ratings reflect an industry focus on increasing fuel efficiency to meet federal standards for corporate average fuel economy, or CAFE, as well as an increase in the number of hybrid and electric vehicles. The data indicates that automakers are on pace to meet interim goals. Under the new government standards, automakers have agreed to a CAFE mandate of 35.5 miles per gallon by 2016, and 54.5 m.p.g. by 2025.

One of the University of Michigan researchers, Michael Sivak, said the mileage improvements since 2007 reflected sustained gains across the industry. “The 4.8 m.p.g. improvement in the source of the past six years is significant both by itself and in comparison to the change in vehicle fuel economy over the past 90 years,” he said.

According to auto research firms Edmunds.com and Kelley Blue Book, fuel economy is one of the highest priorities consumers look for when buying a new vehicle.

Robberies Drop at Central Florida C-Stores, but Not News Coverage 

Although robberies have declined, high profile reporting of such crimes continues.

​OCALA, Fla. – Robberies at Florida convenience stores and other retail locations are on the downswing, but you wouldn’t know it from the coverage on local and state news outlets, the Ocala Star Banner reports. The number of robberies in Marion County, Florida, dropped 15% from 2011 to 2012. Overall, robberies are declining across the region and state, too. 

Last year, only 5.7% of all robberies in Florida happened at gasoline stations or convenience stores, according to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement, but that hasn’t stopped news stations from over-reporting each incident. More than half of all robberies happen in the public arena, such as on streets, sidewalks, parking lots, parks and alleys. 

According to the FBI, in 2011, 7.5% of all robberies happened at convenience stores and gas or service stations. Jeff Convenience stores have worked on improving security issues for decades and that has led to fewer robberies. For example, in 2007, 25,056 convenience store robberies were committed nationally, but that number dropped significantly in 2011 to 18,090.

Security measures such as time-release drop safes, windows clear of advertisements and posters, and 24/7 cameras have contributed to lower robberies. For any convenience retailer, safety comes first. Owner Mike Mhdy of King’s Store said that he feels that he has taken all the safety precautions he can. 

“Most of my customers are very nice,” said Mhdy. “I never have any trouble with them.” The only trouble he does have is the occasional shoplifter. 

Some jurisdictions try to mandate security measures for convenience stores in an effort to reduce robberies. A Maryland county recently passed a measure that requires convenience stores open overnight to install security cameras.

Skimmers Continue to Steal Credit, Debit Card Information 

Despite more news reports on the illegal practice, thieves still target gasoline stations to siphon off card data, which is sometimes used to buy massive quantities of fuel for resale.

​ARIZONA – Skimming remains a top concern for gasoline station owners, as thieves increasingly turn to this method to steal credit and debit card data, ABC News reports. The skimmer devices are becoming more sophisticated and smaller, making it harder for gasoline station operators to spot them. 

Skimming is estimated to cost consumers billions of dollars a year. While gasoline station and convenience store robberies are on the decline, skimming is on the rise, ABC News reports. The skimmers are usually hidden very well, making detection by a causal glance unlikely, said Ahmad Motlagh, who owns a Shell gasoline station in Arizona. “The one I found looked like a little matchbox and was stuck to the side on the inside of the card reader panel.”

The U.S. Secret Service has been working on skimming cases across the country. Steve Scarince with the Secret Service told ABC News that the agency is working with police departments, gasoline station owners and even former skimmers who were caught by the Secret Service. 

One such reformed criminal is now helping the Secret Service trains its agents to spot and recover skimmers. “Gas station skimming is one of the easiest and best ways of doing it because it's hidden. It only takes seconds to open it up and put it in there,” said Dan DeFelippi, who used to install card skimmers. “It’s very easy and it’s a lot of money.”

A companion scheme to skimming is using the stolen card numbers to purchase large quantities of gasoline—usually from the same station pumps in which the skimmers were installed. The essentially stolen gasoline is then resold. The Secret Service estimates that scheme brings in between $8 million to $10 million annually.

NACS Anti-Skimming Solution
The WeCare decal is a tamper-evident label that can help retailers identify potential security breaches if skimming devices are inserted at fuel dispensers or other unattended PIN-entry devices. The labels can also help retailers address some of the PCI compliance mandates that are now required.

The security labels are to be used on fuel dispensers near the credit/debit card transaction area. If the label is lifted to insert a skimming device, a "void" message appears on the label, providing a visual alert to store employees so that additional action can be taken. Because the labels clearly indicate that they are to prevent tampering, the labels help assure customers that their data is secure, and discourage criminals targeting the store.

Mo. AG Announces Investigation, Legal Action Against Walgreen’s
Alleges pattern of deceptive pricing at locations in five cities 

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo. -- Missouri Attorney General Chris Koster has filed a civil lawsuit against Walgreen Co. for engaging in false, misleading and deceptive advertising and pricing schemes to lure consumers into purchasing certain products. The complaint, a result of a two-month investigation by the AG's Office, alleges that Walgreen’s engaged in a pattern of advertising lower prices on display tags, but charging higher prices at the checkout.

The AG's Office made undercover visits to eight random Walgreen’s stores in five cities across Missouri in June and July, where investigators purchased various items. Investigators discovered that nearly every store visited had pricing discrepancies in which the price of merchandise at checkout was greater than the displayed price for the product. Overall, investigators found 43 price discrepancies out of 205 purchased products, resulting in overcharges nearly 21% of the time.

Chris KosterAccording to the complaint filed earlier this week in the Jackson County Circuit Court, Walgreen’s also offered a rewards membership program promising price reductions or savings at the register, but investigators did not always receive the savings as advertised. In addition, investigators found that sale display tags were often inaccurate and left on shelves beyond their expiration date. Investigators from the AG's Office visited Walgreen’s locations in St. Louis, Kansas City, Springfield, Jefferson City and Osage Beach.

"Consumers have a right to expect the price they will pay at the register is the same as the price displayed on the shelf," Koster said. "The sheer volume of tags on the shelves makes it nearly impossible to recall the details of each offer. Consumers should not have to double-check the price tags or signage and compare them to the prices charged at the register."

Spinoff Fever Expected to Continue

National Report -- A dramatic shift is underway in the convenience and petroleum retailing industry that will forever alter the landscape. Spinoffs and master limited partnerships (MLPs) have dominated the headlines recently, and industry insiders expect this trend to continue indefinitely.

Several companies have spun off their retail divisions’ parent to their convenience store and gas station assets while even more have spun off their midstream pipeline assets into initial public offerings. Some corporations in the industry have gone so far as to do both.

Take San Antonio-based Valero Energy Corp., which spun off its entire retail division into a company called CST Brands Inc. on May 1. Immediately following that transaction, CEO Bill Klesse announced that Valero would look into creating an MLP of its midstream assets, while the parent company would primarily focus on exploration and production.

Most recently, Murphy Oil Corp. spun off its retail division as Murphy USA Inc. on Aug. 30. The new El Dorado, Ark.-based company expects to operate 1,235 convenience stores by the end of this year.

"Separating these two businesses will allow each to unlock its own potential for growth," said Claiborne Deming, Murphy Oil Corp.'s chairman of the board. "We have built two strong, but distinct businesses. Murphy will be a pure-play exploration and production company with strong returns and attractive investment opportunities, while Murphy USA will be a leading retailer with over 1,100 retail gasoline outlets."

So, why are companies taking this approach? From the retail c-store perspective, spinoffs have unlocked value for companies, said Bonnie Herzog, senior analyst at Wells Fargo Securities LLC. They also can provide tax benefits and provide more flexibility.

Herzog predicts that retail spinoffs will continue over the next several years. The search for growth, she said, is the main reason why such spinoffs will become commonplace. "I wouldn't be surprised if we see this trend continue," she added. "The drivers of this industry are consolidations and acquisitions. It's still a very fragmented industry, but organic growth through store builds and acquisitions of smaller independents or smaller chains will be an ongoing trend over the next five or 10 years."

How vulnerable are your car's computer systems?
It might be time for someone to create a LoJack for your car's computers. 
Apparently, automakers need to do more to preserve the security of our car's computers and prevent unlawful hacking by someone who could render our vehicles inoperable and extremely unsafe. 
Believe it or not, in recent demonstrations, hackers have shown they can slam a car's brakes at freeway speeds, jerk the steering wheel and even shut down the engine all from their laptop computers. 
According to the Detroit Free Press, the 'hackers' are publicizing their work to reveal vulnerabilities present in a growing number of car computers. All cars and trucks contain anywhere from 20 to 70 computers. They control everything from the brakes to acceleration to the windows, and are connected to an internal network. A few hackers hired by the auto industry have recently managed to find their way into these intricate networks. In one case, a pair of hackers manipulated two cars by plugging a laptop into a port beneath the dashboard where mechanics connect their computers to search for problems. Scarier yet, another group took control of a car's computers through cellular telephone and Bluetooth connections, the compact disc player and even the tire pressure monitoring system.
Again, in these instances, the "hackers" involved were well-intentioned computer security experts, and it took both groups months to break into the computers. And there have been no real-world cases of a hacker remotely taking over a car. But experts say high-tech hijackings will get easier as automakers give them full Internet access and add computer-controlled safety devices that take over driving duties, such as braking or steering, in emergencies. Another possibility: A tech-savvy thief could unlock the doors and drive off with your vehicle. 
"The more technology they add to the vehicle, the more opportunities there are for that to be abused for nefarious purposes," says Rich Mogull, CEO of Phoenix-based Securosis, a security research firm. "Anything with a computer chip in it is vulnerable, history keeps showing us." In the last 25 years, automakers have gradually computerized functions such as steering, braking, accelerating and shifting. Electronic gas pedal position sensors, for instance, are more reliable than the old throttle cables. Electronic parts also reduce weight and help cars use less gasoline.
The networks of little computers inside today's cars are fertile ground for hackers.
Charlie Miller, a St. Louis-based security engineer for Twitter, and fellow hacker Chris Valasek, director of intelligence at a Pittsburgh computer security consulting firm, maneuvered their way into the computer systems of a 2010 Toyota Prius and 2010 Ford Escape through a port used by mechanics. "We could control steering, braking, acceleration to a certain extent, seat belts, lights, horn, speedometer, gas gauge," said Valasek. 
Valasek and Miller released a report, including instructions on how to break into the cars' networks, at a hacker convention in August. They said they did so to draw attention to the problems and get automakers to fix them. The pair say automakers haven't added security to the ports. Maybe it's time for the automakers to invest the research and development dollars to ensure that the high tech bells and whistles their computers deliver will always work for us, not against us. What do you think?
