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         Oil Companies Report Healthy Quarterly Net Income!!!
APRIL 30, 2004 -- NEW YORK -- Inflated gas prices equal inflated income for oil giants ChevronTexaco and ExxonMobil, who each reported impressive earnings for the year's first quarter. 
ChevronTexaco Corp. reported a record net income of $2.6 billion for the first quarter of 2004, compared with net income of $1.9 billion in the year-ago period. A major contributor to the earnings increase was improved performance by the company's downstream operations. 
"All of our major businesses contributed to an excellent first quarter, with profits that helped us achieve a 17-percent return on capital employed for the past 12 months," said chairman and CEO Dave O'Reilly. First-quarter 2004 results included income of $34 million associated with certain assets that were classified as discontinued operations because of their pending disposition. The 2003 quarter also included net charges of $196 million relating to the adoption of new accounting standards.
Exxon Mobil Corp. posted a $5.44-billion profit as record U.S. gasoline prices resulted in the highest first-quarter refining earnings in 13 years, reported Bloomberg. 
First-quarter sales rose 6-percent to $67.6 billion. 
"Earnings on the refining and marketing side of the business were significantly above expectations," said Tim Ghriskey, chief investment officer at Solaris Asset Management, which holds an undisclosed number of Exxon shares among its $650 million in assets. "Anybody who goes to the gas pump these days shouldn't be surprised." 
Exxon is forecast to report gains in second and third-quarter earnings as energy prices remain high.
The record $41.85 struck on May 17th, the highest in the 21 years. The average price of regular unleaded gasoline in the U.S. has risen to a record high of $2.07 cts. gal on May 24th 2004.
Murphy Oil Profits on High Prices 
MAY 03, 2004 -- LITTLE ROCK, Ark. -- Murphy Oil Corp.'s first-quarter profits were up nearly 12 percent as international crude prices allowed the Arkansas oil driller to get top dollar for its reserves, reported the Arkansas News Bureau.
The El Dorado, Ark.-based oil company, which operates nearly 700 gasoline stations at Wal-Mart locations, also said that record-high pump prices will boost the company's quarterly profits for the rest of the year.
For the period ended March 31, Murphy reported net income of $98.2 million, compared to $87.1 million a year ago. Murphy's revenue rose 31 percent to $1.65 billion, compared to $1.26 billion a year earlier.

"Based on stronger oil and gas prices in 2004, Murphy's first quarter consolidated earnings were the best since the second quarter of 2003," Deming said in a statement.
ConocoPhillips Reports Gains in First-Quarter Net Income 
HOUSTON -- Tightly balanced supply and demand for gasoline bodes well for U.S. refining industry profits, but also means that any interruption of supply will have significant impact on the market, top executives ConocoPhillips said. President and CEO Jim Mulva, speaking to reporters after the company’s annual shareholder meeting, said growing demand and lack of new refinery construction in the United States had created the best conditions for refiners in years. “We will see a stronger, more robust environment for the downstream than we have had for the past couple of decades,” he said. 

ConocoPhillips last week reported a first-quarter earnings increase of 25% to $1.6 billion, or $2.31 a share, excluding special items, on revenues of $30.2 billion. Its downstream income jumped 19% to $464 million.

“Maybe the world is slowly changing, and we’re going to be allowed to enjoy not only good profits in our refining and marketing operations, but also significantly improved return on capital, which is one of our major objectives,” Chairman Archie Dunham said.

ChevronTexaco record net income

San Ramon, Calif.-based ChevronTexaco Corp.’s first-quarter earnings rose 33%. The company has reported record net income of $2.56 billion ($2.40 per diluted share) for first-quarter 2004, compared with net income of $1.9 billion ($1.81 per diluted share) in the year-ago period. A major contributor to the earnings increase was improved performance by the company’s downstream operations. First-quarter revenue totaled $33.6 billion, up 9% from $30.8 billion last year.

With the fast start, ChevronTexaco is well on its way to improving on its performance in 2003 when the company earned $7.2 billion—more than it did in the previous two years combined, said the Associated Press.
Amerada Hess Corp Gains in First-Quarter Net Income
Amerada Hess Corp., New York, has reported net income of $281 million for first-quarter 2004, compared with income of $176 million for first-quarter 2003. First-quarter 2004 income includes a net gain of $19 million from the sale of an asset and an income tax benefit of $13 million resulting from the completion of a prior year U.S. income tax audit. First-quarter 2003 income included a net gain of $31 million from the sale of an asset.
Tesoro Petroleum Corporation Record Net Earnings 
San Antonio-based Tesoro Petroleum Corp. has reported record net earnings of $50.4 million, or 75 cents per share, for first-quarter 2004, compared to net earnings of $20.4 million, or 32 cents per share, for first-quarter 2003.

“Net earnings were 150% better than last year’s first-quarter results and the best first-quarter results in the history of Tesoro,” said Bruce A. Smith, chairman, president and CEO. “Seasonally, product demand is weaker during the first quarter in our markets, but this year, strong demand in combination with below-average product inventories created better-than-normal industry refining margins in all our refining regions.
Windfall Profits!!!
The Consumer Federation of America and the Consumers Union, said domestic petroleum companies have stuck U.S. gasoline and natural gas consumers with about $250 billion in price hikes since January 2000, resulting in an increase in after tax windfall profits of $50 to $80 billion to the industry, according to a just-released report.

The groups are calling on federal and state authorities to investigate oil company price manipulation.

Crude prices have risen almost 30 percent since the start of this year while gasoline prices are up 50 percent. Gasoline is especially in focus because the U.S. high-demand when driving season starts soon with fuel stocks far under year-ago levels. 
More than half of the nation's refineries have shut down since 1981, no new ones have been built and none are planned. Moreover, the industry has kept capacity growth at remaining facilities to a minimum, despite rising demand?

AG Charlie Crist office looking into gas prices

TALLAHASSEE -- Attorney General Charlie Crist subpoenaed eight major oil companies for information and documentation about the cost, production, inventory and pricing of gasoline.
These subpoenas are the start of a formal investigation into the rising cost of gasoline in Florida.

We must make sure that these companies are not unfairly taking advantage of Floridians at the pump," said Crist in a prepared statement. "The price of filling up has become ridiculous. We will do whatever is necessary to find out if the companies are violating the law while they reap huge profits year after year."
The subpoenas request information and records about the cost of acquisition, production, inventory, and the wholesale and retail pricing of gasoline. The oil companies have until June 30 to respond to the subpoenas.
“Gas prices have risen about twice as much as crude oil prices”, says Ronald Gold, who works at the Petroleum Industry Research Foundation.
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Michigan AG Investigates Gas Prices
Staff will survey prices through Labor Day to ensure compliance
LANSING, Mich. -- State investigators will visit gas stations across Michigan from now until Labor Day, keeping an eye on retail gasoline prices to make sure dealers are complying with state law, Attorney General Mike Cox announced yesterday.

 “With gasoline prices climbing, I am committed to doing everything possible to ensure that consumers are not being gouged by unscrupulous dealers,” Cox said. As always, if there is any collusion or price fixing, my office will be there to protect the Michigan consumer.  

I hope AG Mike Cox includes BIG OIL and gasoline wholesalers to his investigation and let the chips fall where they may. The price of oil, refinery capacity and the usual laws of supply and demand are outside my purview. Enforcing Michigan’s laws is not. 

Under Michigan law, it is illegal for a merchant to charge a price that is grossly in excess of the price at which similar property or services are sold. In terms of gasoline prices, the AG has in the past pursued charges under the Michigan Consumer Protection Act against opportunists who played upon fears of consumers and charged illegal prices. 

The gasoline industry is like no other, prices vary 10 to 20 cts gal lower at the wholesale level to hypermarkets, Big Box retailers, corporate and refinery-owned gas stations than most independent gasoline retailer who are captive buyers of BIG OIL and pay a higher price.

With record and near record profits quarter after quarter, year after year it’s a Feast for Big Oil and Famine for the independent retail gasoline stations.
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RENO NEV. As gasoline prices soar to record highs, an industry official in Nevada says it's time to drill for oil in Alaska and off the California coast to help reduce prices at the pump. 

But Sen. Harry Reid, D-Nev., is among those rejecting that call, saying the price jump is due more to corporate greed than environmental protections blocking access to domestic oil supplies. 

"Big oil companies and refiners are getting rich and middle class families are getting gouged," Reid said Wednesday in a Senate speech. 

"Much of the country has been hitting new all-time highs pretty much daily.

Peter Krueger, state executive for the Nevada Petroleum Marketers and Convenience Stores Association, said drilling off the California coast, in Alaska's North Slope and the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge are "policy and political questions" that need to be addressed. 

"I think where we can pump crude oil out of the ground with minimal effects to the environment, we ought to be doing that," Krueger told KOH Radio in Reno. "It is absolutely silly we are relying on foreign crude oil when there is at least in the foreseeable future -- plenty of oil off the coast of California and the North Slope. But certain people in this society won't allow us to access it and I think that is a great mistake." 

Krueger also said stricter environmental protections have caused higher fuel costs in places where air quality is a problem. 

"We as a society have decided we want all these clean air regulations. I think we got them and now we are paying the price for them," he said. 

President Bush said Wednesday that if Congress had approved his plan to drill in the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge, "an additional million barrels of oil would have been coming out of that part of the world, which would, obviously, have a positive impact for today's consumers." 

Reid said allowing drilling in the refuge "would despoil a national treasure for little long-term gain in energy security." 

"It's a simple fact that we cannot drill our way out of this problem. We are sitting on about 3 percent of the oil reserves in the world and we consume about 25 percent of the oil that is produced," the senator said. "Certainly our nation must promote the responsible production of oil and gas. But that doesn't mean we should roll back environmental protections of our priceless public lands to allow drilling." Reid said there's more to it than crude oil prices. 

"This outrageous 58-cent increase in Nevada since January has not been driven by the rising cost of crude oil, but by corporate greed and profit," he said. "It's clearly documented that refiner margins have doubled and tripled. The oil companies weren't content to make 25 cents on every gallon of gasoline. They now make 50 to 75 cents for every gallon of gasoline."

No Gouging in Nebraska

AG points out gas retailers’ slim profit margins

OMAHA, Neb. -- Nebraska Attorney General Jon Bruning said he has found no evidence of gasoline price gouging by retailers, despite more than a dozen complaints, reported WOWT-TV.

Last month, Bruning and Governor Mike Johanns asked consumers to report manipulative pricing.

Bruning said his staff’s investigations instead found how little gasoline retailers profit during times of high prices, said the report. “There are days when they sell gas for less than they paid for it,” he said. “I assumed there was a steady, three-, four-, five-cent [per gallon] margin every day. It’s not that exact of a science. They’re making a lot less money on gasoline than anybody thinks. 
Bruning said his office learned there is truth in what low-level retailers around the country have said: They are at the mercy of “big oil,” and aren’t making much profit if at all on at-the-pump sales.

House Votes in Favor of Affordable Health Care
May 17, 2004

WASHINGTON, DC -- House Republicans and Democrats alike joined together on May 13 to pass the Small Business Health Fairness Act (H.R. 4281), a measure that will significantly expand access to health coverage for uninsured families across the country. 

The bill creates Association Health Plans (AHPs), which allow small businesses to band together through associations and purchase quality health care for workers and their families at a lower cost.  

The House passed the bill by a vote of 252 to 162, with the support of 37 Democrats.  President Bush supports the legislation, as do 93 percent of Americans, according to a poll conducted in March for the Federation of American Hospitals.  

"This important bill provides real results that help uninsured working families get the health-care benefits they deserve," said Education and the Workforce Committee Chairman John Boehner (R-OH). "Now it's time for the Senate to follow the House's lead and pass this commonsense measure so more Americans can get access to quality health insurance."

More than 43 million Americans lack health insurance today and studies indicate more than 60 percent of these uninsured Americans either work for a small business or are dependent upon someone who does. Last Friday, the Department of Labor reported that 1.1 million new jobs had been created over the last eight months, including 625,000 in the last two months alone. Millions of working families, however, are still left without health insurance because small businesses can't afford the skyrocketing costs of health-care premiums.  

"The crux of the problem is this--more Americans are finding new jobs but many small businesses can't afford to provide health insurance to their workers because of rising premium costs," explained Boehner. "The best patient protection for uninsured working families is access to affordable health-care benefits, and this bill responds to the needs of uninsured Americans."

Consumer alert fraud

The Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) has received complaints from consumers who received an e-mail that appears to have been sent by the FDIC. The fraudulent e-mail indicates that the FDIC has collaborated with credit card providers to provide a new service for those who wish to secure their credit cards against fraud and to be part of a secure online transaction network. The e-mail claims that, by accessing the embedded link, the recipient can get a free trial membership that provides coupons for discounts at some of the more popular online retail outlets.
The e-mail was not sent by the FDIC and may be a fraudulent attempt to obtain personal information from consumers or to implant a computer virus onto the recipient's computer. Financial institutions and consumers should not access the link or attached files provided in the body of the e-mail and should not, under any circumstances, provide any personal information to unknown sources.
