[image: image3.wmf]Appeals judges says companies must face price-fixing suit
SAN FRANCISCO:  A federal appellate court in San Francisco has reinstated an antitrust suit alleging that Shell Oil Co. and Texaco Inc. conspired to fix gasoline prices via joint marketing ventures. The ruling by the U.S. Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals comes as Californians pay the highest gas prices in the nation and a state Senate committee to investigate gasoline prices.
San Francisco antitrust lawyer Joseph Alioto, who represented the gasoline operators, said he hopes to widen the suit to a class action on behalf of 23,000 to 27,000 stations throughout the U.S. 
Alioto estimated that based on an anti-competitive charge of an extra 10 cents a gallon, damages could reach $120,000 a year for each station operator.
The station owners claim the oil companies created joint ventures Equilon Enterprises and Motiva Enterprises as a guise to overcharge dealers. The appeals court reversed a judge who had dismissed the case.

 Operators of about 40 gas stations in the Los Angeles area sued Shell and Texaco for allegedly setting up two joint ventures in 1998. Equilon Enterprises in the western United States and Motiva Enterprises in the east that conspired to fix gasoline prices. The alliance had West Coast; Equilon's market share topped 25 percent, according to the ruling. 
U.S. District Court Judge George King in Los Angeles had dismissed the suit. But Ninth Circuit Judge Stephen Reinhardt, writing for a three judge panel, ruled that "the creation of the alliance ended competition between Shell and Texaco throughout the nation in the areas of downstream refining and marketing of gasoline." 
Reinhardt wrote that the "price optimization program may have allowed Equilon and Motiva to raise gasoline prices at a time when the price of crude oil was low and stable" between September 1998 and February 1999. 
A Shell spokesman said the company was "disappointed in the court's decision and at this point we are reviewing the opinion in greater detail to determine our best course of action going forward."
The case could be retried early next year depending on the outcome of any appeals.
The station owners also claim that the oil companies raised rents in an attempt to drive them out of business.
Seek Justice Department action on gas prices!
ROCHESTER, N.Y. -- U.S. Representative Louise Slaughter (D-N.Y.) was at a Rochester, N.Y., gas station earlier in the week to call on the federal Department of Justice to investigate possible price gouging by Oil Companies.

Slaughter said high gasoline prices are no longer just an issue of supply and demand. She blamed Oil Company mergers for creating an anticompetitive market. Local gasoline dealers are on her side, according to the report. 

Paul Marone, owner of East Avenue Auto said he supports an investigation by the Justice Department to see if there is price gouging by Oil Companies.

Gasoline Retailer Study
Professors Robert A. Robicheaux of the University of Alabama and John R. Henley of Georgia Southwestern are studing just how gasoline retailers have been effected in recent years by the changes that have occurred in the industry. 
Their studies so far indicate gasoline prices are at or near record highs while the dealers gross margin have been squeezed to zero or below. At the same time the large refineries and marketing companies’ gross margins have actually grown. 
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Sulfur Suits
Class actions filed over Motiva gasoline problem
FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. - Two lawsuits have been filed over the high sulfur situation that has allegedly damaged motorists’ automobile gas gauges and plagued Shell, Texaco and some Chevron-branded gasoline stations in Florida and Louisiana in recent weeks.
About 400 Shell and Texaco stations as well as some Chevron stations were affected by high levels of “elemental sulfur” in gasoline supplied by Motiva Enterprises LLC. The Norco, La. based refiner said it is reimbursing customers whose gas gauges were damaged by the fuel.
In Florida, two drivers are suing Shell Oil Products US and Motiva Enterprises LLC, saying the fuel gauges on their cars were damaged by high sulfur gasoline. Cynthia Chowdhury and Marilyn Fisher are accusing the companies of violating Florida law by engaging in unfair and deceptive trade practices. The suit says the companies “knew or reasonably should have known” that gasoline with high levels of sulfur would damage vehicles.
Attorneys sought a court order asking a federal judge to stop Shell Oil Co. from requiring consumers to sign away their rights when filing claims to fix fuel gauges damaged by tainted gasoline.

Fort Lauderdale lawyer David Scott said Shell imposed “burdensome restrictions” on consumers by requiring them to sign releases and have their vehicles “undergo limited automotive inspections” in order to be reimbursed. One driver who called Scott’s law office said the high sulfur content in the gasoline ruined his catalytic converter in addition to his fuel gauge, with a repair tab of more than $1,000.
Scott filed a suit in U.S. District Court in Fort Lauderdale accusing Shell and three subsidiaries of violating state law by engaging in unfair and deceptive trade practices. Motiva, Saudi Refining Inc. and Equilon Enterprises LLC also are named in the suit. The suit, filed in U.S. District Court in Fort Lauderdale, seeks class-action status to cover anyone damaged by the tainted gasoline sold in Florida. 

Fixing the gauges can cost from $300 to $600 or more, depending on the vehicle’s make and model. But in the request for the court order against Shell, attorneys said the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency determined in 1998 that “sulfur poisoning” in vehicle engines cannot be reversed. Instead, certain engine components must be taken off-line, at great expense, in order to achieve sulfur poisoning reversal.

The suit seeks money for the fuel, replacement parts, repair costs, rental cars used when vehicles were in for repairs, loss of the use of vehicles, towing charges and insurance deductibles. The suit also seeks future damages for any higher insurance premiums and any loss in vehicle resale value.

Port Everglades and Tampa Terminals were affected by the high elemental sulfur from the Norco, La. based refiner.

Shell also sold gasoline to Chevron, Volero and Colonial and who knows how many others. 
Shell's list fails to include some stations operating under different brands that bought the gasoline from Motiva and might have resold it. About 40 Chevron stations, a handful of ExxonMobil stations and some independent stations also received the gasoline. Finally, Shell's list leaves out the dates when the gasoline was delivered to the stations. This could be more widespread when the investigation is completed.
After the holiday Shell has agreed to pay for repairs and as of early June had received about 30,000 claims from drivers in Louisiana and Florida. Some gasoline from the Norco refinery was sent to Florida and sold from Port Everglades and Port Tampa. 
Problem fuel turned up in shipments to Miami, Fort Lauderdale, Tampa, Sarasota and New Orleans.
The Central Florida distribution terminal in Taft, south of Orlando, was cleared in an inspection by Motiva.
Shell Oil Co. mixes gasoline; Customers continue to report gasoline gauge damage weeks after the tainted gasoline was sold in the affected areas. Shell recently issued a clarification, noting that in some cases the tainted gasoline was not removed after claiming they would remove the tainted gasoline. Fresh gasoline was added to the stations' storage tanks mixing with the sulfur tainted gasoline and sold to consumers.

Exxon Head Says United States Must Be Energy Dependent
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WASHINGTON - The United States must maintain "constructive relationships" with oil-producing countries for its own prosperity, said the head of petroleum giant ExxonMobil Corp.
"We do not have the resource base to be energy independent," ExxonMobil chairman Lee R. Raymond said in a speech in which he outlined some of what he called the "hard truths" about global energy markets.

While other countries, including Russia, will play a growing role in supplying oil to the world, the Middle East will remain the center of supply because it holds as much as half of the worlds oil reserves.

Raymond scoffed at suggestions heard commonly among politicians in Washington of energy independence.
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Planned reorganization of Shells’ downstream operations

January 1, 2005, the oil giant will revamp downstream operations. The new programs are Oil Products dubbed “OP-One”

and Line of Business “LOB’s”.

MSO’s, LOB’s, OP-One’s and many other named programs were introduced by Shell in passed years, no wonder they were out performed by ExxonMobil in 2003. With all these programs and changes, they don’t know which to turn.
What Cost Below Cost?
FTC says monopolies "unlikely"
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WASHINGTON -- In comments provided at the request of Michigan House Representative Gene DeRossett on Michigan House Bill 4757—the Petroleum Marketing Stabilization Act—staff of the Federal Trade Commission concluded that, if enacted, the bill likely would restrict competition and lead to higher prices for the state’s consumers.

The bill, currently pending in Michigan’s legislature, would ban below-cost gasoline sales that take business away from a single competitor, even if there is no danger that the low prices could limit competition or harm consumers, said Todd J. Zywicki, director of the Office of Policy Planning; Susan A. Creighton, director of the Bureau of Competition; and Luke M. Froeb, director of the Bureau of Economics. 
The problem is, below cost gasoline sales takes away business from everyone in the marketing area and ultimately eliminates competition and higher gasoline prices follow.  

Over the past two years, Chairman Muris decision to support the cause of mega-retailers who use below cost gasoline tactics to eliminate competition. Under his direction, the FTC has sent letters to several state legislators urging them to repeal laws that restrict below cost gasoline retailing and not to pass Below Cost legislation. 
The FTC should stay out of the legislation process. The FTC is not an elected body of government. 
These letters were especially damaging because the FTC chose to ignore its own research which had determined that state below cost laws had no effect on retail prices. Below cost laws are a good deterrent to predatory pricing and offer many long-term benefits to consumers. The FTC should follow the advice of its own research instead of the mega-retailers.

Gasoline price break Reminder 8-CENT TAX ROLLBACK
Friday afternoon April 30, 2004, the Florida Senate took up and passed the 8-cent tax reduction on gasoline that the   House had previously passed. It was included as an amendment on the bill addressing the sales tax holiday that the Governor supports so it would appear that come August 1st  you will be expected to lower retail prices. It’s very important to keep all your records of gasoline purchases on hand in case of discrepancies. From August 1st to August 31st   you will be required to reduce your retail gasoline prices by 8cts.a gallon on all grades.    

This will create a savings for the average Florida driver of about $4.00 for the entire month. DOR made a tremendous effort to close all the holes and ease the burden and they’ve done the best possible job they could have and the information that you must track and have readily available. First and foremost is your need to consider a course of action at the opening of your businesses on August 1st. Your inventory on that date will include the full Florida gasoline tax but your customers will be expecting to see a reduction of 8 cents per gallon in your price. It is our recommendation that you do indeed reduce your price by 8 cents in an effort to avoid consumer complaints directed at your business. You will need to have an accurate beginning inventory so that you can recover that 8-cent per gallon loss.

This will be a total gasoline inventory meaning you do not have to be concerned about each grade independently. During the month of August all gasoline purchases will be billed at the reduced state tax rate. A retail facility should maintain accurate and up-to-date records of gallons purchased and sold so that you can come as close as possible to, but not greater than, the beginning inventory figure. This will help in recovering the majority of that upfront tax loss. This may require that you continue selling at the reduced tax rate into September. You will also need to maintain copies of any price increases or decreases for the month of August to justify your consumer price movements whether they are up or down. There is no doubt that complaints will be filed. 

You must maintain accurate updated support documentation so that you can respond quickly and fully to accusations of noncompliance. If anyone needs forms, contact the association at 407-774-9700
Credit Card Fraud- Law enforcement officials in South Florida have now arrested a total of 17 people in an operation to track down and stop credit card fraud. Arrests were made on both coasts and netted the owner of a company called Tropical Oil based in Miami. They also arrested a person who operated a lunch truck that doubled as a mobile credit card manufacturing plant.

Officials acknowledge that this is one small step in the ongoing effort to address credit card fraud. Lost revenues from this operation were in excess of $2 million dollars. Remember to continue to check your dispensers at least once a week or when you put in new receipt paper. You will be looking for anything out of the ordinary and if you do find something remember to close the dispenser at once and notify the Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE), the United States Secret Service or if neither of those entities are close by, then your local law enforcement officials. This fraud is directly impacting the credit card processing costs and as such directly impacting your bottom line profits.

GAO said Oil Company mergers saw gasoline prices go up in US 

WASHINGTON- Thousands of mergers in the U.S. petroleum industry since the 1990s generally pushed wholesale gasoline prices slightly higher, congressional auditors reported Thursday. 
The General Accounting Office said over 2,600 mergers had occurred, some of them between large oil companies that had previously competed with each other for the sale of petroleum products. 
In 1998, for example, British Petroleum and Amoco merged to form BP Amoco, which later acquired ARCO in 2000 and is now BP.  In 1999, Exxon, the largest U.S. oil company, acquired Mobil, the second largest, forming Exxon Mobil Corp. 
GAO's econometric analyses show that oil industry mergers and increased market concentration generally led to higher wholesale gasoline prices for different gasoline types in the United States in the second half of the 1990s.
Six of the eight mergers GAO modeled led to price increases. 
The report was requested by Michigan Democratic Sen. Carl Levin, the ranking minority member of the Permanent Subcommittee on Investigations. 
"In 30 years as an antitrust enforcer, academic, and consultant on antitrust issues, I have rarely seen a report so fundamentally flawed as the GAO study of several oil mergers that the Federal Trade Commission investigated under my predecessor, Robert Pitofsky," FTC Chairman Timothy Muris said in a statement, it sounds like the FTC is a spokesperson for BIG OIL!!!
But the GAO said the models used in its analyses were peer reviewed by independent experts. "Thus, GAO believes its analyses are sound."
Crude Oil reached a high of $42.45 and set a new record on June 1, 2004.
FTC Issues Alert about Identity Theft Scam

Spammers Pose as Federal Government Operation
A new Spam Scam Alert from the Federal Trade Commission could help consumers avoid becoming identity theft victims. The Alert, “Someone Is Phishing For Your Information,” warns that consumers may receive e-mails that claim to be from regulations.gov, a government Web site where consumers can comment on federal rule-making. The e-mails’ subject lines typically read, “Official information,” or “Urgent information to all credit card holders!” and claim that recent changes in the law require that Internet users identity themselves to the government to “create a secure and safer Internet community.” The e-mail includes a link to a Web site that mimics regulations.gov and asks readers to provide their personal financial information.

In fact, the alert warns, regulations.gov does not collect financial information or charge consumers a fee and there is no law requiring Internet users to register with the government. Consumers who provide their financial information in response to unsolicited e-mail could be at risk of identity theft. 

The alert advises consumers who receive e-mail from a company or government agency asking for personal information to contact that organization using a phone number or Web address they have used in the past. They should not click on hyperlinks provided in the e-mail. 

Consumers who recently have shared credit card or bank information in response to an unsolicited e-mail that claimed to be from regulations.gov should notify their credit card company or bank immediately and discuss whether they should cancel those accounts. Consumers, who provided Social Security numbers should contact one of the three credit reporting agencies, ask to have a fraud alert placed on their accounts, and obtain copies of their credit reports to be sure new accounts have not been opened in their names. The alert says that consumers should visit the FTC’s Identity Theft Web Site at www.consumer.gov/id theft to file a complaint and learn more about how to minimize the risk of damage from identity theft.

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CHEVRONTEXACO CHAIRMAN David O'Reilly says gasoline is cheap

ChevronTexaco Chairman and Chief Executive David O'Reilly apparently thinks Americans should quit complaining. At least at the gasoline pump. "By historical standards, today's energy prices are really quite a bargain," the CEO told the U.S. Chamber of Commerce in a speech. O'Reilly explained that the current average pump price "doesn't look too bad" when compared to 1981: The average inflation-adjusted prices averaged $2.79 per gallon in that year. And this "bargain" may look even sweeter in days to come, the CEO says, as prices are likely to keep rising on burgeoning global demand. "We're emerging from a period of cheap oil and even cheaper natural gas. That model doesn't exist anymore." Rising gasoline prices boosted ChevronTexaco's first quarter net profits higher to $2.56 billion, compared to $1.92 billion one year earlier, the report said. Earnings from ChevronTexaco's refining and marketing arm doubled to $640 million in the first quarter.

Survey indicate consumers are cutting back to pay for fuel

Moreover, 53% of responding Americans said that rising gas prices will force them to make sacrifices or cut back on other spending, while 47% of the respondents said their spending would not be affected by the rising gas prices. Soaring energy prices are affecting lower-income Americans the most, with 69% of those earning $25,000 a year or less saying they are being forced to cut back on other spending, compared to 34% of those earning over $75,000 a year.
The results of the Cambridge Consumer Credit Index wildcard question show that soaring gas prices are causing a real hardship for many Americans, particularly low-income consumers. If gas prices continue to remain at current high levels or even rise more, consumer spending on other less essential items will clearly be reduced in coming months. For the roughly half of Americans that already have burdensome debt loads, high oil prices are making it that much more difficult to keep up with their financial obligations,” said Jordan Goodman, spokesperson/financial analyst for the Cambridge Consumer Credit Index.

Experts Call Low-Carb Trend a "Rip-Off" 
JUNE 24, 2004 -- WASHINGTON -- Health experts and consumer advocates have declared that popular low-carbohydrate diets are leading Americans to poor health and spawning a rip-off industry of "carb-friendly" products.
A new group, called the Partnership for Essential Nutrition, intends to help educate Americans about the need for healthy carbohydrates such as vegetables, fruits, beans and whole grains.
"When unproven science becomes a sales pitch, some people get rich and the rest of us get ripped off," Jeffrey Prince of the American Institute for Cancer Research said at a news conference. "Eating vegetables, fruits, whole grains and beans, which are all predominantly carbohydrate, is linked to a reduced risk of cancer, heart disease, stroke, diabetes and a range of other chronic diseases." Prince said low-carb diets that advocate piling on the animal protein and fat are "increasing the risk of developing cancer, heart disease, stroke, type-2 diabetes and other chronic diseases."
The new group includes such organizations as the Alliance for Aging Research, the American Association of Diabetes Educators, the AICR and the American Obesity Association. Its Web site (www.essentialnutrition.org/) is especially critical of programs, such as the Atkins diet, that advocate throwing the body into a condition called ketosis. During this phase the body sheds water as it tries to get rid of excess protein and fat-breakdown products.
"Losing weight on these extreme low-carb diets can lead to such serious health problems as kidney stress, liver disorders and gout," the group advises.
The new group published a survey of 1,017 adults, conducted by Opinion Research Corp. that showed 19 percent of dieters are trying to cut carbs. The survey found that 47 percent of them believed that low-carb diets can help them lose weight without cutting calories.
"They are confused. They lack an understanding of the basic science," Barbara Moore, president of Shape Up America, said at the news conference. She said a "trickle-down effect" meant other Americans were now eating fewer fruits, vegetables, whole grains and low-fat dairy products.
