Rising Crude Prices 

The rapid run up in crude oil prices will no doubt leave retailers in a tough situation. Increased prices will bring increased drive-offs so you need to make whatever changes necessary to your daily operations to reduce your losses from this illegal activity. We will also see violations of the “Motor Fuel Marketing Practices Act” (MFMPA). The opponents of the law have always used similar price situations to further their desire to repeal (MFMPA). We are contacting our elected officials to educate them on the need to protect (MFMPA) act. 
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The U.S. average price for regular gasoline was $2.153 per gallon March 28th the U.S. Energy Information Administration said. The previous record price was $2.064 a gallon set last May.
At $2.44 a gallon, Honolulu had the highest average price for self-serve regular unleaded gas; while the lowest price was $1.94 a gallon in Newark, New Jersey, although Lundberg noted that price was not strictly a direct comparison, as New Jersey offers no self-serve gasoline. It’s amazing; a full service only state (N.J.) has the lowest average gasoline price?
Oil Company statements that the cost of gasoline will be “cheaper” because of self serve and Oil Company mergers, which resulted into record profits! Gasoline prices have reached record highs, is also partly attributable to a lack of refining capacity. EPA approves first U.S. refinery in 30 years. Arizona Clean Fuels Yuma LLC’s proposed $2.5 billion refinery is the first new petroleum refinery in the United States since 1976, according to the BNA Daily Report. 
ExxonMobil Says Energy Demand Will Rise 


ExxonMobil Corp. said Monday that it expects global energy demand to rise 50 percent by 2030 with oil, natural gas and coal remaining dominant because they are the only fuels abundant and versatile enough to meet growing needs. 
ExxonMobil, the largest U.S. oil company, said it expected oil and gas to provide about 60 percent of the world's energy, while total fossil fuels, including coal, should remain around 80 percent. 
In the "very long term," the energy supply will become more diversified, the company said in its annual report filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission.
ExxonMobil, which earned a record $25.33 billion in operating profits last year and recently eclipsed General Electric Co. as the largest U.S. Corporation by stock market value, also said it is in good position to make "substantial investments to develop new energy supplies."

Worldwide oil and gas fields are declining 4 percent to 6 percent per year, requiring expensive new technology to develop new fields are more use of arctic technology and deepwater drilling, the company said.

Gasoline Price War Brewing in North Carolina 


Fuquay-Varina, N.C. – A price war among gas locations in Fuquay-Varina, N.C., is driving customers from across the region into town to purchase the low-priced gas, reported Raleigh’s News 14. 
At least five gas locations in the area, including a Sheetz convenience store, a Kangaroo Express c-store and a Kroger Supermarket are battling for the lowest price, resulting in lines of cars on a regular basis and many people bringing extra gas cans to save more.
The pricing battle started about a month ago when the Sheetz store opened and Kroger initially dropped its price. Sheetz soon followed suit, and Kroger again dropped its prices, again followed by Sheetz.
Many of the gas prices are so low that the stations’ highest priced gas, premium, is cheaper than many of the lower grades in Raleigh.
"Gas is a commodity that you have to have so when it's cheaper obviously this store will get more business than the store down the road," Wesley Haney, a local driver, said.


A recipe for disaster is brewing in Fuquay-Varina, N.C. The only winners are the Oil Companies. The Gas war will spread and the consumer will lose because gasoline station will go out of business and less competition will raise prices.

Proposed Pennsylvania Legislation to Ban Self-Serve Gas 


Philadelphia state legislator from Philadelphia generated controversy when he introduced a bill that would eliminate self-service at Pennsylvania gas stations, the Delaware County Daily Times reported. 
State Rep. W. Curtis Thomas (D-Pa.) said the bill’s intent is to reduce fire and health hazards, prevent discrimination against low-income individuals, discourage higher prices for full-service gas and provide full service for the elderly and the handicapped without an additional surcharge.
According to state Rep. Peter J. Daley, D-Fayette, a co-sponsor of the bill, "another important reason to consider this change is that self-service stations are unfair and impossible for many senior citizens and most drivers with disabilities. How would you pump gas without the use of your legs?"
Thomas told the Daily Times he plans to amend his proposed legislation to make exceptions for service stations along the Pennsylvania Turnpike and those with adequate security or special arrangements for the disabled.
A section of his Gasoline Station Dispensing Safety Act states that the higher prices usually charged for full-service gasoline in states where self-service is permitted results in discrimination against low-income individuals and that the General Assembly "finds no conclusive evidence that self-service gasoline provides a sustained reduction in gasoline prices charged to customers."
Thomas told the Daily Times his safety concerns are driven by situations in his district where youths hang out at service stations, soliciting to help the elderly pump gas for a tip, and causing vandalism.
"If there was an attendant, that problem would be minimized, if not eliminated," Thomas said, adding that employees at the register are unable to leave their post to assist customers.
There is "no logical explanation for why gas prices are as high as they are" or why they fluctuate so rapidly, Thomas told the Daily Times. "These stations are taking in record profits, so I don’t buy the argument that prices will have to be raised in order to pay for a trained attendant."
State Rep. Steve Barrar (R-Pa.) lambasted the proposal.
"We should let the free market sort this out, not regulations from government," he said, disputing Thomas’s reasons for such legislation.

New Jersey and Oregon are the only states that don’t
have self service gasoline stations and the price of

gasoline is about the same as states with self service.

Major Oil Companies made huge profits while independent gasoline stations struggled. 

Energy industry seems ripe for merger wave

ChevronTexaco courts Unocal as a variety of factors combine to fuel possible takeovers.

Another wave of mergers may be building in the energy industry as persistent high oil prices; stockpiles of cash and a shortage of inexpensive places to drill are driving companies to eye their competitors.

Two factors brought energy mergers to the forefront, a report that ChevronTexaco may be testing the waters with Unocal Corp., and oil and gasoline flirting with record high prices yet again. March 17th the price of crude oil shot up over $57 and closed at $56.40 
Industry sources confirmed a report in the Wall Street Journal that ChevronTexaco has taken a look at Unocal, but they note that so has just about every other energy company.
OPEC may increase output

March, 2005 

OPEC producers on Tuesday considered a Saudi proposal for a modest increase in oil output, but said they could not guarantee to cap record prices. 
OPEC, which will meet on Wednesday, is under pressure from consumer countries to take action to bring prices down from $55 a barrel. 
Saudi Arabia is suggesting OPEC lift official output limits by 500,000 barrels a day, or 2 percent, to 27.5 million bpd. 
"Hopefully I will be convincing enough to move the rest to my thinking," said Saudi Oil Minister Ali al-Naimi. 
The Saudi minister said his plan would mean actual OPEC output, including existing leakage of about 700,000 bpd over formal limits, would rise from 27.7 million to 28.2 million bpd. 
Cartel President Sheikh Ahmad al-Fahd al-Sabah of Kuwait said all in OPEC were on board for more oil, but some countries wanted to delay implementing the extra supply. With group output already close to a 25-year high, producer countries are showing signs of concern about their ability to meet rapid demand growth in the second half of the year. 
Saudi Monday took the unprecedented step of announcing future supply plans, saying it would lift output later in 2005 to meet another year of heavy demand growth led by China. 
"It is too high but you should not blame OPEC," said Qatar Oil Minister Abdullah al-Attiyah of oil prices. "OPEC has done all it can do. This is out of the control of OPEC." 
"There is not much we can do, we can make a goodwill gesture," said Algerian Oil Minister Chakib Khelil. 
The only world producer with any significant spare capacity, Saudi is particularly concerned about demand in the fourth quarter of the year, when seasonal demand peaks. 

Gas Getting Pricier, Oil Demand Rises 
March 2005 


The petroleum industry pumping just barely enough fuel to keep the world's economic engine humming, a buying frenzy on oil markets is setting the stage for sharply higher gasoline prices. 
Major oil companies like Exxon Mobil Corp. and ChevronTexaco Corp. are hesitant about investing too much in new production. They fear bringing more supply onto the market than is needed and thereby causing prices to collapse, a scenario that played out most recently in the late 1990s, when oil prices fell below $11 per barrel.

Price for crude oil has been in the 50 to 55 dollar range for quite a while. The Oil Companies generate huge profits when prices are high while the independent gasoline retailers does not and even goes down.
For many drivers, the prices at the pump could be causing angst. According to GasPriceWatch.com, the highest price in the nation is $2.79 a gallon in Bridgeport, Calif. Nationally, the organization finds prices are averaging $2.01 a gallon. 
Some expect the numbers to keep rising because the wholesale price of gasoline has risen even faster. 

Prices of crude oil could surge as high as $80 per barrel within the next two years, but such a level would not last long, said Adnan Shehab-Eldin, OPEC’s acting secretary general, according to Agence France-Presse. 
“I can affirm that the price of a barrel of crude oil rising to $80 in the near future is a weak possibility, but I cannot rule out [the possibility] of oil prices rising to $80 a barrel within the next two years," Shehab-Eldin told Kuwait's Al-Qabas newspaper. 
Shehab-Eldin said a price increase to $50-60 per barrel for a period of two years or more will inevitably boost investments to increase supplies and lead to a drop in demand, eventually reducing prices. 


House Committee Considers New Transportation Bill

The House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure began consideration of the long-awaited and previously stalled legislation to reauthorize the nation’s transportation programs.  The Transportation Equity Act:  A Legacy for Users (H.R. 3) authorizes $283.9 billion for six years of federal highway, public transportation, highway safety and motor carrier safety programs, a 42 percent increase over the 1998-2003 funding.  Last Congress, similar legislation broke down over disputes between the House, the Senate and the White House concerning the appropriate funding level. This year, the White House has endorsed the House-proposed funding level and the Senate intends to consider similarly funded legislation.  

Of note for convenience store owners is the fact that neither House Committee Chairman Don Young (R-AK) nor Senate Environment and Public Works Committee Chairman Jim Inhofe (R-OK) has mentioned including an increase in the gasoline excise tax in order to fund the legislation.  This was an issue early in the last Congress, when proposals were circulating to either increase the tax by two cents per year for five years or automatically increase the tax annually based upon the Consumer Price Index. Both proposals were rejected by the White House and the Republican leadership.

According to a recent ABC News/Time/Washington Post poll, 65 percent of Americans opposed increasing the gasoline excise tax while 32 percent said that they supported an increase in the tax if it were earmarked for “transportation projects.”  Twenty percent of respondents said they would pay more than an additional five cents per gallon tax to fund transportation projects.

Meanwhile, the House Committee on Ways and Means considered legislation (H.R. 996) that would extend the Highway Trust Fund through fiscal year 2011. The Federal excises taxes scheduled to expire on September 30, 2005, are assessed at 18.3 cents per gallon for gasoline, 24.3 cents per gallon for diesel fuel and kerosene, and 18.3 cents per gallon generally for special motor fuels (propane, liquefied natural gas, methanol and compressed natural gas). 

N.J. Gas Station Numbers Drop 
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TRENTON, N.J.  The number of gas stations in New Jersey has dropped as oil companies have merged and smaller operations have been overtaken by larger ones offering lower prices and convenience stores, the Associated Press reported. 
Gas stations in the state declined 24 percent between 1997 and 2004, according to the state Treasury Department. 
Oil-industry mergers have resulted in fewer stations, as companies only kept their most profitable sites, experts say. While some stations have been taken over by regional brands, others remain vacant. 
After the 2001 Chevron-Texaco merger, the new company was forced by the federal government to divest itself of thousands of Texaco stations owned by a joint venture between Texaco and Shell. 
They now operate as Shell stations, although some have been closed down and boarded up. Texaco signs were taken down recently from stations in Cherry Hill and Mapleshade, N.J. 
Customers can clearly recognize the station is not open for business from a distance. 
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Bentonville, Ark. - Wal-Mart Stores Inc. is building its own gasoline stations, The Dallas Morning Star reported.


Since the mid-1990s, the retailer has been partnering with other companies, primarily Arkansas-based Murphy Oil Corp., to operate gasoline pumps in more than 800 store parking lots under lease agreements.
But now it's opening stations at its stores under the Wal-Mart brand, said company spokeswoman Sharon Weber.
Wal-Mart has already built four at Sam's Clubs in Virginia and at a Wal-Mart Supercenter recently opened 20 miles north of its Bentonville, Ark., headquarters in Pineville, Mo.
"We're going to grow our business as it makes sense," Ms. Weber said. "And in locations where other companies aren't interested in locating gasoline pumps for us, we'll do it ourselves."
 Oil Express, a weekly newsletter, quoted sources in its Monday edition as saying the retailer has plans to open "up to 200 or 300 more within a year or so" and "could exceed 500 later this decade."
"The expansion of Wal-Mart's gasoline marketing program is fueled by the success the firm has seen in marrying a competitive offering at the pump to lift inside-store sales," Oil Express said.
Weber said that she wasn't aware of any expansion plans and that the company was "simply expanding a practice started at Sam's Club" to the Pineville Supercenter, which opened in January.
In addition to Murphy Oil, San Antonio-based Tesoro Corp. and Philadelphia-based Sunoco Inc. leases parking lot space from Wal-Mart.
Tesoro uses the Mirastar name at Wal-Mart locations, and Sunoco brands its Wal-Mart pumps as Optima.
While the number of independent gasoline stations is dwindling, supermarkets and other nontraditional gasoline retailers are gaining significant market share. Wal-Mart and Seattle-based Costco Wholesale Corp., for example, have become huge sellers of gasoline. The supermarkets, discounters and wholesale clubs give their customers discounts of 3 cents or more a gallon that are often tied to store loyalty programs.


How times have changed
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When most gasoline stations were operated by independent franchise dealers, the Major Oil Companies put pressure on them to give away free car washes, free air, free Coke or Pepsi and many other giveaway programs. Now that the Major Oil Companies operate most of the gasoline stations, they charge for car washes, air, Coke or Pepsi and everything else! The bottom line and greed has produced record profits for the Major Oil Companies. ExxonMobil net profit after taxes and expenses for 2004 was over $25 billion.
Almost all of the Oil Companies had record profits or near record profits while independent franchise dealers struggled. 
There are a lot of reasons why gasoline prices are high; one reason is the outrageous windfall profits of the Oil Companies and no competition at the wholesale level.

National Poison Prevention Week Warns: Most Child Poisonings Result from Common Household Products
Every 7 minutes, a child arrives at an emergency room due to a suspected poisoning 

WASHINGTON, D.C. – About 78,000 children under five years old visited U.S. hospital emergency rooms due to unintentional poisonings in 2003 – about one every seven minutes, the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) reported today. Most of these poisonings included products commonly found in the home. 

The data were released today by CPSC, the National Poison Prevention Week Council, and the American Association of Poison Control Centers (AAPCC) at a news conference to kick-off National Poison Prevention Week. CPSC Chairman Hal Stratton said that more than 9 of every 10 suspected poison exposures occur at home with readily-available household products. About 30 children die from poisonings each year, down from 450 in the 1960s. 

“While our nation has made great progress in reducing poison-related fatalities, we must build on our commitment to protect children from unintentional poisonings,” urged Stratton. 

Parents can do their part, he noted, by keeping harmful products and medicines out of children’s reach, storing items in their original containers, and properly using child-resistant packaging. 

According to AAPCC, poison centers nationwide received more than one million calls about poison exposures involving children five years and younger in 2003. Among the potentially toxic household products involved with calls to the poison centers were: 

· Personal care products, including baby oil and mouthwash containing ethanol; 

· Cleaning substances, including drain openers and oven cleaners; 

· Over-the-counter pain relievers – including ibuprofen, acetaminophen, and aspirin – and cough and cold medicines; 

· Hydrocarbons, such as lamp oil and furniture polish; and 

· Adult-strength vitamins and supplements containing iron. 

Rose Ann Soloway, chair of the Poison Prevention Week Council, noted that when repackaged at home in non-child-resistant containers, medicines and potentially hazardous household products become even more accessible and dangerous for young children. 

“Grandparents who keep their prescription drugs in non-child-resistant pill boxes should be especially aware of this risk,” said Soloway. “Child-resistant packaging doesn’t work if it’s not used properly.” 

Many poisoning incidents occur while the products are in use and a parent or caregiver steps away or is distracted for a moment. Children can get hold of a product and swallow it during the short time it takes to answer a phone call or doorbell. 

“The alarming number of poison center calls and emergency department visits proves that children act fast, and so do poisons,” said Kathy Wruk, president of AAPCC. “Parents must act fast as well. If your child swallows or handles a potentially dangerous product, immediately call the poison center hotline at 1-800-222-1222. Your call will be answered by experts at your local poison center.”
