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Net Income Up at ChevronTexaco 
San Ramon, Calif. -- ChevronTexaco Corp. reported net income of $2.7 billion for the first quarter 2005, compared with net income of $2.6 billion in the same year-ago period. The 2004 quarter included a special-item charge of $55 million related to a litigation matter.
Sales and other operating revenues in the first quarter 2005 were $40 billion, up 22 percent from the same period in 2004, mainly as a result of higher prices for crude oil, natural gas and refined products
On oil price surge, ConocoPhillips’ profit soars

New York, N.Y. – No. 3 U.S. oil company ConocoPhillips on Wednesday said quarterly profit shot up 80 percent, driven by an unrelenting surge in crude oil prices. 
The Houston Company, which has enjoyed burgeoning cash levels thanks to the rise in energy prices, also said it was planning to spend an additional $3 billion over five years on its refining system. 
Net income in the first quarter jumped to $2.91 billion, from $1.62 billion, in the year earlier period. 
Results would have been even higher were it not for scheduled and unplanned stoppage in operations that hurt results at its production and refining divisions, the company said. 
Total revenues in the quarter shot up to $38.9 billion from $30.2 billion a year ago.

Sunoco's quarterly profits jump 30%

Sunoco Inc. on Thursday reported first-quarter income that was up 30 percent from a year ago. 
The Philadelphia oil refiner, gasoline retailer and petrochemical company earned $116 million in the quarter, up from $89 million in the first quarter of 2004. Sunoco's revenue grew 38 percent to $7.2 billion from $5.3 billion. 
"All in all, it's a good start to 2005 after an extremely good year in 2004," Sunoco (NYSE: SUN) Chairman and CEO John G. Drosdick said at the company's annual meeting

ALERT, ALERT

Some of you may have begun receiving notification letters from the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) informing you that they have sent letters to your neighbors informing them of contamination at a property you are the responsible party on. 

Lawyers are advertising about exposure to benzene contamination on their property. This is exactly what we feared when letters were sent to people inferring (not confirming) that their property may be contaminated. Of course, property is contaminated all over the state. Many cities used to spray their dirt roads with used oil to keep dust down. Many people perform oil changes at home. Runoff contamination from asphalt roads and parking lots that could affect someone’s property and I can go on and on. The DEP has deliberately placed you in the expensive position of “guilty till proven innocent”.

Zone Pricing Reported Out of Committee
The Senate Consumer Protection Committee reported Bill S.973 to the Senate Calendar.  The bill would amend the General Business Law so as to prohibit zone pricing of gasoline.  It defines zone pricing to mean arbitrary price differences within the same market area based on what consumers are likely to pay or where the effect is to injure competition.  It includes a penalty of five thousand dollars for each day or part thereof during which the violation continues. The civil penalties provided by this law shall be recoverable in an action instituted by the Attorney General on his / her own initiative. 
Under "Zone pricing”, the petroleum company determines geographical price zones based on the demographics of a certain area.  The wholesale prices are higher in an area where the supplier feels they can charge such prices.  For example, if one geographic area is more affluent than another, the tank wagon price is likely to be higher. This cost is then passed on to the consumers.  Thus, the result of zone pricing is higher for individuals who are assumed able or willing to pay more.  

A second possible use of zone pricing is to charge different tank wagons to two stations in the same area, giving significant competitive advantage to the station with the lower wholesale price.  This tool has been used in the past, driving one station out of business, and transferring their customer base to the second station.  

This legislation would prohibit both of these discriminatory pricing policies.  

C-store inside sales grew by 13.7% last year, one point shy of hypermarkets 
   Tobacco, specifically cigarettes, continues to be king of inside sales, accounting for one out of three dollars spent.

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ExxonMobil Grows Quick Lube Business 
Fairfax, Va. - Exxon Mobil Corp. converted more than 65 independent quick lube businesses to the Mobil 1 Lube Express brand in 2004, bringing the total number of locations to 141 since the brand's inception in 2003, the company reported

Making Money on Biodiesel 
Rick Geise, director of marketing and brand manager for Cold Spring, Ky.-based Griffin Industries, which collects meat and poultry byproducts, grocery scraps, and restaurant grease and waste from the bakery industry and recycles them into fats, oils, proteins, alternative fuels, leather goods, organic fertilizers and methyl esters for the pet food, animal feed, industrial/chemical, petroleum, leather and turf industries.
The traditional role of biodiesel in the eyes of the Department of Energy, Geise explained, has been to reduce dependency on foreign oil, encourage domestic economic development and lower emissions; but the ultimate role of biodiesel, as Geise sees it, should not be to supplant petrodiesel but to extend the functional life of the world's petroleum supply and thus buffer global demand. 
Geise went on to outline biodiesel's advantages: It can use the same pipes, tanks and fueling systems as petrodiesel; it can be used in standard vehicles formulated for petrodiesel; and it reduces emissions of carbon monoxide, hydrocarbon and particulates. Finally, even in blends that are as low as 2 percent biodiesel, biodiesel increases the lubricity of diesel fuel by 50 percent.
Geise also touched on the challenges in selling biodiesel, including the fuel management issues created by cold flow; fluctuation in feedstock value that can cause corresponding fluctuations in price; and manufacturer warranties that do not allow for biodiesel usage or mandate low inclusion levels.
Finally, he summarized the limitations to biodiesel, saying, “It's never going to be a complete displacement of diesel fuel.” In fact, he said, the maximum market penetration is 5 to 7 percent of domestic diesel consumption, due to factors including production capacity and feedstock potential capacity.
Despite those limitations, however, biodiesel is a worthwhile investment for jobbers and retailers, Geise concluded. First, there are federal incentives to sell biodiesel, and state incentives in some locations. Second, there is the issue of demand from consumers. 
Geise wrapped up with some advice for adding biodiesel, suggesting that retailers promote their new biodiesel products, be aware and take advantage of subsidies, label biodiesel at the pump, capitalize on its flexibility and start with low-level blends rather than with 100 percent biodiesel.
May edition of The Costco Connection Magazine-The Consumer Connection

I recently read an article about ‘Fight Back! against gas prices’ in the Costco Connection Magazine. 

He made several suggestions how to reduce your gasoline consumption and expenses. Some made a lot of sense, but one caught my eye that needed to be challenged. 

Quote, “When gas prices rise, some gas-station owners boost the prices even higher than the market. They know people will pay more to keep driving, because customers may fear a gas shortage. Don’t panic! Instead, use common sense, and fight back!” 
He has the audacity to single out independent gasoline stations cheating the consumer with high gasoline prices is ridiculous. Costco buys wholesale gasoline at a much lower price than independent gas station owners (over the years as much as 20 cents plus a gallon lower). If an independent gasoline station had the opportunity to buy gasoline on the open market like Costco, prices will be lower through true competition and not subsidizing Costco’s wholesale gasoline price. 

The Oil Companies charge more for their gasoline to independent gas-stations because they are captive buyers and forced to pay the higher wholesale price. His finger should point to the Oil Companies for high gasoline prices. ExxonMobil 2004 net profit was 25.33 billion dollars while the independent gas-station owner is struggling.

Costco sells gasoline well below the market to encourage consumers in their store and the same time independent gas-station owners are being eliminated. 

Many of those independent gas-station owners spend millions of dollars at Costco to resell in their convenience stores. Many independent gas-station owners went out of business because of Costco’s, along with Wal-Mart, Sams Club, Publix, Albertsons, BJ’s etc. gas-pricing policy including the Oil Companies Corp. owned stations. Put the blame where it belongs!

Costco’s gasoline troubles

A slump in Costco’s gasoline margins was responsible for 3 out of 4 cents lost in the first quarter of 2005, 
Costco’s pricing strategy trying to be the lowest of two-to-eight stations within a mile or half mile radius is well known to struggling independent gasoline retailers. Independent owners will not be shedding any tears over word of Costco’s gasoline troubles. 
The volatile price swings in January, February and March chopped Costco’s margin from 12.3 cents per gallon in the fourth quarter of 2004 down to .3 cents per gallon in the first quarter of 2005. Conversely, April’s numbers could mean a big boost to Costco’s margins. 
When margins shrink, Costco’s high volume and huge turnover can mean millions in reduced revenues. 
The entire issue recently came to light as Costco CFO Richard Galanti presented facts to Wall Street, explaining why Costco shareholders would see a reduced earning per share in the first quarter.

A taste of struggling independent gasoline retailers. 
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Retailers Continue Gasoline Price Wars (A recipe for disaster)  
Westminster, Md. -- At a time when the average price for regular unleaded gasoline in Maryland is $2.20 per gallon, Royal Farms, Sheetz, Tevco and Wawa stations were selling gasoline at $1.99 per gallon or less this week, according to The Baltimore Sun.
And area competing c-stores are seeing a decline in sales. At Oceanic convenience stores, sales have fallen by half since the low pricing began, according to the newspaper. 
Baltimore-based Royal Farms told the paper that it was simply trying to get customers to make that switch when the company dropped its Westminster price to $1.97. Royal Farms was the first to go to $1.99 because one store in the town is only a few months old and had to get a foothold in a tough market. 
"We thought it would be a good strategic move to get real aggressive on the fuel price to try to [encourage] people to come in and see what we're all about," said Frank Schilling, director of marketing and merchandising for Royal Farms. "Everybody likes a bargain on fuel, especially nowadays."
North Carolina is another state experiencing gasoline price wars, with The Pantry convenience store chain accusing market newcomer Sheetz and Kroger grocery stores in a lawsuit of illegally undercutting the price of gasoline at pumps that compete for budget-minded motorists, Myrtle Beach, S.C.-based The Sun News reported.
The Pantry, owner of Kangaroo convenience stores in that market, said Sheetz and Kroger consistently sold gas below wholesale cost by as much as 12 cents per gallon between Feb. 21 and March 7. 
The lawsuit filed last month in Wake County Superior Court is based on a North Carolina law prohibiting retailers from selling gas at prices below their wholesale cost.
Altoona, Pa.-based Sheetz has not broken North Carolina law, spokesman Michael Cortez told The Sun News. 
The law requires retailers to charge at least the wholesale price for gasoline but for two exceptions: during a 10-day grand-opening window, and if they are dropping their price to match a competitor's. The 1986 law originally was passed to keep big oil companies from charging outside buyers more than its own gas stations.

The only winners are the Oil Companies.
Alabama’s law prevents gasoline retailers from selling their product below cost. This, according to lawmakers, keeps corporations from running independent owners out of business, limiting competition.


The Cost of Non Involvement

One of the worst possible assumptions you can make, assuming that you have interests in issues before the legislature, is that someone else is effectively representing your issues to legislators.  A close corollary to this is the assumption that it's all right for you to not get involved with the legislative process because those who have opposing views probably aren't involved either. Add either or both of these assumptions to a lack of understanding of how legislators make decisions and you have one good recipe for legislative disaster. 

Legislators understand involvement above most other concepts.  The people they see or hear from most often have the greatest impact; be one of them, and success may be yours; slack off and you're likely to fail. 

Legislators need and appreciate lobbyists for what they can do, but legislators and lobbyists know that lobbyists (as well as legislators!) have their limitations.  You cannot expect legislators to know all the facts on all the issues.  Even good lobbyists take a back seat to informed industry members when it comes to presenting convincing arguments to legislators, lawmakers simply must hear from the industry members the people in the trenches.  Those who have opinions on issues continually barrage legislators.  If your opponents are among them and you aren't, you lose.

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The New Face of Chevron 
San Ramon, Calif. - ChevronTexaco Corp. is changing its name to Chevron Corp., effective immediately, the company announced Monday. 
The San Ramon, Calif.-based company billed the change as an effort to “present a clear, strong and unified presence in the global marketplace.”
Lansing, Mich. -- With gasoline prices reaching near-record highs, some Michigan lawmakers said they want to keep consumers from being cheated at the pump. Proposed legislation would increase the fines gas station owners’ face if they cheat customers. 
“We are just going after the cheaters,” said a State Representative “Once you pay more for something, you want to make sure you get what you paid for,”
It would have a better than 50-50 chance of passing if it goes to a vote.
The above story would make a lot of sense except for the facts that are left out. Sure anyone that cheats should be punished, but where is the greatest cheating being done?
As we look at the news media and find the huge profits being gleaned by the oil companies, it would make us wonder who is cheating whom. An indication of a problem in the Middle East causes the price to go up the next day but if the crisis does not develop it takes weeks for the price to go back down and then it will not go back to the original level.
While the lawmakers look at cheating and only look at the lowly retailers of petroleum products and not look at the prices charged to the retailer by the oil companies makes one wonder who is contributing to what lawmaker’s campaign fund.
The retailer is the one that must face the consumer and explain why the prices are so high. He is the one that must pay for most of the taxes, pay for all the records of compliance before the product is sold. 
It would seem that a simple look at the high profits reported by the major oil companies would tell the lawmakers who is doing the cheating!
For would-be robbers, the family-owned stores offer tempting but potentially dangerous targets. Many independent convenience-store owners own guns and are more likely to fight back than a chain store employee. However, small shops often make themselves targets by keeping lots of cash around.
Robbers say, I know it's riskier to rob a mom-and-pop, but I know I'll get a lot more money. 

Moral Bankruptcy
Conservative justice: Treat 'em all the same, except the rich.

How to take a horrible bill and make it genuinely loathsome: 
The bankruptcy bill was a gift to big bankers and credit card companies in return for copious showers of campaign contributions to our elected representatives in Congress. Same old, same old. 

The big lenders, the kind who can legally jack up your interest rates at any time, have a problem: More Americans are going broke, so they declare bankruptcy under Chapter 7, which wipes out their credit for 10 years but gives them a chance to start over without debt. Naturally, the banks want to make it harder to declare bankruptcy by forcing people to file under Chapter 13, with only a partial diminution of debt. 

According to a Harvard study published in Health Affairs, between 1981 and 2001, personal bankruptcies rose by 360 percent, but those caused by medical debts rose an astronomical 2,200 percent. Only job loss now slightly leads medical crisis as the reason for bankruptcy. 

Another cause, as well as the usual usury, is that the credit card companies push accounts on people whose credit is only marginal. It turns out many of those with shaky credit can't pay, so of course the banks want the law changed even more in their favor. Poor little card companies, only $30 billion in profits last year. 

Minimum Wage- Effective today, May 2nd, the state minimum wage goes to $6.15 per hour. The constitutional

Amendment creating this language was passed last year. Each September the wage will be reviewed and a new minimum will be established based on changes to the consumer price index. This new wage will then be effective the following January 1st. There is no requirement for Florida employers to post a specific workplace notice however the requirement for posting the federal notice remains.
