Alert!!! State Of Emergency

Late on Friday 12-16, Florida Governor Jeb Bush issued Executive Order 05-260. This extends the emergency order for Hurricane Wilma an additional 60 days from the former expiration date of December 18th. Price gouging rules now extend into mid-February.

It means that a sixty-day length required for a “State of Emergency” begins anew as of December 19th. You will be under price gouging guidelines until February 16th 2006. As I have mentioned on many occasions it is absolutely imperative that you maintain accurate records and have them available to respond to inquiries that will no doubt be made in advance of possible subpoenas. Those records should extend back to 30 days prior to the original declaration on July 7th depending on the date you may be accused of price gouging. 

Now that the New Year is here and looking back we have a lot of work to do

HB 101 was introduced by Irving “Irv” Slosberg District 90 Boca Raton in the Florida House of Representatives that would repeal the Motor Fuel Marketing Practices Act (Below Cost) and has been assigned to the Agriculture committee. The MFMPA law prevents below cost sales of gasoline and diesel and it also has important protective language addressing petroleum allocations.

Without the Florida's Motor Fuel Marketing Practices Act, Florida consumers will lose. This also means the end of competition that has consistently kept Florida’s ranking one of the lowest in the nation on pretax gasoline prices, according to the U.S. Department of Energy’s ranking of states of motor fuel prices. Investigation after Investigation going nowhere?

With all the investigations that took place, there were no changes by the Oil Companies in their profit making machines. There were groups of governors, state legislators, the U S Senate, Congress, state Attorneys General, FTC and others that were looking into the gasoline industry if any laws were broken. With record profits by the Oil Companies for 2004 and continuing into 2005 with even greater profits from the hardships of the hurricane victims while the independent gasoline retailers are struggling.
What I can’t understand is when the Oil Companies use the excuse of crude oil prices to increase gasoline prices, why on November 30th crude oil prices were $57.41 a barrel and on December 29th crude oil prices were $60.32 while gasoline prices increased 20 to 22 cents a gallon while crude oil prices increased less than $3.00 a barrel in the same period. Experts claim for every one dollar increase in crude oil price increases gasoline prices by 3 cents a gallon. 

Price of gasoline is going up

In early December gasoline prices have been going up. The public increased gasoline use. To keep prices down the public must conserve gasoline, car pooling, public transportation, reduce unnecessary trips, proper tire air pressure etc. and keep the pressure on our elected officials complaining about high gasoline prices. The lobbyists are there with their big pocketbooks for campaigns and promoting their own agenda. The media also plays a roll in gasoline prices as so called experts are always quick to predict higher gasoline prices.
What is hilarious are the Oil Company’s commercials to encourage conservation as their profits soar.    

Gasoline price differences cannot always be fairly compared

I was asked a question from a consumer as to why the prices of gasoline are different from one area to another. The public, scratching their heads, does not understand why?

The reason in Florida is that gasoline local option taxes are not always the same in all counties. For example in Broward County the local gasoline option tax is 18 cents a gallon and in Franklin County the local gasoline option tax is 10 cents a gallon. Local county option gasoline taxes for 2006 varies from a minimum of 10 cents a gallon to a maximum of 18 cents a gallon as the local county government sets the amount of gasoline taxes for their county. The law was passed by the state legislature in the 1980’s.

Another reason is zone gasoline pricing designed by the major Oil Companies. The different prices in zone pricing by the major Oil Companies varies as much as 10 cents a gallon or more from the same brand of gasoline from the same wholesale terminal. A Tampa gasoline retailer called me to complain his oil company operated retail gasoline station with the same brand gasoline approximately a mile and half from his station was selling gasoline to the public cheaper than his wholesale price. Also the hypermarkets (Costco, Wal-Mart, Sam’s Club, BJ’s etc.) can buy gasoline on the open market for as much as 20 plus cents a gallon cheaper while the independent gasoline retailer is a captive buyer of gasoline and forced to pay the higher price from their oil company. Also in many cases the Oil Company operated gasoline stations price zone that is designed by the oil companies wholesale gasoline prices are cheaper than an independent gasoline station price zone.
Divorcement and Open Supply legislation will create competition at the wholesale and retail level. There isn’t any competition at the wholesale level. 
Amerada Hess settles New Jersey price-gouging case

Amerada Hess has settled charges it gouged motorists with higher gas prices after Hurricane Katrina by agreeing to pay $372,391 to reimburse state and local governments for legal costs, acting Gov. Richard J. Codey's office said Nov. 22.
Some of the money will go to an energy and motoring assistance program for the poor, the office said, according to WINS radio.
New York-based Hess, which acknowledged no wrongdoing, agreed to follow state law on pricing.
The State in September charged that Hess, Motiva Shell and Sunoco artificially inflated prices and increased prices more than the once every 24 hours, the State limit. Independent operators selling Hess, Shell, Sunoco and Citgo brands were also sued and cases against the others are pending.
State authorities began investigating after consumers began to complain about steep and sudden rises in gas prices just before Labor Day weekend. New Jersey gas prices hit their highest-ever levels on Labor Day at an average of $3.16 per gallon of regular. The average is now $2.07.

Illinois AG offers a choice to 18 gas stations accused of price-gouging

Illinois Attorney General Lisa Madigan's office said 18 gasoline stations in the state engaged in price gouging after Hurricane Katrina slammed into the Gulf Coast last summer. 
Those stations now have a choice: Give $1,000 each to the Red Cross or face a consumer fraud lawsuit in which fines of up to $50,000 can be imposed, the Peoria Journal Star reported Dec. 24. 
Madigan's office sent letters to the gas stations informing them that they were in violation of the Illinois Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act. In the letters, Madigan's office said the stations increased their prices beyond what was necessary to cover higher wholesale prices after Katrina. The letters gave the stations until Jan. 5 to remit a $1,000 check payable to the Red Cross. 
Madigan's office would not identify the stations that received the letters, saying the investigation is ongoing. However, the investigation is now focusing on gasoline suppliers rather than retailers (great). 
"We don't anticipate other letters (being mailed) to gasoline stations," said Deborah Hagan, chief of the consumer protection division in the attorney general's office. "We are continuing to review and investigate whether there was gouging on the supply side. That's ongoing, and that's much more complicated." 
Some gas stations that received the letters are members of the Illinois Petroleum Marketers Association. Executive vice president William Fleischli said the association's lawyers are reviewing the letters to determine how to respond. 
However, he said gas station owners were not gouging customers. After Katrina struck and knocked out oil production facilities, the wholesale price of gasoline skyrocketed, forcing owners to pay more for their supplies and to pass the costs on to consumers, Fleischli said. 
"Our company owners had to make a conscious decision to pay (high prices for gasoline supplies) or close down," Fleischli said. "The industry gets a black eye when they're trying to make sure customers are supplied with product." 
Madigan's office started the price-gouging investigation in early September after being flooded with more than 2,000 complaints about high gasoline prices. After an initial investigation, Madigan's office asked 50 stations to explain their high prices, including providing documents showing their wholesale cost for gasoline. 
"We looked at what they charged consumers in those weeks right after the hurricane and compared it to what they were paying wholesalers for gas," Hagan said. "If they had increased costs and passed them on to consumers, fine. If their costs didn't increase as much as their prices increased," a letter was sent. 
"We made our decisions based on the information they provided us, and we are confident that in these situations, the amount of these increases were not justifiable," Hagan said. 
State law allows the attorney general's office to seek a settlement rather go to court, Hagan said. In these cases, the stations can avoid a lawsuit by contributing $1,000 to the Red Cross. Hagan said the Red Cross was selected because it is involved in Hurricane Katrina relief efforts. 

Top Oil Execs Declined to Attend Wisconsin Hearing 
Madison, Wis.--On the heels of a U.S. Senate hearing about oil company high gas prices and fat profits, the chief executives from the nation's five largest oil companies are declining the Wisconsin governor's demand to appear at a similar hearing. The companies are Chevron, ExxonMobil, ConocoPhillips, BP America and Shell Oil. 
Instead Chevron, ExxonMobil, ConocoPhilips, BP America and Shell Oil USA offering to send other company officials in their place. Governor Jim Doyle of Wisconsin had threatened to seek court orders compelling the executives to testify at hearing in Milwaukee. 
But Janet Jenkins, the administrator of the state's consumer protection division, said the governor doesn't want a lengthy delay in getting answers and is willing to hear from other company officials instead.

Top refiner sees gas prices around $2.00-$2.25

Valero chief says company looking to expand refineries

San Antonio - Bill Greehey, chairman and chief executive of leading U.S. refiner Valero Energy Corp., said on he expects retail gasoline prices to hover between $2.00 and $2.25 a gallon in 2006.

The national average for self-serve regular unleaded gas was $2.133 per gallon on Dec. 2

ExxonMobil Predicts Soaring Energy Demands 
Houston TX -- Global energy consumption will soar 60 percent over the next 25 years, Exxon Mobil Corp. predicted in its annual energy outlook, reported the Associated Press.
Energy demand will grow to 334 million barrels of oil equivalent a day in 2030, up from 205 million in 2000, Jaime Spellings, head of Irving, Texas-based ExxonMobil's corporate planning, said during a webcast of the outlook's presentation.
Oil consumption will grow 1.4 percent annually, and gas will grow 1.8 percent per year. Oil and gas will account for 60 percent of the world's energy needs, the same share they hold today, Spellings said in the report. He added that most of the growth will occur in developing countries.
The Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries will have a progressively larger share of the world's oil production as non-OPEC output growth flattens around 2010, Spellings said in the AP report.
To satisfy growing crude oil thirst, OPEC will have to produce more than 47 million barrels a day by 2030, a 40 percent increase over current levels, Spellings said.
The planet's remaining crude-oil resource base approximately 2.2 trillion barrels, excluding non-conventional oil can support that growth, Spellings told AP. The Middle East and Russia hold most of remaining reserves, he said.

Exxon Settlement
On December 19, 2005, Exxon and Class counsel entered into a settlement agreement pursuant to which Exxon has agreed to pay $1,075,000,000 ($1.075 billion) in settlement of all claims and issues in the case.  The settlement will not take effect until it has been finally approved by the Court.  All claimants will receive a detailed written notice explaining all of the terms of the settlement.  The form of this notice will be approved by the Court and we anticipate that it will be mailed to claimants sometime in January.  When the form of the notice is approved by the Court, it will also be posted on this web site, along with a "Question and Answer" document that will answer questions claimants may have about the settlement.  The notice will provide information on how objections, if any, may be filed, and it will set forth the date of the hearing that will be scheduled to consider approval of the settlement.  
Class counsel believes that this settlement is terrific for the Class.  Class counsel will be available to answer specific questions about the terms of the settlement after the notice is sent to claimants, but in summary, if the settlement is finally approved, it will provide as follows: Claimants will receive a full recovery of all compensatory damages and prejudgment interest through October 31, 2005, for all claims filed by December 19, 2005 that are approved by the Special Master in the claims process.  The claims process will continue, but upon final approval of the settlement, Exxon will not be involved in the claims process any longer and will not appeal any aspect of the case.  As a result, it is anticipated that the claims process will move much more quickly and there will be much less risk of adverse results on individual claims.  The state governments of the 35 states in which dealer stations were located will participate in the claims process to ensure that the proper claimants are being paid.  Class counsel will continue to be involved in the prosecution of every claim and will do everything possible to move claims to payment as quickly as possible.  All of Exxon's set-off claims (counterclaims) against individual claimants will be dismissed.  Any unclaimed money left in the fund after all legitimate claims are paid will go to the states (rather than Exxon) on behalf of the rightful owners to be held pursuant to the states' unclaimed property statutes.  
The precise timing for consideration of the settlement is not known, but we anticipate that the Court will consider and preliminarily approve the settlement in early January 2006, allowing the notice to be mailed out to claimants.  The final hearing likely will be in February or March.  If the settlement is approved and no one appeals the approval, it would become final in March or April and its provisions would take effect.  Any claim that had been approved by the Special Master as of that point would then be immediately presented to the District Court for final approval.  Payment would likely occur within 30-60 days of final approval.
BioPay LLC’s payment system 
BioPay's payment service, a processing solution that allows customers to make purchases with a secure placement of the finger, offers retailers a low-cost form of payment, while reducing incidents of fraud, the company said. 
The BioPay system uses a person's unique finger image and their chosen BioPay number (usually a phone number) to authorize a secured debit direct from their checking account. BioPay combines biometrics and ACH debit to deliver the lowest cost form of payment, in which transactions are reduced up to 75 percent. 
The one-time enrollment can be completed at any retailer that offers the biometric payment service and the entire process takes less than two minutes. Once enrolled, the customer can purchase in seconds with their finger at any BioPay payment location across the United States. The BioPay service is free to the consumer.
Credit-Card Use for Small Purchases on the Rise 
New York -- Consumers' use of credit and debit cards for small amount purchases at the point of sale and online is rising, according to a survey on the small payments market. An estimated 45 million Americans are willing to use credit or debit cards for purchases of $5 or less, up 23 percent from September 2004. Additionally, nearly 20 million Americans ages 12 and older have purchased something online for less than $2 in the past year, up nearly 29 percent from September 2004 and 350 percent from October 2003.
"Credit and debit cards are steadily becoming a more common method of paying for low-priced goods and services, and not just in the online world," said Matt Kleinschmit, vice president of global survey-based market research group Ipsos Insight. "This suggests that merchants, retailers and card issuers alike could benefit from increased consumer access to this type of transaction, as consumers appear to be increasingly willing to use credit or debit cards in small payment purchases for a variety of items."

Sam's Club Gas Stations Accused of Fraud 
Bentonville, Ark. -- Visa and MasterCard were joined by Wal-Mart to investigate credit-card fraud affecting customers who bought gasoline at Sam's Club stations. 
About 600 cardholders who used their MasterCard or Visa credit cards at the fuel stations between Sept. 21 and Oct. 2 are known to be affected, Wal-Mart's Sam's Club division said in a statement. 
The investigation began after credit-card issuers reported some cardholders were noticing fraudulent charges on their statements. Currently, there is no explanation on how the information was obtained. The electronic systems and databases used inside Sam's Club stores weren't involved, the statement said. 
Sam’s Club is working with Visa and MasterCard to identify and hold accountable those responsible for the fraud. 

Gas Gift Cards' Popularity on the Rise

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TOLEDO, Ohio -- After a year of rising gasoline prices, prepaid gift cards are becoming a prime stocking stuffer, according to toldedoblade.com.Toledo, Ohio -- After a year of rising gasoline prices, prepaid gift cards are becoming a prime stocking stuffer, according to toldedoblade.com.
Mary Caprella, a spokesman for BP Plc, said gas gift cards were becoming popular last Christmas. One Toledo BP station sold $11,000 in gift cards in two weeks last December, Caprella said in the report. BP estimates that 30 percent of sales of gift cards occur in December.
"A gas card is something that everyone uses," Chris Fox, a spokesman for Speedway SuperAmerica, of Enon, Ohio, told toledoblade.com.
Other big oil companies such as ExxonMobil and Chevron also offer gas gift cards. ExxonMobil Holiday Cash Cards are available in $25 and $50 denominations and Chevron accepts its gift cards at over 8,000 Chevron branded fuel stations in the United States.
Gerald Davis, a spokesman for Sunoco, said sales of pre-paid gas gift cards have posted double-digit growth in recent years. They have become more popular once the word got out; you just pop them in like a credit card.

Costco ventures into carwash business; first site to be in Seattle

Costco is getting into the carwash business, starting with its store in the Sodo district of Seattle, The Seattle Post-Intelligence reported.
"We should open in March or April, and it will be our first entry in that business," said Chief Executive Jim Sinegal, who said a carwash there will cost $7.99, including a tire shine, undercarriage washing and a full body wash. "Obviously, we are doing this with the intention that would have the ability to do some volume."
That's Costco speak for being able to wash a lot of cars at once, using many fast conveyor-driven machines that are designed to require as little of Costco's labor as possible. Costco tried it once before, two and a half years ago in Federal Way, but problems halted the effort. It never opened.
Costco's entry into a category almost certainly promises to squeeze the bottom line for those already in the business, whether it's groceries or carwashes. But "our biggest competitor is the driveway washer," said Victor Odermat, president of the Seattle-based Car Wash Enterprises Inc., which owns the Brown Bear Car Wash chain.

Odermat said he welcomes Costco's competition, which he said improves his own business by getting more people to pay to wash their cars.
