I would like to request that each one of you contact your local House member as well as your Senator either by phone, e-mail or regular mail and encourage them to oppose any bill that would attempt to repeal all or part of the MFMPA. They need to understand the importance of this legislation has not changed since it was passed without a single negative vote in 1984. Big Profits Continue for Big Oil 
[image: image5.wmf]Houston -- Exxon Mobil Corp. posted the largest net profits for any company in U.S. history $10.71 billion for the fourth quarter and $36.13 billion for the year as the world's biggest publicly traded oil company benefited from high oil and gas prices and demand for refined products, reported the Associated Press. 
The company's earnings amounted for the October-December quarter, up 27 percent from $8.42 billion, in the year-ago quarter. The result topped the then-record quarterly profit of $9.92 billion Exxon posted in the third quarter of 2005, according to the report.
Exxon's profit for the year was also the largest annual reported net income in U.S. history, according to Howard Silverblatt, a stock market analyst for Standard & Poor's. He said in the AP report the previous high was Exxon's $25.3 billion profit in 2004. 
Exxon's results lifted the combined 2005 profits for the country's three largest integrated oil companies to more than $63 billion. 
ConocoPhillips reported last Wednesday that its fourth-quarter earnings rose 51 percent to $3.68 billion, while annual income climbed 66 percent to $13.53 billion. Two days later, Chevron Corp. said its fourth-quarter earnings rose 20 percent to $4.14 billion, while annual income jumped 6 percent to $14.1 billion, AP reported. 
The oil industry's stellar results renewed talk among some politicians for a windfall profit tax that would push companies to invest more in new production and refining capacity, according to AP.
Sen. Barbara Boxer, of California called on the Bush Administration and the Federal Trade Commission to "put an end to gouging," then suggested that FTC stood for "Friend to Chevron," AP reported.
ExxonMobil: Independence From Foreign Oil is a ‘Bad Idea’
Houston, TX -- According to ExxonMobil, the United States will never be independent from foreign oil to fulfill its energy needs, reports Reuters.

On Tuesday, ExxonMobil Senior Vice President Stuart McGill commented that America should stop trying to become energy independent. 

“Realistically, it is simply not feasible in any time period relevant to our discussion today,” McGill said during an energy conference in Houston, referring to what he calls “the misperception” that the United States can free itself from foreign oil. While ExxonMobil says ending foreign oil imports is not only a “bad idea,” it says it would also be impossible.
ExxonMobil’s profits keep growing, growing, growing!!!
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With profits that ExxonMobil made in the last two years (total net profit for 2004 and 2005 was over a staggering $61 billion from revenue of almost $660 billion) it’s no wonder Mr. McGill likes high prices for crude oil and gasoline. If we listen to him we will pay higher gasoline prices and ExxonMobil along with other major oil companies will keep making record profits. With conservation and alternative fuels, the price of crude oil and gasoline will be competitive and the consumer will benefit with lower prices. We have to send a message to the crude oil producing nations that we mean business. Today we are at the mercy of the major oil companies with no competition at the wholesale level.
Late news surprise; BP’s Fourth-quarter profit climbed on higher energy prices!    
Refineries cut production to protect gasoline profits
New York - Oil refiners cut fuel production in some states to counter slipping profit margins, drawing fire from critics already incensed by soaring gasoline prices and Big Oil's recent record profits.

San Antonio-based Valero Energy Corp., the nation's largest fuel producer, said Tuesday it slowed output from its refinery in Ohio by more than 10 percent for economic reasons, even as the company announced its 10th straight quarter of record earnings.

British energy giant BP slashed fuel production from its refinery in Whiting, Ind., by 10 to 15 percent because of lower profit margins in the region, market sources said. BP declined to comment. U.S. gasoline prices 1-31-06 averaged nearly 50 cents higher than a year ago.

Oil refiners traditionally slow fuel production when profit margins fall. Politicians and consumer groups set off a fresh wave of calls for special taxes against Big Oil after posting outrageous record profits. 

U.S. Government To Give Windfall to Big Oil 
It's one of the greatest train robberies in the history
Washington-Worth an estimated $7 billion over five years, new projections, buried in the Interior Department's just-published budget plan, anticipate that the government will let companies pump about $65 billion worth of oil and natural gas from federal territory over the next five years without paying any royalties to the government, reported The N Y Times .
Based on the administration figures, the government will give up more than $7 billion in payments between now and 2011. The companies are expected to get the largess, known as royalty relief, even though the administration assumes that oil prices will remain above $50 a barrel throughout that period, according to the report.

Also, the projected largess could be just the start. Last week, Kerr-McGee Exploration and Development, a major industry player, began a court challenge that could, if it succeeds, cost the government another $28 billion in royalties over the next five years.

“It's one of the greatest train robberies in the history of the world," Rep. George Miller said, who has fought royalty concessions on oil and gas for more than a decade, told The Times, "It's the gift that keeps on giving."

It was Congress's intent," Rep. Richard W. Pombo said in a The Times interview, "that if oil was at $10 a barrel, there should be royalty relief so companies could have some kind of incentive to invest capital. But at $70 a barrel, don't expect royalty relief."
Falling Fuel Prices Benefit Retailers

New York -- Gas station owners in many parts of the United States are buying fuel at some of the lowest prices they've seen in a year, yet many are padding their bottom lines rather than passing along all the savings to motorists, industry figures show, reported the Associated Press.
Nationwide, the profit margin on a gallon of gasoline has widened since the start of the year and now is 20.7 cents a gallon -- almost double the historical average -- thanks to the growing spread between wholesale and retail prices, according to the report.
Many gas stations have struggled in recent years, industry trade groups contend. Rising credit-card transaction fees chip away at profits per gallon, and competition has intensified as discounters like Wal-Mart Stores Inc. and Costco Wholesale Corp., increasingly sell cheap gasoline as a way to lure customers into their stores.
The past few weeks have been pretty good for the industry, though.
Gasoline futures have fallen 30 cents, or 17 percent since Jan. 30, while average pump prices have declined just 7 cents, or 3 percent, over the same period. Nationwide, the average retail cost of regular unleaded is $2.28 a gallon, according to the Department of Energy.
This week's average profit of 20.7 cents a gallon for retailers is up more than 11 cents from a month ago, according to data from the Oil Price Information Service of Wall, N.J. And in some states, including New York, New Jersey and Vermont, profit margins are above 30 cents a gallon.
Over the course of a year, retailers say their average profit is about 10 cents a gallon, AP reported.
Experts said in the report retailers are likely to enjoy above-average profits for another few weeks, but that margins will erode as spring approaches. While gasoline supplies are abundant right now, they are expected to tighten in March. 

Oil analyst expects pump prices to rise by about 50 cents a gallon this spring, with the possibility of $3 a gallon in some regions this summer.
What is not reported in the story is cost to retail gasoline.

1- 3% surcharge for credit card = 7.5 cents at $2.50 a gallon. 80% of sales are on a credit card up from 40%.
2- Transportation cost = average 2 cents plus a gallon plus markup.
3- Direct oil company retail dealers pay a DTW price (Dealer Tank-wagon) that can vary over 10 cents a gallon or more and also competition from his/her own oil company retailing at lower than DTW price.
Many independent retailers are struggling while the major oil companies are making record profits.  

Canadian Oil Boom

There’s an oil boom going on right now. Not in Saudi Arabia or Kuwait or any of those places, but 600 miles north of Montana.

In Alberta, Canada, in a town called Fort McMurray where, this time of year, the temperature sometimes zooms up to zero.

The oilmen up there aren’t digging holes in the sand and hoping for a spout. They’re digging up dirt — dirt that is saturated with oil. They’re called oil sands, and if you’ve never heard of them then you’re in for a big surprise because the reserves are so vast in the province of Alberta that they will help solve America’s energy needs for the next century.

Within a few years, the oil sands are likely to become more important to the United States than all the oil that comes to us from Saudi Arabia.

Correspondent Bob Simon reports.

Twenty-four hours a day, 365 days a year, vehicles that look like prehistoric beasts move across an arctic wasteland, extracting the oil sands. There is so much to scoop, so much money to be made.

There are 175 billion barrels of proven oil reserves here. That’s second to Saudi Arabia’s 260 billion but it’s only what companies can get with today’s technology. The estimate of how many more barrels of oil are buried deeper underground is staggering.

"We know there’s much, much more there. The total estimates could be two trillion or even higher," says Clive Mather, Shell's Canada chief. "This is a very, very big resource."
Sunoco Settles Price-Gouging Charges for $325,000 
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Trenton, N.J. -- Sunoco Inc. became the second major oil company to settle with the state of New Jersey on charges of gasoline price gouging last summer, agreeing to pay $325,000 without admitting guilt, reported NorthJersey.com.
The payment settles a lawsuit filed after gasoline prices surged to more than $3 a gallon over Labor Day weekend as fears of shortages followed Hurricane Katrina's assault on the Gulf Coast.
Investigators found more than 100 violations at 400 gas stations, including stations illegally raising prices more than once every 24 hours, charging more than the posted prices and failing to maintain proper records, the state said in suing Sunoco, Amerada Hess, Motiva Shell and several independent gas station operators, according to the report. Sunoco was sued under the state Motor Fuels Act and Consumer Fraud Act.
In November, Hess agreed to pay $372,391 to settle, but suits against Shell and ten of the 18 independents are pending, state officials said in the report.
In addition, the state reached a $315,000 settlement last month with BP Products North America Inc., which had not been formally charged, according to the report.
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Station Owners Win Long Legal Battle with Exxon 
Miami -- After a 15-year court fight, a small group of gasoline station owners has defeated ExxonMobil, which they claim cheated them and thousands of other dealers out of more than $1 billion, reported the South Florida Sun-Sentinel.
"A lot of people are just exhausted," said Gonzalez, who said he is grateful to see the legal wrangling coming to a close. His firm, Allapattah Services Inc., was one of the 11 original plaintiffs, though two dropped out. The remaining nine have received their settlements, ranging from $100,000 to $800,000, though they could share incentive awards totaling almost $16 million, the newspaper reported.
The case was first tried in 1999, but the jury deadlocked. Exxon maintained and still maintains that it did reduce the wholesale price of gas to offset a new fee on credit-card sales, reported the South Florida Sun-Sentinel.
In a second trial in 2001, the jury sided with the dealers on every disputed issue, concluding Exxon had a contractual obligation to offset credit fees with wholesale price reductions and that Exxon breached this obligation.
Subsequent appeals by Exxon on various issues in the 11th Circuit Court of Appeals and the U.S. Supreme Court failed. Exxon really had nowhere left to go, Dikeman told the newspaper.
"I owned a gas station for less than four years," Gonzalez said in the report. "When I sold it, I promised my wife I would never own another one. You're responsible for all of the investment, all the risk, all the work and the oil company gets almost all the profits."
Shell to divest gasoline stations

Shell has started out on the two-year process that will see the company sell off 16 of its 25 direct retail markets. First to be offered for sale under the new policy is the Atlanta metro market. The sites for sale are run by Multiple Site Operators (MSOs), who are also being allowed to bid on the package. 
Shell has traditionally required marketers buying its outlets to fly the company's flag for 10 years. However, with the Atlanta package, Shell is introducing a new 15-year brand commitment. 
Shell plans to put all but nine of its direct markets up for sale in the next two years or so, (exclusively reported 
by Oil Express). The markets the company will keep are New York, Chicago, San Francisco, Los Angeles, Seattle, Boston, San Diego, Washington, D.C., Miami and Fort Lauderdale, Fla.  The refiner hopes to have concluded the Atlanta sale by the third quarter of this year, sources say.   
Atlanta is by no means a stronghold for Shell and it has provided incredibly uneven returns of late. The metro Atlanta area saw average gross margins for the Shell brand at 14.3cts/gal, versus unbranded returns of about 12.3cts/gal in 2005. Nearly all of the profit came in September, October, and November 2005 with 40cts/gal gross margins in the middle of that period. Single digit rack-to-retail returns were common in most other months of the year. 
Volumes sold at typical Shell outlets were about 90,000 gals mo. The region was also lower than many other metro areas. In 2003 and 2004, for example, average gross margins for Shell stations were 8.6cts/gal and 9.5cts/gal respectively.

Illinois officials ask feds to investigate oil companies’ biofuels policies 

Illinois officials want the federal government to investigate whether oil companies are keeping gas stations from offering ethanol-based E-85 fuel, The Chicago Tribune reported Jan. 27.
Gov. Rod Blagojevich and U.S. Sen. Barack Obama (D-Ill.) have both asked for investigations.
Blagojevich sent a letter Jan. 27 to the Federal Trade Commission requesting action on "potentially illegal policies by major petroleum companies that discourage the sale of biofuels."
He said the number of Illinois stations offering E-85 has climbed from 14 to about 100 since autumn of 2004. But most of that growth has been downstate. Cook County, with much of the state's population, has only about 10 E-85 stations.
Obama and Sen. Charles Grassley, R-Iowa, want the congressional Government Accountability Office to look into the issue.
Obama said his office has obtained an oil company memo showing that franchise gas stations face strict corporate rules making it difficult for them to offer alternative fuels.
"If big oil companies are standing in the way of consumers who want to fill their vehicles with cleaner alternative fuels made here in the United States, and then I believe the American people deserve to know why," he said.

Look for oil prices to take another 'wild ride' this year

· Iran rattles its nuclear sabers; crude oil prices go up.

· January temperatures rise; natural gas prices fall.
· Gunmen attack a Nigerian oil platform; oil heat prices shoot up.
· Inventories increase; oil heat prices drop.

In 2005, energy markets were extremely volatile, quickly reacting some might say overreacting to events that could affect supply and demand. And with hedge-fund managers and other speculators seeking high-yield investments, that volatility is expected to continue in the year ahead.

Perhaps the situation won't be as bad in 2006 as it was last year, when hurricanes in the Gulf of Mexico pushed gasoline prices over $3 a gallon and caused natural gas prices to double from a year earlier.

But don't expect a return to the good old days of cheap energy either, industry insiders say.

"I think it's going to be another one of those years," said Tom Kloza, chief analyst for the Oil Price Information Service in Wall.

"It's going to be a wild ride," with prices moving steadily higher over the first nine to 10 months of the year, he said. But in the late fall, when the heart of the hurricane season is past and several new refineries come on line, prices could retreat.
Crude Oil prices are falling
Some analysts predict future drops in retail prices in the coming weeks as retail prices track falling crude oil and wholesale gasoline prices. On Feb. 15th, the price of benchmark light, sweet crude oil futures for March settled at $57.65 a barrel on the New York Mercantile Exchange, oil’s lowest closing price Dec. 30, 2005. Earlier this year crude oil prices neared $69 per barrel over concerns of instability in many key oil-producing nations.

GM Spread E85 Awareness in Chicago
Chicago -- General Motors will add 26 E85 refueling pumps to Chicago-area stations through collaborative partnerships with Shell Oil Products US and VeraSun Energy Corp. to boost the use and awareness of ethanol-based E85 fuel in the United States, reported Agriculture Online.
South Dakota-based VeraSun Energy, the nation's second-largest producer of ethanol, announced the availability of VE85 at 20 Gas City stations in the Chicago metro area. VE85 is VeraSun's branded E85, according to the report; 
Shell will participate in a test pilot with GM to gauge consumer interest in alternative fuels by monitoring behavior at the pump. The company will supply E85 refueling pumps at approximately six stations in Chicago, Agriculture Online reported.
GM already has 1.5 million flexible-fuel vehicles on the road, which can run on any combination of gasoline and/or E85, a fuel blend of 85 percent ethanol and 15 percent gasoline. The company has nine models that are E85-capable, and says it plans to add more than 400,000 E85-capable vehicles to the fleet in 2006, according to the report.
Later this year, all new GM FlexFuel vehicles will be equipped with yellow fuel caps at the factory to remind owners that their vehicles are E85-capable. Some current owners will receive the special caps as well, reported Agriculture Online.
In new plan, Florida gas stations would share or lease generators

Gas stations would have to be able to run on generators, but businesses wouldn't have to buy them under a proposal that emerged Feb. 15 in the Florida state Senate as one possible solution to help ease gas lines after hurricanes. If stations were required to retrofit their wiring so they could easily switch to backup power, they'd be able to use generators provided as part of a sharing or leasing program.
The compromise measure introduced in the Senate Domestic Security Committee would allow gas stations to avoid what owners feared: that they'd be required to buy generators that could cost as much as $50,000.
The bill (SB 858) would require all new gas stations, or those that undergo major renovations, to be prewired with transfer switches and other equipment needed to safely switch them to generator power.
The bill would apply to all gas stations with eight or more gas pumps that are within a half mile of an interstate or a main evacuation route. But they wouldn't be required to have generators ahead of time.
Currently, many stations wouldn't be able to use generators even if they could get them because they don't have the electrical wiring to switch their power off the main electric system to a generator.
Backers of the bill envision that instead of forcing retailers to buy generators, they could use a pool of devices that could quickly be delivered to stores that need them most after a storm. That could lessen the financial risk of a station buying a generator and then not getting hit by a storm.
